OBSCURE STOCKS
WERE PROMINENT

Prominent Issiies Were Allowed
to Slumber Yesterday.

BEARS MADE SHARP RAID

Thls Came Durlng Last Hour, and Ostenslble
Renson for tt Was the Announcey

mcnt ot Eogagement of
Gold for Export.

NEW YORK, Fcb. 26..Thc proceedings

ln lo-day's stock market were practically
a. ropetltioh of thoso of the last few days.
Thnt Is to say, the Important rallroad
ahd industrlal stocks of tho largest. eapi-
talization, which usually take the lead in
market movements, were allowed to slum¬
ber While various obscure and rarely ac-
tlvc stocks woro taken up one after an¬
otlier and pushed upward in more or less
sensational movements. This order of
thlngs was varied ln tho last hour by a

sharp raid on tho part of the professional
bears. Tho ostenslble reason for their
selling and offcring down prices was the
anuouncement of engagements of gold for
export by to-morrow's steamer to thc
amount of $2,450,000. Tho pcrsistent dull-
ness of tlie whole market and its refusal
to advance under tho efforts to stlmulate
lt by marking np individual stocks, im-
pres'sed tho professionals with Its vulner-
sblo position, and the announccment of
the gold oxports was rather a slgnal than
a motivo for the attack. Reports of dam¬
age to the winter wheat crop and thc
rcsulting stiffening in thc wlnter wheat
market were, used to advantagc by thc
bcars In their raid. Missourl Facifie was
for this reason especlally vulnerablc, and
its report of a docrease of S79.000 in gross
earninss for tho third week ln Fcbruary
alsc added to its weakness. It was notlce-
ablc. however. that roads which repprted
lncrcases for tho samo period, and espec-
itllv Atchison, wlth its January increase
of $_20,S75 net, were not able to restst tho
decline. No other stock was so acutely
affectcd, however, as Missouri Paclllc.
The announcement of gold oxports was
hardly a surprise, as sterling exchange
has hovered about the export point all tho
week. Foreigners have been heavy sell-
ers of stocks since the news of the Gov-
eniment's proccdure against lhe Northern
Securities Company, and thc supply of
commerclal exchango bills in thc market
ls very scanty. . , .

The money market ln New York has
not shown the slightest refleelion of any
coming stringency, yet the sub-Treasury
operations havo already taken up nearly
a million dollars since tho last bank slate-
ment, and with New York exchange at
Chicago down to 35 cenls discount the in-
terior movement of currency is probably
away from New York. An early response
in tlie local money market is highly prob-
able. Tho advances in to-day's market
wero almopt universally without explana-
tion. ln the case of the minor railroads.
thev were based on a general assumption
that absorplion of theso by the larger
systems is manifest destiny. Of the more

promlnent stocks there was strcngth ln
Pcnnsvlvania. the Eries, Wabash pre-
ferred and Illinois Central. Amalgamated
Copper was active and irregular. There
was very large buving of Wabash deben¬
ture B's, nnd the general bond marivct
was flrm. Total sales. par value, $4.SOOr0OO.
TJnlted States bonds were all unchanged
on tho last call.
The total sales of stocks for tha day

wero 614,-00 shares.

fore. The volume of business was not in¬
creased, but lt was well dlstributed, and
a materlal enhanc\ment in values was
accomplished. lt seemed to be considercd
that the Northern Securities matter had
been in a great measure eliminated as a
factor in the speculatlve situation. inas-
much as the linal determlnation of the
lcgality of tlie merger of the Northern
Pacilic and Great Northern railroads was
now, presuniably. a long way off. It has
boen undcrstoocl that arrangements were
practically complete for the formation of
other securities companies for the purpose
of amalgamating important railroad-linos,
and that the consumniation of them dc-
pended on the outcomc of the Northern
Securities proeeedlngs ln tho Supreme
Court. Since the Northern Securities case
has taken on a new phase. there is an
expectation in som» rutarters that the an-
nouncement of additional consolidation
sc-homes mav not be much longer with-
hcld.
