Convention Reversed Itseif in
Committee of the Whole.

REGISTER, PUBLIC PRINTER

Tbe« Posltlons, F-rmerly Abolisbed, Are to

Remaia la tbe New Constitutioa.
Tbe Day's Procecding-

in tbe Convention.

The taxation report waa completed In

Committee of tho Whole yesterday, the

big fight made over section one resulting,
as all othcrs had, in a victory for tha

committee.
Tho fcatures of the mornlng s_33lon

were the lervld and uniqua prayer by
Rev. -~Jr. Hannon and tho inlmitablo hu-
mor of tho arfrument of Mr. Wysor in
opposition to section one.
Tho afternoon session was notabic for

tlie reversa! of itsel_ by voting to restore
thc oflices of register of the land oilice
and public printer, which had formerly
heeji a.bolished. It was decided to elect
the State Trcasurer and Secretary of tho
Commonwcalth by tho peoplo, after re-

poated and strcnuous efforts to make the
Lc-gislnture the electorate.
Efforts to havo the Auc'itor rfected by

the n»opl_ fadled. The articl. on Kxeeu-
tive Department was completed and re-

ferred to the Committee o» Final Re~
vision.

TirB DAY. IN DETAIL.
Th. convention was opened with prayer

by Rev. Dr. Hannon, of tha Methodlst
Church. Ho made a most Impressive
prayer. ono of ih_ best yet heard.

All property, _xoept ss b.r..oa-ter pro¬

vlded, shall be taxed; all taxes whatso-
ever, wlictlier State. local or municipal,
shall bc ii ni form upon the sa-me class of
subjccls within tho territoiial limits of
thc authority lovying Uio tax and shall
be levird and eiilwlcd under genora-l
laws.
An nmrnnmrnt. offered by M>. Hsmtl-

lon was pending- lo slrik. out all afler
the word "uniform." after insorting tho
words "rqual and" after th* word "be."
Mv. \yysbr made the first spVooh in

snnport of the am.ndmont. He kept the
convention in a. r«_r of laughter by his
ridicule, llrst of the enmmiltco. next of
Uia Legislature, then of th«» convcnlion.

LOG-ROLLlNG.
He said lh« Committee on Taxation

had been trylng to druin uv support and
had been log-rollinjg to get its recorn-
mendation adopted He doclared that. it
rbould bave dono liko his Committee on

Corporations, depended oittiroly upon the
merit <if its recommendatiohs to .carry
them tbrougli. without any attempt to
convince or convert anybody. (Great
laughter.) The unllmlled taxing- power
should be loft witli the l^egislat.uro. afler
requiring that tho principle of equality
r.nd unifovmity which havo bor-n ob-
served for flfty years should bo iheir
guide.

ment offered by Mi*. TuriiDull, provid-
ing for the rale of taxalion on property
taken Into a vnumcipal corporation.
The section proyides that all asses.--

monls of the value of real estate and
tangible personal properly shall be at
their fair market value.

lt allows the Lcgislature afler .Tanuary,
1?1_, to segregate for the purposes of tax¬
ation tho several kinds or classcs of

property so as to speelfy and dctermino
upon what subject local taxes may. be
levied.
This completed the report of the Com¬

mittee on Taxation, and at 12:15 o'clock
lhe committee arose and reported its com-

pletion to the convention. Tha amend-
ed report was crdered printed.

EXEC-.TIVB DEPARTMENT.
On motion O'-- Chairman Cameron, the

convention took. up so much of the re¬

port of the Committee on Exe.utive De¬
partment as had been adopted in- Com¬
mittee of vhe Y\rhole. He stated that for
some ihexplicable reason the supple-
mental; report which had been submitted
ten days ago had not been printed, and
it could not be considered in Commit¬
tee of the Whole.
Section 12, relating to the Secretary of

lhe Commonwealth, was flrst consid¬
ered. Judge Portlock moved to strike
out the requirement that ha be eleoted
by the people and insert "by tha jolnt
vote of tho General Assembly."
Chairman. Cameron briefly opposed the

amendment, saying; it was a political of¬
flce, and the committee had unanimously
recommended that the Secretary of the
Coinmonwealth shculd be elected by tbe
people.

