AGREE TO HAVE VOTE MONDAY

Ao Extended Debate on Measure for Protecs

tection of President’s Life Developed

~ Opposition to Bl In its Present
Shape—House  Uninterestlng.

(By Associnted Press))

WASHINGTON, I. C., March f.—A no-
table speech was made in the Senate to-
day by 0r. Hanna, of Oblo, on the pend-
ing shipping bill, which he discussed from
the standpeint of an American business
man. Hiz argunients were carefully ar-
ranged, he was always forceful and ear-
nest and at times became eloquent. He
commanded the undivided attention of ths
Senate and of the galieries, and when he
closed he received the congratulations of
many of his colleagues.

Early in the session, Mr. Frye, in charge
of the pending shipping bill, obtained an
agreement that the. Senate should vote
on the measure and all pending amend-
ments at 3 F. AL Monday, Dlarch 1ith,
that time being entirely satisfactory te
those opposed to the bill

Before consideration of the shipping
bill was resumed an exXtended debate oc-
curred on the measure providing protec-
tion to the President of the United States.
M. Bacon, of Georgia, took the ground
that in its present shape the bill was an
inva=ion of the jurisdiction of the States
and that it ought to be amended radically,
Mr. Patterson, of Colorade, while he
agrecd to the general propositions of the
bill, urged that it ought not to pass in
its present form. No action on the bill
was, taken.

TRIBUTE TO PRESIDENT:

Senator Bacon =said that in view of the
recent. calamity which had befallen the
natinn in assassination of President Moe-
Iiinley, the subject of the pending bill
wis o diflicult one to discuss. He paud
@ high tribute to President MeKinley,
saying that he was the “Most amiabie,
courteous and pleasant man I have ever
et in high station,” and from him he
nn==ibly always had received the kindest
consideration. 2 =

ss. pacon belleved that the proposed
iaw was unnecessary, and did not provide
a more certain punishment for the as-
szssin than was provided now in the State
lnws. The world, he insisted. was not
large enough for the criminal to get be-
wond the reach of the law, and there was
no place secret enouzgh in which to hide
Limself from avenging justice. Ile urged
that the bill' indicated there was not
sufficient reiiance upon the criminal Iaws
of the several States.

Mr. Depew, of New York, pointed oul
that an attempt at assassination was
net - punishable with death in any State,
as the pending bill provided.

Mr. Platt, of Connecticut, suggested,
tow, that some States had laws agalnst
capital punishment.

Mr. Bacon, continuing, said that the biil
irtvolved the right and the. propriety ol
the Federal Government to enforce a law
within a State different from any law
on the statute books.of the State. So
{ar as the anarchist was concerned, the
death penalty was not & deterrent against
the crime of assassination, as the anar-
chist was willing te sacrifice his own life.

INTERRUPTED GOVERNMENT.

AMr., Hoar, of Massachuselis, Interrupted
t? say that the pending bill was proper
lecause the assassination or attempted
zssassination of the President was an
interrupion of the government, and it was
vitally important to the government that
guch interruption should mnot occur.

Mr. Bacon urged that the bill at least
ought to be amended in accordance with
his proposition already offered, so that
it should be shown that the crime was
committed against the President, *'Be-
cautsg of his official position, or for tha
purpose of destroving the government or
impairing the eXxecution of its constitu-
tional powers

Mr. Bacon said the bill was practi-
cally an enlargement of the law of trea-
son and propesed to miake treason of
something  that, under the law, was nat
treasom.

Mr. Clay. of Georgia, resumed his
speech on the shipping bill, begun yes-
terday. Ile predicted the complete fail-
tre of the pending measure. Natural
condltions alone, he contended, could in-
crease the foreign carrying trade of the
Tinited States.

Mr. Hanna then addressed. the Senate,
Lis remarks being principally in answer
1o the statements made by Mr, Clay in
hi= speech of resterday. He said that
when Mr. Clay quoted from Mr. TFrye's
that all there was in this ques-
1 Tequired legislation was em-
briiced in the one question of Iabor, he
wis correct.

“L stand by that proposition, but I go
furtiter. Ninety-five per cent, of the cost
of a ship bpilt in American shipyurds or
in any shipyard is purely labor. The cost
of the construction of a ship in the United
States as against that in cither England,
Germany or Francs, simply measures the
difference of wages and the efficiency of
American labor* ;

The whole argument of Senator Clay,
he said, was basged on the faect that it
is costing us more than it ouzht to, while
aL the same time and in the same breath
he -gloried] in the fact that the United
States has but recently leaped to the
front and is now a world power.

“Will anybody deny," sald he, “the im-
portance, the absolute necessity of hav-
ing an auxiliary for our navy in the
shape of the merchant marine, shaped
tunder the direction of the Navy Denart-
metn, and, in time of war, absolutely
i the hands and under the countrol of
the President of the United States, to use
it in the most eflicient manner?’
