MYSTERY UNSOLVED,

Stewart Fife Acquitied of Morder of Fraok
Richardson.

(Br Associated Press.)

SAVANNAH, MO. DMarch 21.—When
court opencd at 3 o'clock 'to-day the jury
1 the case of Stewart Fife, charged with
the murder of Frank . Richardson, at
the home of the victim, Christmas Eve,
1%, returned a verdict of acquittal. It
15 sald that only one ballot was taken,
and that from the beginning the jurors
stocd unanimous for acquittal. The case
went to the jury last evening. TWhen ithe
verdict was announced there was a dra-
matic scene In the court-room. Mrs.
Fife, mother of the accused, sprang for-
ward and embraced her son, shouting for
joy all the while. Mrs. Richardson, widow
uf the murdercd man, was also In the
court-rcom and gave vent to her emo-
tion.

TFife was so overcome that he could not
speak. This was the second trial in ihe
Hichardson murder, Mrs. Richardson, the
widow, having been acquitted only a few
weeks ago; and still the mystery of the
murder of Richardson, who was shat
down soon after he had entered his own
heme in the evening, is unsolved. No
oiher indictments are pending.

Stewart Fife is 2 member of a wealthy
family of St Joseph, fifteen miles from
here, his father having for many Years
been a millionaire wholesale merchant

Mr. Moore, of Patrick’s counsel,
then moved that the District Attorney
be compelied to =ay on which of 1he ten
connts of the indictment against Patrick
he #asked conviction.
