Mr. Morgan 183 a very rich man, but he
45 a citizen of 1ho United States and is
subject to all the duties and responsi-
Dilities of citizenship. When he objects
ta A legal process of 1his character he puts
himself outside the pale of other cilizens
nnd makes it appear that he regards him-
self as superior.  There are no class dis-
Yinctions in 1his ceuntry and rich men
are entitled to no immunity because of
1heir wealtts.. When rich men assume
1hst they belong 1o a privileged class they
do a very stupld 1hing, and naterally
cause poor men 1o feel reseniful.

We do not mean to muke any assault
upon 1he rich. We do 1ot mean 10 make
®&nuy appeal 1o the passions of e poor.
MWe do not think, as some secm 1o think,
ihat all rvich men ara bad. Alany rich
men of this country have shown them-
selves to ba good and 1rue. Wa believe
1lat Mr. Morgan ig a good and kind man.
But Mr. Morgan and others like him, of
g1l men should obey and respect tho law
and so set an  example.  Without Ilaw
1here is no safety for the rvich. What
would Mr. Morgan's millions be worth to
him if there were no law 1o protect him
jn his rights? It iz not cnough that Mr.
Morgan pay n large sum of money to the
Government in taxatlon. It is not the
whole of a citizen’s duty to pay ilaxes.
1t is as much the duty of a citizen to
sorve on oo subpoena, 1o Serve as a wit-
ness, 1o take an active interest in the
aflairs of government, as iL is for him to
serve in the ranks in time of war.

That was a timely utterance which we
quoted in Sunhday's paper from Rev. WL
C. Campbell, of Itoanoke, on “Civic Right-
eousness.””  “No man,’” said he, “hy rea-
son of wealth, has a right to shirk jury
dut}','the duty of voling or holding of-
fice. His own inlerests may Dbe protect-
ed withoui performing these duties, but
1hose of his poorer and weaker neighlor
may not be, and he lhas no right 1o rele-
matle 10 less favored men ihe duties that
residence in a city give ulm to perform.™

We cannol hope to have good govern-
ment unless the good men of every walk
in life are willing 1o bear their part of
the public burden, unless the best men
wecognize and discharge all the dutles
wf citizenship.

Sir,—No one can fall to
with the power of public sentiment as
aftecting both church and State.

When it beeamae evident that the
method would have to be changed the
writer, who wasz then a member of the
General Assembly, after conferring with
representatives from  other eections of
the State, introduced a bill Iooking to
building two main highways 1n ezch eoun-
ty in Lhe State, running north to south
and cast to wost and passing at or near
the counily seat; these two main lines to
be constructed by a moderate tax and
by the labor of jall-birds and zhori-term
convicls in State prizon. But public sen-
timent was not ready for so large an ex
penditure of money upen our highways,
and nowhere perhaps did it meet more
vielent opposition than in my own dJdis-
tri Twn years later Governor Il
of New York, made the same suggestien
to the Ceneral Assembly, then in session,
and was laken up by the pres
eountry and highly oo
thig plan been adopted ot that time (1855)
there can be no doult of the fact that In

fve years thereaftor cach county would
have compleled these two main lines,
witich, being continuous,  would  have

given us an improved line throughout the
stiale novth to south and cast o west
the loeal roads in the meantime heing
lept up by agreement of property-holders
Iying on or adjicent thereto, or by a
light district lax. It can readily he
seent, Isul this have been dono, great
locil as well as  puablic  convenjences
would have resulted. The countics un-
der this stem would have Leen divided
Ly thesge two main linea into nearly four
equal partg, and any citizen wishing to
rezteh the county seat would make to
the nearest poknt on the main line.

tricts. In the first place the districts
conld not avail themselves of convict la-
bor, which wotld largely be peed  on
account of the expense of guarding them;
wondd, ihe districts could not afford the
ecxpense of such road machinery as should
be employed; and, third, any county may
consider itseff fortunate to be able to
seeure the serviees of more than one man
who is in all respeets qualitied to takae
charge of such an undertaking. How-
ever, upon the theory that each distriet
lins the right to levy and expend its
own revenues upon its roads, we have
been working, and with what result?
While our taxes for road-buildinz hav
srown in be as great, or perhaps greater,
than both State and eounty tax combined
before 1861, and with what result?
