Filibustering Tactics Used

Bill Goes Over Until This Morn-
ing’s Session.

APPRE;PRIATIONS WERE MADE

Thé Scnate and House held thres ses-
pions vesterday, and they were full of
Vfe and interest.

The declded feature of the entire day
was 1he great flibuster {fight in the
livuse against the congressional _ reap-
porlionment bill, which cropped out all
furing 1ho day, Dbut which did not
yeach its climax until the night session.
The hall was crowded with members
mnd- visitors, present and prospective
Ceongressmen  being prominent. among
them, The upshot of It was a partial
gurrender on the part of the belligerents
ol i1:45 P. M, after one of the most
spirited and spectacular battles of 1is
kind since the famous fight years ag
pver the Walion election Jaw in the Sen-
ate. The opposition to the bill agreed to
fizhit no further if Its friends would
agres io an adjournment, which they
did, but it is extremely doubtful if the
Lody will be able io muster a4 quorum
1o-day.

The fight had been brewing all during
Ihe week, and it culminated Iast night
In one of the prettiest contests in the
hirtory of ihe Legislature. The oppo-
sition Torces were marshalled by Colonel
R. ¥. Lee, Jr., of Fairfax; Hon. Tipton
T). Jennings. of Lynchburg, and Hou. €.
Conway Baker. of Westmoreland, and
1hey were ably assisted by Messrs. New-
Tiouse, of Culpeper, and Ganiner, of Hen-
rico. 1don. 5. Gordon Cumming, of L3amp-
ion, led the friends of the measure in
a most gkillful manner, and he was aided
hy Mr. Southail, of Amelia, and others:
Mr. Cumming had at all tlmes enough
voles 1o pass the Dil, but the #pposition
wonld never let a, vote be reached. It
+ank twno hours 1o gel the bill up eut ot
jts order, numerous roll-calls on all sorls
of motions having been résorted 1o n
ihe interim. If thére is a quorum prescnt
tn-day 1he hill’ will likely pass.

The 1wo houses agreed fo the confer-
ence committee’s report on the appro-
priation hill, and it was a most liberal
one, It raised the appropriation from
=35.00 to $100,000 for repairs at ithe Capi-
1¢], restored the 37,500 for Nansion re-
pairs and made additions in many other
places. .

The decided feature of ihe day in the
Senale was the splendid fight of Mr
Fruce in having the TRoads Commiltes
discharged from the consideration of the
hills fneorporating the Gladesville, Tail-
road Company and tlhie South and TWest-
ern Railroad Company, hoth of which
wera passed after a highly interesting
fight

The House devoied its morning session
almost cxclusively 1o the disposition of
unconiested bills on the calendar arni
provided for an afferacon and a night
session, the former to begin at 4 and the
latter at § o'clock P. M. One of the most
interosting bills passed was that offered
Y}y Mr. Baker, of Westmoreland, directing
1hat the porirait of Willlam Pitt. carl of
(hatham, now hanging in the hall of the
House, be rveturned to Westmorela id
county.

The House adopted ihe Conference Com-
mittees Teport on the bill allowing rail-
voads to remove ihe locatlon ef their
tracks. The chair was vacated at 2
o'clock until 4 o'clock.

The Senate refused io concur in. the
MWouse amendments io the appropriation
hills, and asked for a conference. Both
bodies named their conferees, and they
yeported at the night session. The Sen-
ate @cvoted much of its session 1o ihe
disposition of uncontested bills.

THE SENATE'S SESSION,

Charters

Virginia  Railroad
Granted—Other Matters.

The feature of ihe morning session of
ihe Senate vesterday was the splendid
sppeal of Senater R. . Eruce, of Wise
county, for the hill amending 1he charlter
af the Gladesville Toad, in Wise county,
with a view to allowing it 1o develop the
coal fields of Wise, Buchanan and Dick-
anson countics.

The morning and afterncon sessions
were i hattle royal over this bill, AMr
Wickham, leading the opposition, argued
rarnesty that this territory should be
developed by the Chesapeake and Ohio
and Nurfolk and Western. In Mr. Bruce he
found an adversary not often encoun-
tered in the Virginia Senate. The bill
finally was passed by & vote of 20 1o 8

A notable featura of the eloguent angd
foreeful argument of Mr. Bruece was that
of the twelve memnbers of the Roads Com-
mittee, which had adversely reported on
the bill, who volsd on the bil), six voted
Tor the bill

The contest was Llie most sharply drawn
»f any at this scssion. It was the Ches-
apeake and Norfolk and Western against
Southwest Virginia, and Southwest Vir-
ginla won out. by a good majority, thanks
Yo' Mr. Bruce.
