BISHOP RANDOLPH TROUBLED
He Refrained from Discussing the

Question at Issue.

NORIOLK. VA.. April 1..Regarding
lhe trouble at Bruton Parish Right Rev.
Bishop A. M- Randolph this evening cour¬
teously declined to make any statement,
for publication. He had l>ecn very busy
to-day. being closeted with tho commit¬
tees from Williamsburg, and to tlie coi-
.respondent who called at the episcopal
residence to-night th«_ names of the six
gentleman hero to-day were not divulged.

It was stat<*d that these gentlemen left
for home this afternoon. Bishop Ran¬
dolph appeared greatly distressed oyer
tbo affair asd very averse to speaking
of it at present.
Aski*d whether Rector Roberts would

be retained at Williamsburg, the Bishop
answered th.at he did not know. He said,
Rector Roberts was not with the com-
n.ittee. During the evening, although
the episcopal residence has been besieged
by newspaper men. Bishop Randolph has
diplomatically foiled every attempt to
secure from him a statement, of what
his course in the matter may be¬
lle appears to be exceedingly anxious to

see a peaceable settlement of the un¬

fortunate controversy, and is evidently
exerting every effort to that end, but
just what is being done he will not say.
What he did say was that he had abso¬

lutely nothing to give out for publication.
The committee left here this afternoon

for Williamsburg.

who know him, and with the hearty good
wishes ol* his pupils and countless other
friends.

This Course Has Been Definitely
Determined.

UNUSUAL DIVIDENDS VOTED

From Twenty-five .o Fifty Million Dollar,
is to Be Expended in Improving

Some of Subsiduary Com¬
panies.There is Possi¬

bility of Acquiring
More Plants.

(By Associated Press.)
NEW -ORK", April 1..The directors of

the United States Steel Corporation in
quarterly meeting here to-aay gavo
formai approval to the conversion plan
uiiucr whicn it is proposed to retire pre¬
ferred stock, to tho amount of $_00,00U,000,
upon which dividends are paid at the,
rate of seven per cent, per annum, and
issue bonds to a total of ?_jO,OJO,000, with
interest fixed at five per cent.
May 19th was llxed as tlie date upon

which the project will bo submitted to
th.2 shareholders. The directors also is¬
sued a statement showing that tlie earn¬

ings of the corporation for the first year
of its existence, which ended on March
,11st. with the last month estimated,
reached a total of $111,007,195.
Before the meeting of the directors the

Executive and Finance Committees were

in session, and tho Executive Committee,
as well as the General Board of Direc¬
tors, unanimously approved the conver¬
sion plan. Former Judge F. H. Parry,
chairman of the board, stated that the
extra $50,000.000 of bonds above the $200.-
000,000, to be used for retirement of pre¬
ferred slock, would give the corporation

and continuous service, will retire from
the »rofessorship of Latin at the Uni¬
versity of Virginia with the close of tho
present session. During all these years he
has been one of the great forces in thus
educational system of our Alma Mater.

newals and maintenance, of plants."
The amount applied each month to "re¬

pairs, renewals and maintenance of plants
and interest on bonds and fixed charge-
of the subsidiary companies." was about
ten per cent. This is the first time 'the
corporation has made, an explicit state¬
ment on this1 poinL

It is proposed to sepnd from $25,000,000
to $50,000,000 of the added working capital
on improving a number.of the subsidiary
companies, which before the consolida¬
tion were in constant competition. Of the
net earnings, sinking fund bonds and de¬
preciation and reserve funds claimed
$15,390,0*95; interest on bonds, $15,200,000, and
dividends, $56,017,7S3,. while the undivided
earnings were $24,4-19,717.

NORFOLK

Bill to Be Passed To-Day for the
Second One to Engage in

Building Ocean Liners.
Probably the only measure that will be

considered by the Senate at its session
this evening wñi be a bill incorporating
a Norfolk shipyard company.
This will be the second meaure of this

character to corne before this legisla¬
ture. Three weeks ago a bill was passed
by both branches chartering a §10,ü(X,k,0t;U
shipyard company, backed by ex-Governor
Atkinson, of West Virginia and other
West Virginia capitalists. This enterprise
purposes to locate on the east side of the
Elizabeth River, between Lambert's Point
and Sewell's Point. The water front prop¬
erties, upon which it has secured options,
have the finest deep water frontage, and
are said to be well located for an enter¬
prise of this character.
The shipyard company, whose bill w*

be considered to-day, is backed by the
Watson syndicate. It proposes to locate
on the Portsmouth side of the river in
the vicinity of Pinner's Point. The rep¬
resentatives of the enterprise give all as¬
surances that it is backed by capitalists
whose resources render possible the pro¬
jection of a ship building plant upon the
largest scale.
The friends of both of these schemes

argue that with the completion of the
Tsthmtan Canal. Atlantic coast shipyards
will be in position to compete for the con¬
struction of vessels for the rapidly grow-
