The surface of the moon, like that of
our carth, is diversified by hilis and
piuine,  moantains and  vaueys.  Tha
plains on the mbon were once thougnt
10 be lakes or ocecans, but in the clearer
lighis of science they are now regarded
as level uacts of land.  indeed, 1L s
now thought that there §s no water at
@il on the moon, and that she does not
ﬁossess végetalue or animal life of any
ind; but that desolation and a death-
like slience reigns supreme.

That there are meountaing on the moon
has been proven Ly the most indisputa-
ple evidence. ¥or instance, when she is
increasing, certain places on her surface
gre {lluminated sooner than the sur-
younding regions, appear:ng like bright
epols within the dark pojptions of her sur-
face, and then after the terminator (the
terminator is the line which separales
1he dark from ihe enlightened portions
of the moon's surface) has passed Over
liesc bright =pots, they cast their shad-
aws upon the enilghtened portions of hor
strlace opjosite 10 the sun. These =had-
tows cor-espond in shape tp the form of
ile mountain or mountains which cast
<hem.

There is one remarkable feature in the
moon's surface which lears no resem-
binnce to gnything to be seen on 1his
carth. These are 1the great circular cav-
¢ which appear on every part of her
Some of these tremendous cav-
are about forty miles in. diameter
aid four miles deep.

1t ts now generally conceded that the moon
Nins but very litte, if any, atmesphere,
and in support of this theory several very
#lrong reason can be advanced. For in-
stunce, there are mo indications of twi-
light. a phenomenon that implies the
presence of an sunocsphers. For if she
had a 1pilicht, there would be gradual
transitien from the light to the dark
poriions. but mo such transitiony occeurs
ou the surface, but there is a well-defined
lins between the light and dark portions.

it is an intercsting contemplation for
us 1o try to reallze how the earth would
appear as viewed from the moon. The
surface of the earth wouid appear about
ihirteen times as large as that of the
moon viewed from the earth. Thi= fact
would add immengely to the beauty of
1lie siarry heavens, as viewed from our
Taithful lunar companion. However, we
must not suppose that because the earth
&3pears so large that her physical fea-
tures become nore distinet.  Indeed, it
i just otherwise; for, owing to the
dense stmosphere of the earth, it would
render a olear view of her surface &
matter of great difficulty, if not of abso-
ity
SEALUTIFUL MORN NG STARS.
mornng skies during April are
Nonored by 1he presence of the six plancts
—Mercury, Venus, Marg, Jupiter
and Uranus—which is an occurrence
1o meang common. The first onhe
ihem to make his appearance on
wiaftern horizon is Uranus, which now
riceg about 10:30 in the evening, and is
congequently high up in the heavens Dbe-
fore Jdaylight. Under faverable circum-
Finnces Tiranus may be seen with
naked a1 those who know e
where 1o look for him. 1t Towe
oy with &
good look at him.

Saturn riecs alout 1:30 in the morning,
and is distinctly vizible to the naked eye,
1i#7i5 now situated in the constellation
Sugittarius, and may e ecasily distin-
hed [rom the fixed stars by his pale,
1_ebie and steady Mght.  The tings of
Saturn, which distinguish him
every known planet, ars now distlnet
and growing more go every day; so thoss
of our f{riends who poesess 1elescopes
<11l make a great mistake if they do not
talic cccaslonal peeps at this great and
wonderful world.

About one hour after the rising of
Saturn we see the mighty Juplter just
jeoming up abdve the eastern horizon.

THE CIRCUMPOLAR CONSTELJA-

A TIONS. !

In ons or two previous articles I have
spoken at some length of & nuntber of
the various constellations of tht heavens,
but have not said as much about the clr-
cumpoiar constellations-as they probably
desgtrve.

By circumpolar constellations i= meant
those constellations which are strurg in
a circle around the North Star and never
set. I will first 1ake up Ursa Majur, the
Great Bear. Looking skyward about 8
o'clock in the evenings of April, we be-
Liold this great constellation high up in
ille heavens. It is easily distinguished
hy means of a cluster of peven bright
stars forming what is called the Dipper.
1n some countries it is called Charles’
Wain or Wagen. The Dipper, which s
now near the meridian above the Nerth
Star, lles with its bottom towards us
and its handle on the right. Climbing up
tehind the Great EBear is Drace. the
Iragon, which, with its many contor-
{lons, occuples'a large space in the polar
regions. North of Draco s situated Ursa
Minor, the Little Bear. o

This constellation, which containg but
few prominent stars, e, however, much
distinguished bLecause of the advantages
which its poeition in the heavens affords
in surveying and navigation. Its prin-
cipal star is =o near the true poie of the
heavens that it ha= been known for sev-
e¢ral thousand yeers as the North Folar
Star. The seven princlpal stars in this
constellation form a figure very much

ke the Dipper in the freat Bear, but

the Dipper in this constellation is re-
versed, and only about gne-half as large
as the Dipper in the Great Bear.

Below ithe North Star we see Cepheus
and Cassiopels. Cepheus contains mo
star above the third mageitude. © Cassi-
opeln is nearly at the sama distance from
the North Stsr as the Great Beayr, and
is easily disunguished by five stars of the
sccond and third magnitudes’ in the form
of the lstter W. This. consteliation is
athersvise memerable as having once con-
tained a very bright star, which subse-
quentily disappeared. 5 -

It may not be amiss to make a remark
or two here upon its extraordinary ap-
pearances, About three hundred years
ngzo this star all at once shone out with
great splendor.

DANTATEMAY BE

Detective YWren has recovered a letter
written from Philadelphin —to *Dan

Tate," the negro who shot Officer Farley
on Saturday night, and who gave the
name of Willilams. The letter was ad-
dressed to Tate at a nouse on Hast Leign
Street, which is very close to the-scene
of the shooting, and also to the scene of
the Mills assault.

The letter discloses the fact that a
brother of Tate's was shot and killed in
Pennsylvania, near Philadeiphia, on tha
14th of last November. Hae 5 cm-
plored by the Philadelphia Clay Manu-
facturing Company, and got in @ row in
one of the shanties occupied by the nesro
workmen. He -then left and broke into
another shanty, and attempted to brealk
into another, Then he went to the resi-
denca of Mrs. J. A. Minn, at Ilunters
Run, Cumberland courntty, Pa., broke into

the front door, and was confronted by
Mr. Arinn.  He said: “Your money or
your life,” when he was shot and in-

stantly’ killed, The coroner's jury ren-
dered a verdict of justifinble homicide,
arfd the bhody was turned over to the
County Home.

This circumstance leads the detectives
tn the conelusion that Tate is a bad man,
and the theory that he may have had
something to do with bath the Clayton
and Mills affairs willl be eclosely followed.

Mills was hadly heaten on the vory
spot at which Officer Farley was shot,
and it is the impression that he, in com-
pany with his companion, was lurking
at that point in readiness to waylay anhy
ane who happened tn pass the alley.

The alley offers two chances of escape
for assailants, It passes through to
Seventh Street, and from Clay Street,
hetween Seventh gand Iighth, almost
midway of the bhlock, thero Is a small
vacant lot. across which a fugitive could
get into Clay Street. This is a typical
place for the hold-up artist.
