WOMAN'S COLLEGE SEEKS A
S1TE IN THE FAIR WEST END

Buildings and Grounds on North Tenth Street to Be
Sold.One Hundred Thousand Dollars Needed.

Trustees' Special Session.
The Woman's College is to go to the

West End. The present site and build¬
ings. on North Tenth Street, between
Marshall and Clay Streets, are to be
abandoned and sold.
This was detennined upon almost

unanimously at a largely attended meet¬
ing of the trustees yesterday afternoon.
But much remains to be done. bcsides

merely decidlng on going to a more suit¬
able location in the V."est End. At least
.100,000 is to be raised. and the scheme
by which so much money is to be gotten
is yet undetermined. The trustees fully
appreciate that they have a great under-
tr.king before them. but all have un-
bounded faith in ihe future of the insti¬
tution and the strongest conviction that
a. great woman's college ought to be
located in Richmond. lt will take sev¬

eral years at least to bring all this to
pass. 1-ut it will come in time, and will
be something of which all the people of
the city will be proud and which will be
;i material benefit to the entire commu¬

nity.
TWO REPORTS CONSIDLRED.

The trustees met yesterday afternoon
in special session Dr. W. E. Hatcher
presided and all the resident members
were present. Dr. H. W. Battle. of
Fetersburg, was the only non-resident
member in attendance. Dr. Hatcher said
last night that he had never seen a more

inspiring meeting of the bnard since he
had been connected with it. The meet¬

ing was called especially to consider the
matter of removal. Two reports were

presented from two separate commit¬
tees Mr. .7. D. Crump was the chairman
f.f one and Rev. H. A. Bagby chairman
of the other.
Mr. Crump's came first. His committee

was named some months ago. The re-

pi.i-t was a thoughtful paper, the gist of
which was that the trustees ought to

scttle the agitatibn of removal. as the
college would be hurt by a continuation
of discussion without action. He follow¬
ed tiie report with an able argument in
favor of'the recommendation of the re¬

port. He was in favor of remaining
v. here the college is and making irh-
provements. But" when he had heard the

gumenis for removal and the vote

was taken. he east his in the affirmative.
Rev Mr Bagbv's report was out and

out in favor of removal. This paper was

wright, of Richmond" College: Professor
Mitchell. Mr. John Garland Pollard an..

Mr. A. J. Chewning. Addresses were

made regaiding the report by Dr. Bat¬
tle. Dr/ Hawthorne. Mr. Bagby. Pro¬
fessor Mitchell. Mr. J. C. Williams. Dr

Cooper and others. The vote followed
and al' save two favored removal. These
two hastened to state that they would
give their entire support to carry out the
wishes of the majority.

There is a grow¬
ing belief that the property of Richmond
College. on the south side of Franklin
Sireet, will be. the choiee of the eommit-

Confederate veterans here, like Major
John W. Johnston, father. of the author
of -"To Have and to Hold"; Major Milner,
commander. and Captain J. B. Francis,
aJjutant of Hardee Camp Confederate
Veterans, are indignant over the treat¬
ment of General Fitzhubh Lee here last
n:ght, and have been explaining all day
Lhal neither their camp nor any of the
Confederates here are in any way lespon-
sible.
General Lee v.-as under contract with

the Lyceum Biireau tn lecture here on

Cuba. .T. D. Gresham. a I-irm!iij_h.-un
man, signed the contract with the Lyce¬
um. When General Lee arrived he was

met by a large committee ot Confederate
veterans, and arrangements were started
to give him a. public reception.

DOORS CLOSED.
AVhen the hour arrived for the lecture

there were about fifty people at the door.
Manager Douglass refused to open the
thtntre on the ground that Gresham had
n.-ude no deposit for the rent and inci-

Referring to Cuba and the movement to
reduce the sugar tax. he said he agreed
heartily with General Wood's recommend-
alions, and added":
"To put the matter in a hut-shell, the

Cuban must be employed or he will breed
insurection like his cousin in the Latin-
American Republics. Some of the Cuban
sugar estates are of vast proportions and
emp'oy hundreds of men when in full op¬
eration.
"The sugar growing indust.ry is largelv

in the hands of Americans. while the Brit¬
ish and Germans dominate the railway
and commercial interests.
"A reduction of Lte tariff will encour-

age the planters to cultivate their fields
to tne fullest extent and they will employ
a very large number of laborers.
"I wil! go further ancl say r think

the Uuited States owes it to Cuba to
promote her prosperity in every possi¬
ble manner that is eonsistent with sound
policy.

