sald the whites had secured a majority
of 2,900. It might just as easily have
been, he said, 30,000 or 90,000, They sim-
ply got such a majority 4s Was Necessary.

He referred to the outrages in the
Philippines and then sald he had heard
only of the application of the 'sand
cure” In the BSouth. He thought
sand cure ag described was mild.

“IWhen,"” he declared, 'we get ready
to put a nlgzer's face in the sand, we put
his body there, too.”

HORROR OVER EVERY HOUSEHOLD.

He inslsted that the Republican con-
tention was that ths negroes of the
Sputh were fitted to govern In this
country, but that the Flilpinos weie not
fitted to govern themselves in the Phil-
ippines. In the United States, he main-
tained, ‘a serious problem confrontad the
Government—the negro problem—and we
mlght better try to solve that ihan to
hunt for trouble in the Philippines.

“Throughout the South,” he =aid,
“there ls a horror hanging over every
household for this awful fear of rapine,
and yet you turn vour back upon it and
mazch to the East, where you uurder
and butcher and torture the poor Fill-
pinps.

TEXAS, May 7.—The first ses-
alon of ‘the fourteenth quadrennial con-
ferenca of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South, was called to crder by
Blshop Wlison, of Baltimore, at 8:20
o'clock this morning in tne old audito-
rium of the Fair Grounds. ..stinguished
churchmen and laymen were present from
all parts of the country. All the bishops,
with the exception of Bishop Keener, of
New Orleans, and Bishop Fitzgerald, of
Memphis, are in attendance.

After the singing of a hymn, Bishop
Hargrove, of Nashville, prayea for “'uni-
ty, moderation and conservatism'” in the
deliberations of the conference. and hear-
ty ““‘Amens!"” punctuated his words.

He devoted
most of his speech to the history of Meth-
odism.

Bishop C. P. Galloway, of Jackson,
Miss., replied to the address of welcome.

The Conference sent its syvmpathy to
Bishop Keener on account of his infirmi-
ty, and to Bishop Fltzgerald on account
of the death of his daughter, Mrs. Banks,
a few days ago, and to Dr. B. M. Palmer,
of New Orleans.

The rules of the last General Conference
were adopted and the appointment of a
committee of five to revise the rules was
authorized.

A motlon to flx a committee of six on
credentials was carried.

EPISCOPAL ADDRESS. .

The Episcopal address, signed by the
Colleges of Bishops, was read by ﬁishnp
W. W. Duncan, of Spartanburg. 8. .
The address was a lengthy ahe. T'wo heurs
were consumed in its reading. It recites
that only 33,085 additions to the church
have been made since the last conferencs
and says something is radically wrong
The bishops also appeal for na better
equipped ministry. Politles in the ehurch
publications is strongly condemnerd. The
hishops‘sa._\' the oitice of deaconess will
be applied for and they entreat the con-
ference to act wisely and well.

An earnest plea was mads for the bet-
ter support of superannuated preachers
and widows and orphans of deceasad
preachers, and that a fund of S1M.000 be
secured for these purposez. The work
of the mission boards., church extension
Epworth Leazue and Sunday-schonls nmi
the literature of the chyrch was comment-
ed upon. Large spacs was devoted tp
the schools and colleges of the church.
It was shown that the publishing house
during the past four years transacted n
business of $£1,100.000, or an Increase of
SISfi.nﬁﬂ. Thie publishing housa "'r\'m'
claims” was reviewed, showing that the
church was free from any blams in_ he
matter. A hope was expressed that this
conference would finally settle this moant-
ed questlon.

Immediately after the readinz of (he
address  Bishop Candler, of Georgia
read a letter from Senator A. 0. Barcon
and A 5. Clay, saving the reszolution
passed by the Senate In explicit terms ex-
onerates the church frem all hlame:

to do so."
