Back from Norfolk, He Leaves for

Petersburg.

TO MEET ARCHITECTS TO-DAY

May Have Temporary Offices in the

City Hall.General Hill Out for Cor¬

poration Commissioner.Capi¬
tol News and Gossip.

Governor Montague returned from his
*«*ild rido to Norfolk yesterday, where
he went to address the B. L. E. Conven¬
tion, and remaining here for a few hours
left for Petersburg. to dellver an ad¬
dress at the commcnccment of the Col¬
ored Normal and Industrial School in
that city.
Governor Montague was dcllghted wiui

his Norfolk trip and was proud of tlie
flattering reception accorded him by his
old iriendG, the engineers. He did not
come down to his office yesterday, but
bad hif" eecretaxy help him wlth his
mail in his llbrary at the Manslon for
some time. The Governor will to-day
hold a conference with the archltocts
regardlng the proposed plans for rehabi-
tatlng the Capitol building
The Governor was not prcsont In tiie

final session tha othex day, and he de¬
sires to go over the detalls of the plan
wlth tbc arohitects. There were no de-
velopments in the matter yesterday and
there will likely be none until after the
conferenoo to-day. Mr. Frye, who l->
one of tho architects, was at the Capi¬
tol yesterday gettlng his bcarings regard-
ing the work.
Governor Montague and Secretary Eg¬

gleston will probably have thcir tempor¬
ary headquarters in the City Hall. pend-
lng tho romodeling of the Capitol build¬
ing. Appiication for rooms has bcen
made and it is quite likely that the
poutheast suite on the fourth floor will he
turned over to the Governor and Secre¬
tary.
Rogistor Richardson has also made

appiication for spaoe in the City Hall and
lt ls probable that the Councii will take
aetion on his request, too, although it is
a questlon as to room.
All the extra spaoe in the City Hall

may be rcquircd by the Governor and
Secretary. so that it Is possible that Coi¬
onel Richardson will havc to seok head¬
quarters elsewhere.
Location in tbe City Hall is considered

most advantagoous and convenient for
the offices. They will probably be re-

quired for a year and a half at least,
and will be taken posscssion of as soon as

the work starts on the Capitol.

General James C. Hill. Railroad Com¬
missioner, yesterday formally announced
his candidacy for a place on the new

corporation to be appointed by Governor
Montague.
General Hill is said to havc strong

backlng from many sections of tlie Stat<-.
He has been State Railroad Commis-
eicner for the past sixteen years.

WAS HIDINO IN TUNNEL.

Boy Escaped from Reformatory Was

Recaptured Yesterday.
Tn a tunnel, which he himself con-

structed, seventeen-year-old Joseph Silva.
¦who escaped from tho reformatory on

"March 4th last with two other boys
named Lattimer ann Ammonds. has been

hiding for more tnan two months. Yes-
terdav he was recaptured by Policeman
Kellam nt the point of a pistol just as

he was abqut to go into the tunnel which
leads from his grandfather's barn to his

residence. some ten or twelve yards
away, and was then returned to the re¬

formatory.
On March 4th young Silva nnd two

other bovs. Lnttimer and Ammonds, es¬

caped from the reformatory. where they
had been sent to stay until they were

twentv-one vcars old. They slipped past
a gu.-ird and ran. Nothing has been
soon of Lattimer and Ammonds since, but

young Silva has been seen by the police
several timos. and each time hts dis-

appearance has been mysterious in the
extreme. Tho mystery was only solved
yesterdav bv the nrrest.
It seems that Just after young Silva

escaped from the reformatory he went
to the home of his grandfather. John
Silva. in Orleans Street. just outside of
Fulton. Close investigation as to his
.whereaiiouts was undertaken by Jie police
and this became so pressing that flnally
the bov had to stay ln the house all the
time. Then came the idea for the tunnel
connecting the barn and the living hous»
of his grandfather. He went to work on

this and within a short while had coih-
pleted a tunnel some eight or ten yards
long. opening on the one end in the cel¬
lar of the residence and on the other in
the barn.
Some day or so ago it seems that some-

body sent a note to the boy's mother, call-

lng her away from horne yesterday. Then
the matter was reported to the police nnd
efforts to apprehend the escaped boy
were immediately undertaken. Policeman
Kellam and a guard of the reformatory
went out to the house and found the boy
playing baseball in a lot adjoihlng the
hiuse. They" gave cbase and the boy
disanpeared into the barn. intending to

use the tunnc! and get into the house. Be¬

fore he could do so. however. Policeman
Kellam vushed in and arrested him at the

point of a pistol.

