This and Sampson-Schley Incident Oc-
cupied Great Attention in the Hobse.

TWASHINGTON, Mav 16—The Houee
had another lvely day of debate to-day,

Thilippine atrocities and the Schley case
coming in for considerable attention. The
naval appropriation bill continued to be
under consideration, but it received lit-
tle sttention.

Mr. Cannon, of Hlinols, and Mr. Hep-
burn, of Inwa, hrought on the discussion
by criticising the extent to which naval
officers  secured comforiable  berths
ashiore,

This gave Mr. Williams, of Mississippl,
opporiunity to make a very sarcastic
speech at 1he expense of Admiral Crown-
inshield, @uring which he read a poem
deseribing the late head of the Bureau
of Wavigation as “The Greatest Tar That
Vwver Stayed Ashore.”

In more =erious vein Mr. Willlams re-
ferred to the Sampson-Schley controver-
sy. Whatever the official  conclusion
might be, the American people had come
16 the conclusion, Mr. Williams said, that
Admiral Schley had hid something to
dAn with tha battle of Bantlago. And yet
i1 hazd happened that Historian MMaclay
had written a history and submitted it
to the great maval autherity, Crownin-
shield, declaring that Schley had nothing
1o do with the vietory.

1the Virginia Electric Light and Power
Company, said vesterday that the scheme
of his people to acquira by purchasa or
jense the water power at tha Old Pump
Houss was now in the hands of the Wa-
ter Committee, and that ‘he was very
hopeful of securing the franchise asked.

In discussing ihe matier Mr.
elley sald his company meant business
and would press the project as rapidly
as possible should the franchiss asked
te granied, but that pending the action
of the committes nothing of a definite na-
ture could be done.

He also said that his people had been of-
fered other power gt a reascnable figura
and that the effer was now under ad-
vigsement. The company proposes to do
s general electrical power and light bus-
iness and Mr. Relley believes that if the
franchise asked for is granted his people
will at once become an important fac-
tor in the local electrical world.

NEW YORK, May 16.—The special
committee of tila Northern Presbyterian
General Assembly on the Revislen of
the Confession of Faith, after a year or
more of work, thls morning made a re-
port to that body in session in’the Fifth
Avenua Presbyterian Church in New
York City. ; :

Thiz report Is itwafold In accordance
with the instructions of the last General
Assembly. ““A Brief Statemeut of the Re-
formed Faith' is submitted for the con-
sideration of the Assembly. In addition
ceriain additional statements to the pres.
ent Confession of IFaith are submitted
and recommended. |

The Teport comes with the welght and
authority of a commiltee among whom
are numbersd many of ithe most proml-
nent men in the Norvthern Presbyterian
Church, among them Dr. €. H. Winlton,
the last moderator; Dr. Van Dyke. the
present moderator, and such well known
lavmen as John M. Harlan and John. W.
Fester.

The follawing is the “Brief Statement
of the Reformed Faith" submitted:

GOP AND REVELATION.

Article T Of God. We believe in the
ever-living Geod, who is a Spirit, and the
Father of our spirits; infinite, eternal and
unchangeable in Hia being and perfec-
tions; tha Lord Almighty, mest just in
all His ways, most glorious in hollness,
unsearchable In wisdom and plenteous in
merecy, full of love and compasslon, and
abundant in goodness and truth.. We
worship Him, Father, Son and Hold Spir-
it, three persons in one Godhead, and in
suhstance and equal in power and glory.

Articla 1I. Of Revelalion. We believe
that God is revealed in nature, in history
and in the heart of man; that He has
made gracious and clearer revelations of
Himself to men of God who spoke as
they were moved by the Hold Spirit; and
that Jesus Christ, the Word made flesh,
is the brightnesz of the Father'a glory
and the express image of His person. We
gratefully receive the Hold Secriptures,
given by inspiratiod, to be the faithful
record of God's gracious revelations and
the sure witness to Christ, as the wornd
of God, the only {nfallible rule of faith
and life.
