If there was a demsnd on the part of
" the boedy politic for an opportunity to
" “wote on this question it would be an out-
Tage for the convention to override that
gentiment and proclaim the Constitution.
But public sentiment is so clearly in fa-
_ for of proclamaticn that the convention
. will be obeying the wishes .0f ths peo-
" ple in proclaiming it. It has been said
~ that the mass-mectings which have been
“held here and there throughout the State
~were nmot representative meetings and so
= 1¢un'(d not be construed &s expressing the
gublic sentiment. But, however that
_-'vx"nay be, it is a fact that no meetings
" have been held in protest; end with very
~ few exceptions wherever there has becn
- mny expression of the people of any com-
-munity. it has been overwhelmingly In fa-
~or of prociamation. e feel perfectly
sure that should the convention declde to
submit the Constitution to a full vote
of the peopla there would be a storm of
protest throughout 1the length =and
breadth of the Commonwealth.
! The members or the conventlon have
been out among thelr constituents, have
explained the situation to them, and -a
" Jarge majority of them at least have con-
~ wince themselves thet the people desire
that the Consutution be proclaimed. Each
and every delegate Is gesponsible to his
constituents, and it is & matter between
* #im and them as to how he shall voie on
1hiz question There are a few declegates
who have said that they felt it to be
their duty to vote for submission, regard-
less of the wishes of their constituents.
But no dt-legnm hes declared that he
‘awould vote for proclamatios in deflance
"4 or the sentiment of his community
Tp proclaim a part of the Constitution
and submit the rest to the new electorate
wers mere child's play, end that proposal
will not be scriously entertained by the
convention. ’

We regret to see such s manifestation
on the part of organized labor in Virginia
against 50 good o man as Carter Glass.
He Is in no sense an office-seeker; ha
has never sought office; the office has
invaria®ly sought him, and that is the
cass in The Bixth District to-day. M.
Glass has announced his candidacy In
response to a call from all parts of the
district. e ha= baen in public lifs many
years, and his record is clean. We ‘do
rot know what the grievance of organ-
{zed labor in Virginla against him 15,
but we do krow that Mr. Glass in his
public service has beea true to the peo-
ple of Virginia, and haa jonked well af-
ter their interests, utteriy regardless of
clique or faction or corporation or what
not. His name has never been assocl-
ated In-any way with any unworthy oh-
ject or method. He fizs always been
straightforward and frank and ingenu-
ous and couragecus In expressing his
views on all public guestions. He has
been o model rapresentative in the State
Legiglature, in the Constitutional’ Con-
vention, and in the party orgenization.
He has never been a self-seeker, ha has
never had any schemes to promots, but
on the contrary, he has, with singular

. EARTHQUAKE SHOCKS.

Tremors, Accompanied by Reports,
Feit in St. Augustine.
(By Asscclated Press.)
B8T. AUGUSTINE, FLA. lMay 21.—Al-
most continuous shocks, presumably of
earthquakes, were Ifelt here from nine

o'clock until midnight Iast night.

The earthquake was accompanied by a
succession of short but decisive reports
like distant cannonading, seeming from
far out at sea. The sounds were unlike
thunder, having no reverberating roll,
and were accompanied by decided tre-
mors, while the sky in the southeast
was suffused with a glow.

The reports came at intervals of three
minutes, and persons whno remembered
the earthquake at Charleston say the
nolses were very similar fo the subter-
ranean nolses accompanying that earth-
quake.

The sound traveled from south to
southeast.

The nigifit was perfectly clear. A num-
ber of citizens gathered on the sea wall
and timed the intervals between the
reports.

Put in this peeled and cored and
thinly-sliced anples, sprinkle with sugar
thickly and squeeze a ew-drops of lem-
on juice on them. Aad more sliced ap-
ples, more sugar, =z little more lemon,
andorocesd In' nis way until the dish
is full. Cover with a round of pufi paste,
pinch together the edges of the upper
and lower crust, and cut several slits In
the upper erust to ailow the steam to
escape. Bake in g stemady oven to a
golden brown, covering the pie wirth
paper for the first ten minutea.

TWWash a pound of lentils and take out
those that are not good. Cover the good
eones with water and boil. Boll from flva
to ten minutes. Now draln off the wa-
ter. Add fresh water, slightly s=alted.
The amount of water used must be a
sufficient quantity for those who are
to eat the soup. Boil until soit, or about
two hours. Add brownad flour: rubbed
into lard and a good tamespoonful of
butter,

Meat balls are good with 1tnls soup.
These are made of one pound of chopped
beef, with pepper, salt, nutmeg, one esg
and some bread crumb3.
