Grand Army Men Refuse to March
Behind Confederate Flags.

Lee to Make Address.
(Fperial DIspatch to The Times.)

BIRMINGHAM. ALA., May 29..A
ui.ique spectacle was presented here to-
day, when a large number of Grand Army
of the Republic Veterans marched arm

in arm with Confederate Veterans to do
honor to General Fitzhugh Lee. General
Lee came here in response to an urgent
invitation from Confederate Veterans who
were sore over the way he was received
here a month ago when hc came to Jec-
tiire on Cuba and found that the. manager
of the Jefferson Thcatre refuscd to open
thc house because two local men. who got
up the lccture. had not paid the rent.
The Confederate Veterans thercfore de¬

cided to give him a big ovation. A!l the
veteran and military organizations joined
in the great parade to-day. General Lee
responded to the welcome address by the
Mayor. and made a big hit.
To-nlght he lectured on Cuba to a big

audience. To-morrow night he will be
tendered a great banquet and a trip
around the Horn and a public reception
by the Daughters of the Confederacy.
The most uniquc feature of it all to-

moimw will be his address as the orator
of the day in the memorial exercises
over the graves of Union soldicrs. under
the auspices of General Custer and Abra-
hani Lincoln Camps. Grand Army of the
Republic. lt will be the first time in the
South where a Confederate General was

th«3 orator of tlie day in a celebration of
National Memorial Day.
At thc same time Judge Thomas G.

Jcnes. of Alabarna, an cxConfcderate
veteran, will deliver the memorial ad¬
dress at Grant's tomb. at New York.
When thc fourth division in the Gen¬

eral Lee parade was to have fallen in to-
day, the Grand Army of tlie Republic
and Sons of Veterans declined to march
because there were two Confederate flags
bovno by thc division preceding them,
made up of Confederate Veterans.
The Grand Army members claim that

their ritual does not permit them to
march ftidcr any flag which ever went
against the United States flag in battle.
Ger.eral Lee did not express open indig-
nation, and so far has not changed his
programme of speaking at thc Memorial
Day exercises. Thc lecture to-night by
Ger.eral Lee was fairly wcll attended.
"Cuba" was the topic. and General Lee
reiterated his formcr/statement that he
did not belicve. General Blanco had any¬
thing to do with thc blowing up of the
Maine.
'ihe Grand Army incident has not

inarred the programme prepared, as far
as can be learned.

MILUONS OF BONDS

lanta Air Line Railway.

BALTIMORE, MD . May 20..Arranga-
ments have been completed to underwrite
an issue of $5,300,000 four per cent.
bonds of tha Seaboard Air Line. These
will be a first licn on the Birmingham and
Atlanta Air Line Railway. which will
form the Seaboard's connection between
these two cities and which will be owned
by the Seaboard. The syndicate is
headed by I^adenburg, Thalman and
Company. of New York, and includes the
Baltimore Trust and Guarantee Com¬
pany, J. AVilliam Middendorf and Com¬
pany, of this city. and John L. Williams
and Sons. of Richmond.
The line will include the East and

West Railroad and slxty-sevon miles of
new road. Vicc-Prosidcnt Barr, of thc
Seaboard. estlmates that thc Birming¬
ham Air Line will pay its rlxed charges
and will pay the Seaboard a net revenue
or $200.(00- a year, after it is opened for
traffie.
Construction work will be begun as

quickly as possible and will be pushed to
completion.
The proposed line from Athens-. Ga., to

Charleston via Augusta. is again being:
talked aoout. Surveys of th.j have been
made. and it is probablo that it will *>e
constructed in due time.

THE EPISCOPALIANS

Council of Southern Diocese Wiil
Meet Next in Roanoke.

MR. BARR'S FINE SERMON

Five Candidates Raised from the Dea-

conate to the Priesthood.Sugges¬
tion to Commemorate Founding
of the Church in America.

