FIGHTING IN VENEZUEZA
Revolutionists Make Attack Govern¬

ment Forces Answer.

W1LLEMSTAD. ISLAND OF CFRACOA
Monday. June 5..Advices received here

to-day announce that the Venezuelan
revolutionists attacked LaGuaira, the

port of Cara«*as, Saturday. June 7..The

government forces answered by shelling
Maiquetia, a. suburb of LáGuaira, from

the forts ashore and from the \"ene-*,.!ft-

lf>n worship Miranda. Only peaceful
women wore killed.
All thn commission houses at La Guaira

were closed the day of the bombardment
and the inhabitants were panic-strick¬
en. Eventually the revolutionists, who
numbered about 4<V> men. were repulsed.
They destroyed the bridge at Bouquoron.
on the «-"araras (English railroad), and

stopped all traffic for twelve hours. They
also cut the French cable and the tele¬
graph wires.
The people of Caracas were thrown into

a slate of alarm and every one began
buying provisions, apprehending a siege.

HEWN LIMB FROM LIMB
Bodies of Members of Fifth Cavalry'
Captured by Ladrones, are Recovered.

MANILA, June 36.The bodies of the

sergeant, two corporals nnd four privates
of the Fifi h Calvary, who were cap¬
tured May 30th by Ladrones, at Binan-

gcnan, Rizal Province, this island, have
been recovered. Most of the- 'o.iuies had
been hewn limb from limb, ami it wa.s

found impossible to recognize four of the
diiao men.
A number of arrests in the matter have

been made .and nine men have been ab¬
solutely Identified as belonging to the
band of I^adj-ones which captured the
Americans· The identified mep include
two members of the police force of Te¬
resa. Morong Province.
The American soldiers were buried to¬

day together. It was impossible to make
separate interments.

JOINED THE MARCHERS.
At. most of the operations some miners

joined the marchers and when the body
reached North Folk they numbered about
225 men. They were joined there by
about ·» men from other points in the
field, and upon reaching Keystone, their
ranks had been swelled until the march¬
ers numbered about 500.
At Keystone a. rest of two hours was

ordered and when the strikers' army was

ready to leave town it was found that
about USÒ had deserted from the rank. The
march continued, and upon reaching
Kyle, the number had again been swelled
to about a half thousand. The march
was continued until Norwood, at the ex¬

treme western end of the field was

reached, when it was estimated that
more than f.W men were in line.

GO INTO CAMP.
A rest was taken there for the night,

but from the fact that lodging could not
be had it is not believed th.at a majority
of the men will rest very comfortable;
some will be compelled to sleep in the
open air or else return to their homes.
From Norwood the small army of strik¬
ers and strike sympathizers will to-mor-

tow morning start on a return march to

Pocahontas. and every effort will be put
forth to induce the miners now at work
to lay down their picks.
The re~retable feature of to-day*s de¬

monstration was the carrying of firearjis
arid the threats made against miners
who refused to quit work.
Such methods as these on the part of

the. strikers forfeit the public sympathy
and wilt only serve to bring State or

Federal troops here to perfect life and
property. The arrival of troops will
mean the doom of the strikers* cause.

ARMED MEN PARADE

They Make Few Recruits and Later Give
Up Arms and Disband.

ROANOKE. VA.. June 16.According
to advices received by the Xbrfolk and
Western Railway Company to-day the
only deviation from the usual quiet that
has prevailed in the Pocahontas coal re¬

gion was inaugurated by tho parade of
several parties of strikers through the
fields. Most of them were accompanied
by bands, and some of the. men were

armed. These demonstrations Later in the
day wero chocked by the counseling of
wiser heads.
Xo serious trouble is anticipated.
The numerous meetings of the miners

on Sunday an«i the marching squads have
had the effect of somewhat lessening the
number of men who have been return¬
ing to work. It is not thought here that
the strikers have gained many recruits
and it is known that some of the men

who were on strike last week have «re¬

turned to work to-day. In the neighbor¬
hood of S50 cars of coal were, loaded on

Saturday, which was a half-holiday. This
was a pain of about seventy-tive cars

over tlie previous day.
Telegrams from the coal fields this

evening show that the. armed strikers
have disbanded and laid down their guns.
The Xorfolk and Western Company has
not yet resorted to the. law in order to
avert deeds of violence and state that
they will not do so until every other
means has been exhausted.

