When a person has It
Drought home to him that ants keep
jmWS and run dairy farms he is wllling
o believe almost anything about the crea-
tuive that man is pleased to call lower
ir.imsls. Xevertheless, the ornitholo-
jists are split up on the bullfrog and the
swallow question, notwithstanding the
laet that they have the printed word
it William J. Long, a clergyman, by the
.vay, that the frog not only captured the
iwallow, but a day or two afterward
^.ibbied up a Canadlan tree sparrow that
.vas takir.g a bath at the water's edge.
At the recent amiual meeting of the

Illinois Audubon Society the bullfrog-bird
luestion was dlscussed at some length.

igainst the skeptlcs, who were not a
fow. The reason that the frog and the
t>ird episodes have caused so much "dis-

tssued b> an educational publishlng flrm.
mri is being read by children in schools
lll over the land. There have been bird
students in ubundanco from White of
Shelbourne to Coues of Washington, but
a. scarch of the works of both extrernes
and all the means fails to disclose a sin-
g'.e instance of a bullfrog turning fow-
ler.
The supporters of Mr. Long's state-

ments say that it is the unexpected that
is always happening, and that the frog
stories which he tells are no more start-
ling than some things which have gone
berore. Even tho opponents of Mr. Long
-2.0 not charge him with telling thing:-
which are not so. They simply maintain
that his sight was faulty.