A motion to Btrike but,the clause plac-

ing the duties of tlie Publlc Printer in
the hands of the Secretary of the Com-
mohwealth was. also carried.yeas, 36;
rays, 13.
This also, Ineffect, re-establlshea the

offlce of Publlc Printer.
Mr. "Withers moved to strlke out, the

er.tire section relating to the Secretary
of the Commortwealth. He said it wouid
seem best to leavo the offlce and the o£-
ticer entirely within the control of the
Legislaturo and not make lt a constitu-
tional offlce at all.
Chalrman Cameron raised the point

of order, which was sustalned, that a
n.otion to strike out could' not be enter-
tained pending- the motion to reoonsider
the vote upon' the motion to have the
Secretary elected by the General Assem-
bly. .

Judge Fortlock. then niade an'earnest
epeech in supppft'of his resolution to
amend.by proyiding. for, the election of
Secretary of tho Commonwealth by the
General Assembly.' The".. points made by
him have been frequently reported ln dc-
bates on thls question, heretofore had.
Hc made a very ablo and extended speech,
oectrpying nearly an hour. The amend¬
ment was rejected.yeas, 21; nays, 40;
Section twelve was adopted as.ameqded,
Section eleyen .was'/amended by strlklng

out the cla.use relating to membersMp of
Lieutenant Governor of the Board of
Public Works, and pay.'for such: services.
Aa.amended it was adopted.

STATE TREASURER.
Attorney-General Anderson moved to

amend section thirteen by providing that
the State Trcasurer should be elected hy
the General Assembly instead of by the
people, He made an earnest and ex¬
tended speech in opposition to electing
offlcers by tbe people, illustrating many
of the'veny best class of offlcers, a.mong
them postmasters, etc, who were not so

elected.- Hc believed in popular govern¬
ment, but he did not think such offlcers
as treasurcrs, having special expert work
to perform, should be elected by the peo¬
ple.
Mr. Withers replled in a rousing speech

in oppusiiioti to tfhe amendment and in be¬
half of electing all Sta.to offlcers by tlie
people. He sa.id tbe Attorney-General,
who was the head of the law department,
was in the hand3 of the people, and he
had heard no complaint about candidates
rcfusing to run because of the expenso
of a campaign. The Sta.to Treasurer
was tlio head of the much more impor¬
tant department.that of the whole fisr.al
affairs of the State.a.nd the people
should have a direct voice in selecting
him. The amendment was defeaied.
yeas, £S; nays, SO.and section tltirtoen
was adopted:.
Section fourteen rcqirires tbe election

of. an Auditor of Public Accounts by tbe
General Assembly.

THE AUDITOR.
Mr. Barbour moved to ojnend by re-

miirincr I3rat the auditbr be elected by the
people. Speeches in opposition lo the
amendment were made by Messrs. Came-
ron and Hancock.
The amendment was rejcclcd.yeas, 1?;

nays, 41.
Tlie section was adopted as rccbmnicnd-

cd by the committee. Scctions lifteen, rcl-
ativo to salaries of Siat.p offlcers; sixteeh,
requiring tlio Legislaturo to proyide for a

system of checks and balances for the
nia.na.gement o~i ihe. State and county
funds; soventeeri, requSrfng the glving of
bonds by aff offlcers c.harged with the
callect.ion or disbursemeht of funds; eight-
een, authorizing the General Assembly
lo establish and maintain a hurea.u of
labor slatistics, were all adopled without
amendnient. or debate.
This concluded lhe report of the Cotn-

nfittee on the Executive Department and
it. W5is referred to the Committee ou Vinal
;Revision and.Adjustment amid loud ap¬
plause.
Attorhcy-.Geheral Anderson gave notice

of a resolution to resoind the action taken
in requiring the Stat$ Treasurer lo be
elected by t.ho people.
The convenlion adjoiirned at S o'clock

until 10 o'clock. to-day..
Hold-Ovcr Senators.

Tlie. Coniiniltce on tho Lcsislalive De¬
partment intended to have a meeting last
night lo accommodate ConsTespnian
Flood, who wishes to press bis resolution
to rescind the action of the convention
in abolisbing lhe hold-ovcr Senate.

It was lea.rned that thero was not a

quorura of members of the committee ln
tlie cily, and lhe session liad to bc called