WARD OF UNITED STATES.
"Cuba will be a ward ot the United

States for years to come. The incorpora-
tion of uie Platt amendments in her
Constitution means nothing less than
this: it might be said these amend¬
ments were crammed down the Cubans*
throa.ts. The capacity of the Cubans for
self-goveirnment. is a grave problem
and every faolor possible should b«»
elimina.ted from it. lf the Island is pros-
perous, lif lahor is steadily employed, Cu¬
ba may work out her salyation.
"But if depression and discontent come.

the United States will be foreed to send
an army of occupation over there again
to protect not only the interests Of
Americans. but those of the English and
the Germans. which this government has
guaranteed, shall be preserved. So I
am of the opinio-n that a reduction of
tariff duties is in all respects the wise
thing to do. It will save the expendi-
ture of vast sums of money and of
much bloodshed."
Referring to the Philippines situation,

General Lee said:
"The people of America should not

make up their verdict until they hear
both sides.

WAR A CRUEL THING.
"War at its best is a cruel thing. Re-

member how Sheridan and Sherman de-
vasted the South. And we burned Cham-
hersburg in our invasion of Pennsylva-
nia.
"In time. of war cnndiiions arise and

must he dealt with on the-spur of the
rnoment. before. excitement has had time
to s'ubside. I will give you an in-
stance, in which I issued what might be
called a. barbaric order and yet I
hope. I am a human man. I descended
upon a portion of Sheridan's force which
had occupied Ashland. a beautiful town
near Richmond, where many of the peo¬
ple. of that citv had su .im'cr houses.
Each of the enemy'. troopers had a

wis.p of burning hay with which he was

end'eavoring to fire a house. In my in¬
dignation I issued an order that if one

of these houses/ became wrapped in
flames. the man who set. it ablaze. should
be thrown into it. Subsequently. I coun-

termanded th*:> order, but at the rrioment
I felt it was jusl-_ab'e."
General Lee laughed at the suggestion

that his .name would-be put before the
National Democratic Convention as a

candidate for Vice-President. He left
to-day for Indianapolis.

Was a Briiiiant Journalist and
for Many Years Represented

New York in Congress.
(Br Assooiated Press.)

BALTIMORE. MD.. May 2..Congress¬
man Amos J. Cummings. of New^Yo.rK,
died at 10:15 o'clock to-night at Christ s

Church Home. in this city. The cause ot

death was pneumonia incident to an

operation. The Congressman- wife and
cousin. Charles H. Cummings, were at

his bedside when death came.

Congressman Cummings came to Bal¬

timore on April lltb to undergo treat¬
ment for kind'ey trouble. Four days later
an operation was performed by Dr. Hue_t
H Voung, and Mr. Cummings seemed to

be on a iair way to reco.ery. One week

later however, pleurlsy developed, and

on April 25th it was announeed that Mr.

Cummings was suf___.ing from pneumo-
t ia in one lung. Last Tuesday it was an¬

nouneed that the malady had extended
to both lungs. since which time Mr. Cum¬
mings had been hovering between life
and death.