WILL PAY TO HAVE

Unusual Occurrence in Henrico
County Schools.

SESSION CLOSED SATURDAY

But the Patrons Took the Matter Into

Their Own Hands.Sensational
Suit for Alleged Slander Con¬

tinued Until To-Day.

A somewhat unusual and altogether
interesting fact is that the patrons of
cne or two of the public schools in- Fair-
fleld District, In Henrico county, have
of their own accord extended the res-

sion this year, and .independently of the
School Board, are going Into their own

pockets to have the teachers remain a

month longer and contlnue the classes.
The case is a significant one, and, so far
as Jr known, has but rarely ocourrel
before.
The session in Fairfleld District was

understood to close last Saturday excupt
in the case of the three higher classes
ln the High Schoo, which the board de¬
cided togive the full *nine months' crairse,
cnding in June. The othcr classes in
this school and the other schools in the
distilr-t were closed for the ses"Kon. so

far as the board was concerned. The
patrons of the Hlgh School, hjwcver,
wanted their children ln the gradas be¬
low the three upper classes to rt*ap 1he
fjli benefit of the school year and they
decidrd or a great many of them did.
to pay the teachers themselves If ttiey
wo-uld remain four weeks longer. The
result is that all of the classes are con-

tinuing uninterrupted nnd the parerts are

paying one dollar each for the children
they send to school. This has occurred
no: only at the High School, but also1 at
the school at Howard's Grove and it ls
understood at another in Fulton.

Ir- Tuckahoe and Varina Dtstv.cts the
schools are closing this week. Tn Brook-
land the session has been extendei for
th****e more weeks by the School Board.

Superintendent Fussell deelared yester-
d_y afternoon thnt he was never more

rleaf-ed with the condition of the schools
ln the county. The anxiety of the people
to have their children taught. as evi-
deneed in Fairfleld. gives him gr.-s-J: pleas-
u*-e. His report this year will prohably be
bVtter than ever before. Tn the country
dislriots bad weather has interfered
greatly with the daily attendance; yet he
thinks that the average will be larger
than last year.

Tho trial of the suit of Willie Bell An-
drews against John O'Neil for $5,000 dam-
zges for alleged slander, was begun in
the Clrcult Court yesterday, and was
continued until to-day. Several witnesses
were heard and the argument was gone
into. The case will probably go to the
ittry early this morning.
The suit is one which has exclted wUTe-

spread interest in the county, and which
has in It many elements of sensational-
ism. Tlie attorneys for tho plaintiff are

"N'essrs. Smith and Beveridge. while
Mrssrs. Sands and Sands are counsel for
the defendant.

James Nelson. the young man who was

shot Wednesday afternoon by Officer
Ciren. of Henrico county. was before
'oqulro Lewis yesterday morning and
Fent to the grand .1ury and fined $50.
Tt seems from the evidence. thnt Nelson
had gotten Into a. diffieulty with one J.
H. Lyons. and there was a warrant ls-
si.ed for his arrest. When Oflicer Green
attempted to serve this Nelson made an
attack upon him with his fist. The offi¬
cer was stru.-k several times in the face.
Hc then drew his pistol and shot the
yt.ung man. ..he ball taking effect ln the
side, near the hip, and coming out near
the spinal column. While the in.iury ls
quite painful, it is by no means danger-
oiis. The fine of $50 was, after court,
r-duced to $25 by 'Squlre Lewis.

ilE FELLOWSHiP
ST IE SEMIUR

Important Movement Started by
the Episcopalians Have

Temperance Lectures.
It is proposed to cstabilsh at the Epis-

copal Theological Seminary of Virginia
a icllowship designed to pro.-note, iu
some mcasuro, tho extension in the
church of the highest and most export
scholarshlP- A movement ot" a similar
character. it is said, has been started in
connection with other Episcopal seminu-
rfes in tho country.
The step is one toward seouring the