(Special Dispatch to Tho Times.)
NORFOLK, VA., May 29..The Episco¬

pal Council for the Southern Diocese of
Virginia. sitting in Christ Church to-day,

dispatched business with much celebnty
this afternoon. lt is a working body and

with little appearance of haste business,
goes forward very fast.
The event of the most public interest

was the ordinatiou sermon by Rev. Will¬
iam A. Barr, rector of St. Luke's, Nor¬

folk Dr. Barr delivered a magnhicent
discourse to the candidates, and was

heard bv a large congregation. Altcr-

wald the following gentlemen were

elevated from the deaconate to the priest¬
hood bv Rt. Rev. Bishop Randolph: Rev.

Randolph Royall Claibortie. of Bedford.
Rev Jacob Morton White, of Clifton
TTorc-fl- Rev Edward P. Minor, of Nor-

Folkf Re^ budley Boogher, of Phoebus;
Rev. William Ambrose Brown, of BlacKs-

b j'udge Saunders. at the business session
offered an amendment to the Church
Canons. by which it is sought t° °b-

vlate any trouble over the eligibiHt^ol
vestryman like that which convulsed
Bruton parish recently. IMs was Jfe-

ferred to a committee, to come up latei.

ENDOWMENT FUND.
Judge William W. Old this afternoon

spoke to his report upon the raisingr of

an endowment fund for the bishop s

support. Subscriptions to this fund have

he said, execeded the handsome total of

$63 000 and are still coming in. Judge
Old's report was highly interesting.
The Committee on Canon AmendnTent

is composed of Rev. J. J. Lloyd. Rev. B

D. Tucker, Mr. C. M. Blackford and

Judge Saunders.
A suggestion was offered to-day to

start a movement to ask subscriptions
in the United States and England to¬
ward a fund with which shall be built
here in Ghent a cathedra! and episcopal
residence to commemorate the landing
at Jamestown and the establishment of
the mother church in America.
The amendment to the church canons

proposed by Judge Saunders was lost.
His second amendment, which. he be-'
lieved, woulu perhaps obviate trouble ln
church elections. like the Bruton Parish
affalr. was a.dopted. Bishop Randolph
did not believe the measure adopted
fillcd the need. and after its passage so
expressed himself in the council.
The council finished their work and

adjourned to-night to meet next year at
Roanoke.

BRBTON CHURCH AFFAIR.
How Two Vestries Were Elected, and

the Status of the Case.
.,

'Special Dispatch to The Times. >WTLLIAMSBURG. VA.. May 29.-The
action of the Episcopal Council In Nor¬
folk in declaring both Bnton vestries
elected last Easter illegal, and in adopt-
ing a. canon under which a new elec¬
tion may be held. is regarded here as a
complete vlctory for the anti-Roberts
people, who, of course, were forced to
claim legality for their vestry in order
to raise the question of the legality of
the opposition vestry. The contention of
those oppossd to Mr. Roberts on all ques¬
tions of canon law and the interpreta-
tion thereof was nphelll by the Elec¬
tions Committee unanimously and ap4
proved by the Council. Wht-n the new
election held. the question of qualiflca-
tion for church suffrage having been so
dcfinitely settied. there can be no ques¬
tion of the result.
But the interesting question arises, does

Mr. Roberts' resignatlon hold now. that
the body to whom he resigned and who
acc.pted the resignatlon has been de¬
clared to have no sianding in the eyes
of the church law?
Rev. W. T. Roberts was called to Bru¬

ton Parish in 1693, and took charge in
March of that year.
The first note or trouble was about a

year later, when the incumbent junior
warden failed of re-election and a more
intimate friend of the rector's took his
place. Later there was a disagreement
between the rector and the superinten-
dent of the Sunday-school, who was also
a vestryman, resuKing in that gentle-
man's resignatlon of both positio'ns. Soon
after this twenty-one of the congrega¬
tion signed a paper asking the Bishop to
dissolve the relatlons between the rector
and the congregation. The Bishop ad-
viscd that this paper be sent to the ves¬
try. which was done. The petitioners,
receiving no answer. supposed that it had
been pigeonholed. and one by one, or in
groups, they ceased to attend services at
Bruton Church.
The reglster of the vestry had been