The Antricite Region.
WILLESEARRE. PA.. June 16..The

sixth week of the anthracite coal miners
strike began to-day without a ripple to

disturb tho calmness of the situation.
Rain fell nearly all day. which helped
to keep the more than l".0,0ix> idle men

and boys indoors. Several reports of
assault on workingmon and coal and
iron police, were received from different
sections of the region, but no one was

seriously injurd.
Xothing was givn out at State head¬

quarters to-day. President. Mitchell
merely said there was no change in either
the anthracite or th Wst ?'??-ginia strike.
Tho mining superintendnts of the tilg
coal companies ami individual operators
had nothing new to report.

Coal Advances.
XEW TOKK, June 16..A circular was

issued to-day by retail dealers advancing
the price, of soft coal in this city fifty
cents a ton, making the present price $5
for steam users, and $5.50 for other users.

The advance, the circular, said, was due

to a gradual advance by wholesalers-1.
There has been no further increas in thc
prie of anthracite.

city of Monza. ? his ancient town has
abctit fifteen thousand inhabitants. It is
a very old city, being able to trace its
history as far back into tho distant years
as the sixth century.

fp·- with the death of the late King Hum¬
bert thc city of Monza will evtrr ho as¬

sociated, for it was there that th«; anar¬

chist assassin hrought the kingly Hum¬
bert to his pathetic euri.

THE IROX CROWN.
The principal attraction of Monza lies

within the city's old cathedral, a build¬
ing erected in thc fourteenth century, and
is enclosed within ? carefully protected
casket. I speak of the most famous cor¬

onet in all the world, tho Iron Crown.
Thre ugh the mists of history this revered
crown gleams. It figured in the corona¬
tion of the ancient Lombard kings and in
at least one Norman king's coronation.
On the last Christmas Day of the eighth
century tho towering figure of Charle¬
magne, in his glistening royal robes,
ki-elt in prayer before the high altar of
St. Peter's, in Rome, and as he prayed
the Popo approached the kneeling mon¬

arch and placed the "Iron Crown" upon
his bared head and hailed him as the

En.poror of the Holy Roman Empire.
The ages pass. Europe is engaged in

a universal war. There ha.s risen that
strange man of destiny. Xapoleon. Over
the beetling Alps his army has poured
like a resistless avalanche. The plains
of Lombardy arc- Invaded: The city of
Milan is invaded. Within the snowy.
marble cathedral of Milan liì.OfJÒ French
troopers gather. Before them all Xapol¬
eon signals the proudest hour of his life.
It is. Uie '.'Oth.-of May. lSOy. Xapoleon
takes the "Iron Croira" within his hands,
«"Ir-vates it before the gaze of his sol¬
diery, places it upon his brow, then,
clutching his swordbelt, exclaims. "God
has given it to me; lot him touch it who
dares."

ANOTHER INVASION.
Tho years· roll on. Another army of

aliens invade Lombardy. A strange peo¬
ple is seen and a strange, harsh, gutterai
tongue is heard, instead of the musical
language of tho Italians. The Auslrians
are in Lombardy. When they stir, the
"Iron Crown" is gone. They have car¬

ried it awav with them as a priceless
treasure. From 1«S5!> to 1S:'G the "Iron
Crown" is lost. But it is finally restored,
and to-day has its sacred place in tho
shadowy cathedral of the hill town of
Monza.
What is the crown like? Tt is a simple

hoop or circlet of gold plates, forming a

band liko a ribbon, adorned with blue
enamel; cmbosse«! with exquisite flowers
and set with such precious stones as sap¬
phires, rubies and emeralds. It is not the
handsomest nor. indeed, the costliest
crown in thc world. T. myself, have seen