Sketch of His Life.
Amos J- Cummingswas born in Conk-

'ing, Broome county, New York. May 15.
1.-ll" He received a common school edu¬
cation and then began as a printer aod
worked at the "case" in every big city in
the country. As a boy the top of his am-

bition was'to get a job on the New York
Tribune and set Horace Greeley manu-

script. He suceeded in this design. but
before he had mastered the great editor's
Temarkable handwriting he enlisted and
v ent into rhe army. He was made ser-

geant-major in the Twenty-sixth New Jer¬

sey Infantry. Second Brigade, Second
Bb ision, Sixth Corps, Army of the Po¬
tomac. He received the congressional
medal of honor for gallantry on the field
of battle. After the war he went once

nicre to his "case" in the Tribune office.
The big strike soon set him adrift. He
st cured a place on the Yonkers Statesman
at $12 a week. Its editor, who had been
tbe "devil" of the office, resignetl to go to
__ew York, und Cummings got his place.
The foreman of the Statesman didn't like
the way Mr. Cummings conducted the
paper. and the new editor was discharged.
He followed his late chief to New York
and was engaged in the editorial depart¬
ment of tho Weekly Tribune.

Mr. Cummings held the craft
close to his heart. He never gave up his
ea-c of membership in New York Typo-
graphical Union. No. 6."Big Six," as it
is called.-and was always proud of the

some tremendous day it may depend upon
vdur cdura'ge, your preparedness. your
keen intelligence and knowledge of your
profession whether or not the nation is
again to write her name on tho world's
roll of honor or to know the black shame
of defeat. "We all of us earnestly hone
that the occasion for war may never
come, but if it has to come. then this
nation must win: and the prime factor in
securing victory over any foreign foe
must of necessity be the United States
navy. If the navy fails us then we are
doomed to defeat. no matter what may
be our material wealth or the high aver¬

age of our citizens. It should. therefore.
he an object of prime importance for
every patriotic American to see that the
navy is constantly built up. and. above all.
that it is kept to the highest point of efli-
ciency iri material and personnel.

It cannot be too often repeated that in
nicciern war. and especially in modern na¬

val war. the chief factor in achieving tri-
urnph is what is done in the way of tho¬
rough preparation and training before the
beginning of the war. It is what has
b:en done before the outbreak of the war

that is all important. After the outbreak
al* that can be done is to use to the best
advantage the great war engines and the
seamanshipi marksmanship antl general
practical efficiency which have already
been provided by the forethought of the
National Legislature and by the admin-
istrative ability. through a course of
years, of the Navy Department.

TAKES TIME.
A battleship cannot be improvised.

It takes time to build. and the skill of
the officers and crew in handling it
aright can Ukewise never be improvised.
but must spring from use and actual sea

service and from the most careful, zeal-
ous and systematic training. You to
whom I give these diplomas now join the
ranks of the ofiicers of the United States

Fifty-fifth. and Fifty-sL.th Congresses,
and re-elected to tbe Fifty-seventh Con¬
gress. r«-ceiving 20.585 votp.s to 12.SS*. for
Jr hn Glass. Jr.. Repuhlk-an. 09 for E. C.
Barton. Prohibitionist, and 24S for C. J.
Tesche. Socialist Labor.
As a member of Congress, Mr. Cummin.f

made a good record. He was' a strong
speaker. Of athletic build. active. light

Caro¬
lina, by some remarks he made on poli¬
tics and political methods tn North
Carolina, in the course of a discussion
of the Philippine bili. He malntained
that the pendlng measure dealt simply
wlth administrative features ot the

Fhilippines and insisted that charges
mado against the American army that
tortures and barbarities were practlced
in the islands. were not reve'ant to tha
discussion. He said that if tt.e charges
wero true, -le guilty ought to be pun-
ished and undoubtedly would be.
He suggested that some ot the methoda

employed _y the opponents of the bill
in this country ought ..o be reformed and
told of what is~ called the "sand cure"
in North Carolina. the victlm having
his face crttshed into the sand to stifle
his cries while he was being beaten to>
intimidate him politically.

MR. SIMMONS REPLIED.
This drew the rire of Mr. Simmons. o_

North Carolina. who declared that ha
never heard of such a practice. The
debate thus started covered a wide rango
of subjects concerning Nor>.u. Carolina.
politics.
Mr. Pritchard declared that a majority

of the people of North Carolina and of
the South wpre in favor of tha propo-
siion of the majority of tha Philippine
Committee and he quoted the Chariotte
Observer. as a. leading Democratic pap*?r
of the South in support of the retenttcn
of the Philippines.