Highest and latest form of education foi
ministerial work. and is one of vast im¬
portance. It means the thorough cquip-
ment of men for careful and eUensive
researoh nnd investigatlon.
In the in.stance of the Virginia Semi-

nary, at least $000 a year will be need-
ed for the fellowsliip. To secure this
nn endowment of not less than $20,000
is needed. The fellowsliip will be pure-
ly a matter of scholarship. The candi¬
date will have applied to" him no other
tcst than the requirements made by the
church for admittance to holy orders. The
sfuecessful competitor may continue his
studies in any institution which offers the
best facilities for original investigation
in his particular line. The faculty of
the seminary will hc th'e judges as to the
literary qualilicatlons and will keep in
constant touch with the student.
It is expected that the alumni of the

seminary from all over the country and
the Episcopalians generally will rally to
tho call.

Steps are being taken by ".ho Anti-
Saloon League of Virginia to Pecuro the
establishment in various cities in the
State of temperance saloons or clubs, de¬
signed to supplant the bar-room. Local
leagues at different points are being
advised to make such a move where
possib'.e and other steps, further than
the mere recommendation, will probably
be taken in tho future.
The idea of the League is to abolish the

liquor saloon and to put in its place
a hcusc or kind of club for young men.
In this house will be reading-rooms. par-
lors, game-rooms and other conveniences.
with probably a refreshment counter and
soft drinks. Here the younn men and
the old ones ns well may visit and feel
at home. removed from the infiuenee of
the bar-room. Such an institution has
been established in Manassas, Va., and
is already meeting wlth considerable suc¬
cess.

News has been received in Episcopal
Chureh circles here of the destruction
by fire on the 26th of March. of the, Oirl's
Boarding School-House at Aririk, Alaska.
The two lady teachers and the twelve
girls occupying the building are safe. The

losa Is about $3,000. Owing to the exces-
sive rates charged for Alaska risks, there
was no insurance. It is necessary to re-
build immedlately in order that the chil¬
dren may be sheltered during the coming
winter and an appeal has been issued
for contributions. The cost of rebuild-
lng will hardly fall below $30,000 and lt
may reach as "high as $5,000 as it Is de-
sired to add to the fiew building a laun¬
dry and a small inf.rmary.

THE EXPOSITION

Head of Department Writes to
President of Association.

WILL STIR UP INTEREST

No Delegates Attend the West Indian

Convention at Charleston.Mr.
Butler Declines to

Talk.

Correspondence now being carried on

between the Tobacco Association of the
United States, which has its headquar¬
ters in this city, and the Department of
Agriculture of the World's Fair, at St_
Louis, will probably result ln the send¬
ing of a representative of the latter to

the annual meeting of tha association, In
Ji.ly next, and a general stlrring up of
the tobacco men on the subject of the
exposition.
In a letter to the president of the asso¬

ciation here, Mr. Frederic XV. Taylor.
chief of the Agriculture Departmant. asks
to have furnished him a copy of the
programme of the meeting. He also
says as follows: "I am maillng you under
another cover a copy of the classificatlon
of this exposition, which will indicate
that tobacco belongs to the Department
of Agriculture, of which I am chief. My
desire is to place the facilities of the
department at the dlsposal of any tobacco
rianufacturers who may dosire to use

them. If you can suggest the best way
in which this can be brought about I
wil! consider it a favor."
This means simply that Mr. Taylor ls

anxious to get the tobacco men interested
in the exposition. In reply to his letter
Mr. Carrington, the president of the as*so-

ciation. will invite Mr. Taylor to attend
th6 annual meeting. and If he cannot
do that. will suggest that he send a rep¬
resentative. The result of the vlslt will
probably be that tha tobacco men ln the
organization will be stirred up about the
exposition and will send exhiblts. Such
an aetion. it is thought, wovrtd be highly
bonefn-lal to tlie trade.
Another interesting thing in connection

wlth the coming meeting of the asso¬

ciation is that an effort will be made to
have ono of the speakers ba Mr. Mllton
Whitnoy. head of the Bureau of Solls of
the United States Department of Agri¬
culture. Mr. Whltney has become promi¬
nent through his conneotion with the
growlng ot tobacco u,ndor cover. and he
has written two or three government
pamphlets on this subject. This question
is one which is exclting wirTespread at-
ter-tion In the tobacco world just now,
anJ a talk from Mr. Whltney, who ls well
versed ln the matter, would be a great
ffoke. As yet he has not finally decided
whether or not he can attend the meet¬
ing, but lt ls hoped by the officers of the
association that he can be persuaded into
dcing so.
The convention will be held in Old Point

on the 24th, 25th and 26th of July.
Tho seyslons will probably occur ln the
Hotel Chamberlin.