instructed to answer the petition in a
conciliatory manner. but he forgot to do
so. On the vestry at this time weiv
the two gentlemen who to-day went to
Norfolk in opposition to Mr. Roberts.
After the petition-inatter the discon-

tent did not disappear. but was made
manifest oniy by withdrawals, wholly or
in part. from particlpation in church
affairs on the part of individuals. No
organized opposition t.i the rector showed
itself until the appearance of the rector's
open letter to the Constitutional Conven¬
tion last fall. Then the opposition
counted noses and thinklng themselves
in the large majority organized to elect
a. vestry at Easter pledged to ask Mr.
Roberts to resigh.
How this election resulted in two sets

of men claiming to be vestries is recent
history and need not be recounted.
Twenty-eight voted for Mr. Roberts"

supporters and fifty-five for his oppo-
nents, but as two of the judges took a

view of the qualifteation of voters that
abridged the electorate considerably, com-
municants being barrcd unless they wero

contributors also. the result as announced
by the majority of the judges was in

favor of those receiving twenty-eight
votes. and this decision. the rector and
the bishop supported.
The rector's side claims that the suc-

cessive withdrawals. apparent or real,
on the part of parishioncrs disfranchised
them. and. of the more than a hundred
eommunieants reported to the council lu
May. 1901. only twenty-eight remained as
real voters, and of these several were
ouallfled to vote by virtue of promises
given on or about March 1. 1902. to con-
trlbute to the church during the coming
year.
The other side claims that communi-

carto could vote whether contributors or
not; that, conceding the disqualiftcation
of many. enough remained to donble the
twenty-eight votes cast for Mr. Roberts'
vestry. and that contribution during the
year past and not a promise to do so

uVring the year to come constituted the
bf.sis of determlnins a voter's status as
"cor.tributor."
Their effort will be to have the election

'of Easter Monday declared vold and a
n«w election ordered by the council of

the dioccse, which meets this week In
Norfolk.
To effect a decision on these questions,

which, Judging froiri the comments made
to Willlamsburgers by outsiders, have
stiried deeply all Episcopalians in Vir¬
ginia. Two delegatlons weht to tho coun¬
cil, and when their crcdentials wer« passed
upcn, the matter had to he settled.

It might be added that the present
Rcberts vestry does not include any
members of the vestry in charge when
Mr. Roberts came to the parish, and
every member of the antl-Roberts vestry
had at some time in the past been regard¬
ed as a warm supporter of the rector.

HANNA WONT TALK
ABOUT C0I1L STflIKE

Reported That He Was in Con¬
ference With Representa¬

tive of the Morgans.

CLEVELAND, O., May 29..A report
was in circulation here to-day that a
long conference was held during the
morning between Senator Hanna. chair¬
man of tho Civic Fedoration. and George
W. Perkins, reprcscntlng J. P. Morgan
& Company, relative to a settlement of
tho anthracite coal strike. When seen

by an Associated 'Press reporter. Sen¬
ator Hanna refuscd to either deny or

confirm the report.
"I have nothing to say. There has

been too much said already." he de¬
clared. Mr. Hanna also refused to dis-
cuss the statement of Frank P. Sargent
predicting a strike of the soft coal min-
ers.

DO NOT CREDIT REPORT,

Operators Say They Are Doubtful i

Men Could Come Back onOldTerms
(By Assoclated Press.)

WILKESBARRE. PA.. May 20..The lo¬
cal coal operators do not credit the re¬

port, originating in New York, that a

settlement of the mincrs' strike is im-
minent. One operator says it is doubtful
whether the strikers would be permittcd
to return to work now at the old wages.

They could probably return as individ-
uals, but not as in a body and represent-
ing a union. At strike headquarters to-

dav nothing was known of a contomplat-
ed" settlement. National Board Member
Fallon says the strike could not be set¬

tled off-handed. ns some pcrsons imag-
ined. If the coal companies had a propo¬
sition to make. locking to the return of

the men to work. a convention of miners

would have to be called and the terms

offered by the operators passed upon.
This would take time.