more magnificent crowns. I have seeii

crowns worn by early English monarchs
that seemed richer of treasures. I have
also seen the crown of Queen Victoria,
with its 3,000 glittering diamonds, emer¬

alds and rubles, casting forth their
waves of sparkling sph'ndor. In this re¬

spect the "Iron Crown" is not the first
and most revered crown in the world.
But it is revered as no other symbol of

royalty on earth is because of an iron
band which, though within the .crown, is
rivited t«-»" the gold plates and is an es¬

sential part of the sacred coronet. This
is the glory of the crown. This iron hand
is three-eighths of an inch thick and
tenth of an inch thick, and. whether, a

fact of history or not. through all the

ages, by countless millions, the iron
band' has been believed to be one of the
iron spikes that crashed through the

quivering flesh of the Son of God in that
terrible hour of crucifixion on Calvary!
As to the historic identity of this band

of iron with one of the cruel spikes of
Calvary I neither affirm nor deny. It is
not necessary that generations of men

ITS SMTBOLISM.

And now, having given you a history
of the "Iron Crown,'' it is my purpose
to employ it symbolically. For the sign
of royalty and the beaten spike, the
crown of gold and its band of iron are

suggestive of the thought that the wor¬

thiest crowns gained on earth or in
heaven have not alone their glittering
gold, bui somewhere, riveted to them,
there is the iron spike. And while the
gold and splendor may symbolize success

of achievement and purpose, the iron is
a reminder of how that success is at¬
tained, for tbe iron stands for self-de¬
nial, suffering and self-crucifixion. There
is 110 crown to us without its iron band;
no lofty achievement without its painful
spike. And if In future years any of you
shall be crowned as worthy a place among
earth's immortals, the crown wherewith
men shall crown you will not be without
its spike of iron as a. reminder of the
days of hardship, toil and self-sacrifice
through which you passed to an exalted
worthiness. Christ himself won His
crown, but suffered the iron as well.
Look abroad over the pages of history.

Study the lives of men who have won

their crowns in any sphere of royal
achievement. Lor.-k upon the kingly men

of any age who have been crowned with
lory an«! honor. Have they gained thfir

distinction without toil, without hardship
and suffering? Has not the iron gone
al««ng with the gold, and have not tho
two perfected tho crowns wherewith they
were crowned?

LABOR THE PRICE.
Look for a few moments at several

spheres of achievement for illustrations
of what I say. Tn the world of litera¬
ture we have abundant examples of the
truth, ami here the facts aro all the
mere iteresting, for tho reason that when
we read tho works of tho world's literary
Kings wo are prone to forget their labors
in the exquisito pleasure we find in their
pi eductions. The mystic measures of the
poet's lines entrance us and bear us away
into highest realms of fancy where we

move with soundless tread: the pages of
tho, romancer, nr of the essayist, or of
the historian engage us to an uncon-

s-iousnoss of the material and present
v/i.rld in which we live, and it is all so

fascili-,ting that we think not of the
months and years of toil that made pos¬
sible our enjoyment. Do the kingly writ¬
ers wear crowns of gold only, or is there
iron in the coronet as well? Gibbon spent
t«vonty years of painful toil upo"t his
"Decline and Fall of tho Roman Empire."
Through twenty years of ill health
Buckle labored in writing his "History
of Civilization." Tho "History of Ferl-
erick tin? Great" cost Carlyle fifteen years
of incessant toll. "Bulwer Lytton wrote
and rewrote some of his works as often
as eight or nine times before sending
them to his publisher. Sir Walter Scott
wrote "ivaanbbe" and "The Brido of
T.ammerrnoor" while suffering excruciat¬
ing agony tiuóugh tho weary night hours.
Proscott, whose histories have all the
charm of the most charming rnm.'inee.

spent eleven years in gathering material
for his great work on "Fordinanfl and
Isabella." His Conquest of Mexico stands
as a mcniin.ent. to persistence and pain,
for in his blindness ho wrote that most
marvelous history. I might name others,
for they are legion, whom the world has
crowned with glory, and the almost un¬

spoken rule is that toil, subjugation of
self and self-crucifixion are the price
paid for the crown.