No representatives from tha Richmond
Tobacco Trade are present at the West
India Convention at the Charleston Ex¬
position. The trade was invited to at¬
tend. and appointed a delegation, but
business waa too heavy and' none of the
gentlemen could get off.
It looked at one tlmo as though local

tobacconlsts would take a keen Interest
.in the convention, but thoy were not
sufflclently impressefl to attend. The ob-
Ject of the convention was to establlsh
better trade relatlons wlth Cuba, Porco
Rlco and the other West Indian Islanda.

Sales on "Change yesterday were some-
what smaller than usual, and prices were
a trifle lower, due to the ordinary rluctu-
ation of the trade. The same falling off
was noticed on one or two of the loose
breaks also. Messrs. Dlcklnson & Shel-
burne sold fifty-seven' packages on

'Change, the highest price being $27.

HE SECURES WRIT
OF HABEAS CORPUS

Crawford Case to Come Up in

Richmond Courts.

PLACED UNDER DETENTION

Minister Visited by the SherifF, and .Im¬
mediately Makes Counter Move.

History of the
Case-

In the Circuit Court of Richmond yes¬

terday afternoon Judge Beverley R. Well-
ford. Jr., Issued a writ of habeas corpus,
commanding the Sheriff of Richmond to

produce the body of the Rev. C H. Craw¬
ford, of this city, to-morrow morning at

10 o'clock. The aetion was taken upon
the appiication of Judgo W. II. Mann, of
Nottoway Courthouse. attorney for Mr.
Crawford.
The writ follows and ls tho climax to

highly interesting proceedintrs, instituted
recently by Judge Clarence J. Campbell,
of the Amherst County Conrt, against
the Rev. Mr. Crawford. who is the super¬
intendent of the Anti-Saloon League of
Virginia and the editor of the Christian
Federation. the organ of that body. A
short while ago Mr. Crawford severely
criticised editorially the position occupied
by Judge Campbell ln a light over a

liquor licenso in Amherst. The judse
took umbraga at tho language used. held
the Richmond minister in contempt of
court. and Issued a rule against him.
The rule was disregarded and an attach-
ment made, retumable next Monday, foi-
lowed.
By this time Mr. Crawford had becom*

thoroughly alive to tho situation and at
once set about to fight the mater out.
He took the ground that. the aetion of
tho Amherst judge was an attack upon
the freedom of the press and a violation
of his constitutional right to express his
opinion concerning the ac.tlon of a pub¬
lic official. Judge W. H. Mann. of Not¬
toway Courthouse. and Mr. James L.
Shelton. of this city. wero retained as

counsel, and every preparation was made
to put up a stiff fight.

THE WRIT LS SERVED.
Judge Mann came over yesterday to

consult with his client. and while in con¬

ference with him was Interrupted by the
sheriff of Richmond. who came in to place
Mr. Crawford under arrest and to notify
him of his detention pending his removal
to Amherst county on Monday. There
was no unpleasantness of any sort. The
shorlff merely informed the well known
minister that he would be under surveil-
lance for the next two or thr-'-e days and
left. After some further consultation
Judge Mann went to the City Hall ln
searth of a writ. Judge Witt, of the
Hustings Court, was away. and appiica¬
tion was maue to Judge Wellford. who
at once issued the desired paper. which,
up to six o'clock yesterday afternoon,
had not been served upon the sheriff.
According to the writ. the case will

come up to-morrow morning at 10 o'clock
in the Circuit Court and will be gone into.
If the writ ls sustained and the matter
decided in favor of Mr. Crawford the
chances are that-he will not go to Am¬
herst. If not, he will, of course, comply
with the attachment and will prepare to
fight the matter to the bitter end. Judge
Mann was expected to leave last evening
for his home. He will return in time to
be on hand to-morrow, however.