A

member of the Civic Federation said to

the Tribune:
"As soon as Hanna returns to Vasn-

ington we will communicate with him.
w.... a view to his issuing a call for a

meeting of the Exeeutive Committee of
the Civic Federation on general princl¬
ples. to be held in this city. The mem¬

bers of the Federation are no longer
personally asking -thc president of the
coal carrying roads to oonsent to arbi¬
tration. They are endeavoring to reach
the largest of me stockholders instead,
and, through them. the railroad presi-
dents. So far they have been fairly suc-

cessful with the stockholders. ^S soon

as we have a majority of the larger
stockholders with us the meeting will
be called."

Swearing In Special Men.

HARRISBURG. PA., May 20..There
have been issued from the State and Ex¬
eeutive Departmcnts commissions for
about 1,600 coal and iron policemen since
thc beginning of the strike in the an¬

thracite coal regions. This morning ap-
plications were made by fifteen compa¬
nies for the appointment of nearly two
hundred more, and their commissions
were promptly issued. The appointment
of so many special policemen is taken
to indicate that the coal companies pro¬
pose to settle down for a long contest.

manded that the company rcstrict Uie

number of boys emloyed in a ratio of
eleven to every fifty journeymen.

He declared that the
secretary of the Y. M. C. A. was the
best secretary that he had ever seen.
He wanted to speak for it therefore. Dr.
Kerr said that the Y. M. C. A. was doing
a splendid work for young men of Rich¬
mond.
Young men come here from the country;

they are pure and do not know the city.
its ways and its pitfalls. He must have
companions; if he finds them on the street
and with bad associatcs it does not take
long for them to come to the lowest stra-
ta of society. It is the Y. M. C. A. that
furnishes these young men with a place
for them to go and spend their evenings.
He said that he Knew of r.o institution
in which an investment could better be
made. Tf any one present would give
him a thousand doilars he had rather it
be given to the Y. M. C A., so great was

his desire to see the Y. M. C. A. pros¬
perous. The address made a fine im-
pression.

ONE OF THE BEST.
Mr. John P. Branch was next introduced

anri spoke on the topic of "The Young
Man in Business." Mr. Branch made a

fine talk. He made a. fine picture. his
large form and white hair being striking.
He touched all when he said: "I wish
I was a young man. so I could b?gin life
over again. I believe I could do better
than I have. done." He gavc some ex¬

cellent advice to young men. Hc said
thc first question asked a. young man ap-
plying for a position was: "What are

your habits?" The next question was:

"What is your capacity?" If the first is
not answered with satisfaction the other
is not asked. He declared that the Y. M.
C. A. could not be done without now.

His address stirred up much interest.
.'THE NEXT MAN."

"The Next Man" was the next theme
discussed. Rev. W. E. Evans. D. D.,
was expected to hc the speaker. but was

not present, and Rev. W. M. Clarke was

called upon. He. spoke extemporancously
and made one of the most excelient ad-
dresses of the occasion. He argued that
the "next man" would be what the peo¬
ple of Richmond ,made him. The Y. M.
C. A. was the institution which would
do more than any one individual agency
tov.ards making thc "next man" in Rich¬
mond a good citizen.
Secretary McKee. explainod why the

$25,000 was needed and how the debt
came about. Mr. McKee was cordially re¬

ceived, and it was quite evident that his
worth as secretarv is warmly appreciated.

AUDIENCE WAS STIRRED.
Mr. Joseph Bryan was the last of the

speakers. His theme was "The Need of
thc Ho'ur."
This gentleman was received with cor-

dial applause when he came forward. He
made a ringing plea for the Y. M. C. A.
and stirred much enthusiasm. He told
how the Richmond Y. M. C. A. began
years ago in a small way. He related
how thc new and growing Y. M. C. A.
began. He said the people of the com-

munity ought to be willing to support
such an institution. The Y. M. C. A.
had needs; it ought to have them and
would ha.ve them as long as it was doing
its work, and it was a splnedid invest¬
ment for the community to supply them.
Mr. Bryan was evidently deeply inter¬
ested and impartcd his own enthusiasm
to the audience.