TRUE OF ART.
Thc. same truth applies to the kingliest

men in the world of art. We hoar of artists
dreaming dreams and seeing visions, and
we are likely to think of their achieve¬
ments as the products of dreams and
visions. In one sense they are. for unless
the artist dreams dreams and fosters the
shapely ideals that have their being in
his dreams, his work will never arise
abeve the commonplace. But his work
demands more than flreaming. and his
loftiest visions will never result in ac¬

tual memorials of his genius. If he wear

a crown from which sparkles the light of
the star of genius, that crowil hats some¬

where its band of iron, a reminder of
toi!, of suffering and of crucifixion.
Beautiful are tho works of Raphael,

sublime the great frescoes of Angelo, ten¬
der the touches of Correggio, brilliant the
canvas of West and mysteriously sharl-
owy the paintings of Rembrant and Mu¬
rino. Worthy of crowns the kingly souls
that have enriched the world with such
works of art as have come from them.
Put the crown of each of these art kings
and of all others was wrought of iron
as well as gold. The last judgment cost
Ai gelo eight years of weary toil, and so

steadily did he toil that his mind was

unhinged at the last. Raphael's adver¬
sity is well known. Correggio's ìecogni
tion was slow. West's poverty was «al¬
most overwhelming in its oppression.
But through adversity they toiled; up-
ward they climbed with weary tread, a

great purpose filling their souls, and
when the crown was won they forgot
the iron as they beheld the splendor of
he gold.

IN THE WORLD OF MUSIC.
Tt is true of the great master composers

in the world. Mozart was poor even to
the extent of positive want. Beethoven
was so deaf that he could not hear his
own music which thrilled his n»ation.
Schurbert and Schurmann left scarcely
enough money to pay their simple burial
expenses. Their life was a hand to hand
struggle with poverty, disease and. ap¬
parently, cruel adversity. But they won

their crowns in the. splendid world of
music.
In addition to the names that I have

cited, you yourselves can recall others
in other realms of achievement. In our

own land among men who have heen
crowned for their splendid achievements,
stands the name of Morse, a name that
stands for Indomitable perseverance In
the midst of perplexities that would have
confounded an ordinary' man.

Cyrus W. Field, who laid tho first At¬

lantic cable, met with difficulties that
few men have to encounter. But they,
Morse and Field, have won their crown,

yet is the iron bond present.
No sphere of life is an exception. In

the business world, the world of finance,
in the sphere of statesmanship and in
the highest sphere of morals, the old
truth prevails.no crown of gold without
its band of iron.
This being true, it becomes us all to

confront the inevitable fact. If you
young people would succeed, and if you
hope some future day to wear tne crown

or* success, it is the part of wisdom to

understand now that end desired comes

not in answer to your idly dreaming or

sentimentally wishing! The crown will
not be thrust into your hands nor forci¬
bly be placed upon your brow. It is to
h» won. and won through difficulties.
Make up yqur mind that this i3 a very

practical age in which you live, and that
practical men are all around you. and
th.-vt the dreamer is to be left behind.
Let nothing short of the highest success

in your chosen sphere engage your mind.
An«! to that enil bend all your abilities
of whatsoever sort they may be. Work.
Work with a purpose, and bravo diffi¬
culties with inflexible determination. De¬
pend not upon what is popularly called
a "pull." Make your own "pull." Trust
not in family name nor in ancient an¬

cestry. The world is too busy to stutly
family trees. Be self-reliant. Trust in
God and in your own strong arm. Be
honest and true. Be persistent, yet pa¬
tient. Overcome adversity. Strike down
obstructions. There's a crown to win!
"Seest thou a man diligent in his busi¬
ness? He shall stand among kings."