FELL IdImS
OF OFFICER OF LAW

Gen. Harrison H. Mason Ends a

Strange Career, Like Swf-
fingof a Candle.

BALTIMORE, MD.. May 23."General"

Harrison IT. Mason, who about a year
age achieved notoriety by promoting an

alieged scheme to build a big hotel at
Pig Point, on the James River. to-day fell
dead in the hands of the officers of th°
law. Ho was this morning releas^d from
the Baltimore city jail. after serving a
sentence of eight. months for Obtaining
money under false pretenses. As he
walked out th» jail gates he was re-ar-
resled by a detective who had a warrant
for him on another charge of swindling
in Talbr^t county. this State. He walked
but a few steps when he fell dead in
thc officer's arms from exha.if.tion, due
to imprisonment. He was sixty years old.
Mason.was convicted of obtaining mon¬

ey here on his Pig Point scheme. He
was arrested in Norfolk. and had lived
for a time in Newport News. He claimed
to- have served in the Confederate army
and had but one Ieg. He said he lost the
Gther at the Wildcrness. He was a man
of impressive manners, and told people
that he was spending a million dollars
in the Pig Point hotel scheme. His re¬
mains were sent to the morgue.

REMARKABLE PERSON DEAD
Man Who Floated a Great Enterprise

at Newport News on Paper.
(Spednl Dinpatch trv -_he Times.)

NEWPORT NEWS. VA.. May £9..Gen-
earl H. H. Mason. who died in Baltimore
to-day. came to this city two years ago.
lived here a. year, during which time he
announced that he was a. capitalist and
was arrangir.g to build a millior.-dollar
hotel at Pig Point. which. with the co-
operatinn of the electric companies. he
was going to make one of the greatest
resorts in this country. He actually went
so far as to have ground broken fc-r the
strueture. Plans were all drawn and ex-
hibited. but nothing tangible In the way
of money was ever in evid'ence.
Finally the General and his scheme

evanorated. when one day a detective ar-
nved here from Baltimore. charging him
with obtaining $20 from a Baltimore bar-
tender under false pretenses. He was in
Norfolk. but hearing of the charge came
ever here and gave himself up.
Nothing more was heard of him until

to-day. when a telegram came announc-
ir.g his death.

capture of every Moro fort which now
admits American soMlers as friends. and
that such action on the part of the Amer¬
ican forces is forbidden by exintir.g r.r-
c'.ers.

IS DEPLORABLE

surance or dropping policies a* they ««

pire, and as return of confidence on th«

part of these organizations may not t>*

expected unless a materially better con¬

dition in relation to proper buildlns laws

and provision. better water supply and
distrlbution and more acceptable facili-
tles for flre fighting are provided by
your public authorltlcs, ln at least ap-

proxirnato conformity with the sugges-
tions submitted to you by the National
Board of Fire Underwriters in January
last. supplemented by proper attention
to the speclfic conditions now under
consideration for «.ue locallty specined
in the .petition now before you for con¬

sideration.
"For many years the city of Richmond

had deserved crea»t as a locallty in
which insurance companies might secure
somo profit on their transactions, but
that time appears to iiavo passed. «nd
Its good repute in that respect may not
he called back unless the companies can

be assured of radical and speedy correc-

tion of the defects. which careful ta-
spections and inv'estigation3 have dem-
enstrated as now existing.
"ln order to Iift Richmond up to a

par with other cities of like size anu

equal financial importance much remains
to bo done in the line of public improve¬
ment and in the betterment of public
works. none of which can be accom-
rhsh^d save through the intelligent and
forceful action of the city authorltiee,
The principal matters which deraand im-
mediate and posltive attention may be
briefly summarized as follows:

RECOMMENDATIONS MADS.
"First. The cnactment of a modern

and well considered building code, and
the rigid enforcement of its provistons
under tho supcrvision of an inspector
sufficiently charged -with tcchnical know¬
ledge to enable him to pass an intelli¬
gent judgment upon the work submitted
and clothed with sufficient authority to
enforce proper practices.
"Second: The betterm°nf of the water

distribution service, partlcularly in ths
congested business districts and in tha
vlcinity of large manufacturing plants
o.- groups of large vafues. by the substt-
tution of larger stre»t mains for th»
small ones now so frerjuer.t. No main of
les? than six inches should be depended!
upon for large service. Eight-inch mains
are small enough wh»re aggregations of
valuable property are to be protected
ag?.:nst fire.
"Third: All fire hydrants within the bu3-

fnecs district and in Iocalltie? where other
large valu«>s are to be protei-t»d should
be directly connected with the largest
water mains in the streets surrounding
and b<? closeiy enough, placed to each
other to nt'ford at least le^w good fire
streams at any large property on fire.
Thsse hydrants should each b» provided"
with a four-inch steamer connection.
¦with the opening to sam-» set at richt ar.-
gles to the street curb.
"Fourth: As all fir» hydranf? are s!:n-

posedly set for the use of the fire de¬
partment. that department should be given
the control of tho selecti'«n ct locatior.a
for hydrants. and; the sett'.ng of sarr.e
should not be accepted by the authorit!as
until passed upon by the fire department
as satisfactorv in everv respect.

INCREASED FIRE HAZARD.
"Tn conclusion. \"t me remind you. gen-

tl-men. that the Richmond of to-day fs
rKt the Richmond of some twenty yeara
ago. when sh« was just risfng from :r.e
disheartening conditions hoqu^arh^.T to
her through.,the horros of oivil warfare.
To-dayj*he is' ambitiously '.'ntcrprising
in th* laudabl" attempt to place herse'if
amengst the forerhost citi»s of h«r size
and class. Old-time m^thods and prac¬
tices have become revolutionized under
the spirit of modern enterpris» and pro¬
gress. and with these notable changea
in business methods and in manufacturing
processes has also come new and hereto-
fore unknown of flr* hazard. whfeb does
not yet appear to b^ fully appreciated by
the public or thc autb^rtties r.f your good-
ly city. Thes» new flr» haznrtfs are due
not only to the very large area and ea3y
ccmbustible structures now being erertr-tf
for both mercantile and manufacturi r.z-
purposes. but are vastly aggravated by
the methods of conductlrig mercanaia
brsiness and by the presenee of process-
es in manufacturing which are oft-=>n cx-
trc-n ely dangerous as breeders ot fire.
ITerce thc public facllities for fic'ntlnr
firo -with water should be advanc-^d over
atu-ient practices and b<* made to accord
with tho time and thc new* conditions of
fire hazard.
"Thc fur.etion of a pubii-- water supply

is not complete when in volume and
pressure it simply and onl'V serves rhe
demands of domestic and manufactur¬
ing uses. Tts volume should he largeiy
In excess of such demands and its press¬
ure should be sufficiently high to supply
large quantities within a short perfod
of time when needed for extingufshins
large fires or confiagrations
"If Richmond hopes to reach the goa! of

her ambition in the line of enterprise and
prosperity. something will have to be done
to harmonize the conditions as to prn^ress
in business ns to fire defense Th» insir-
i.nce companies: look with dismay upon
the combined conditions of Insufficient
water supply in the congested districts
and thc possihility of a wioTespread cor.-

flagratlon within the same limits owing
to the very inferior nature ot the struc¬
tures which mutually expose each othcr
through uoprotected wir.dows and !arr->
franie extensions on the rear. and until
these t-.ntoward conditions are amelior-
ated or removed it cannot well be cx-

j ected that the companies wi!! be anxioua
to assume large liabilities or a.sscr.t lo

any mark^d reduction !n rat*!'."
