SOME SENSATIONAL ADVANCES

Sloss Is Also in High Favor and is Sell-
ing at'Record Prices—Looks Like
Bull Operations Are
On in Earnest.

Yesterday's market was strong and gave
every evidence of renewed activity.
Sweel & Co. say:

*The houses which were most proml-
nent were those who are generally cred-
ited with being closely connected with the
Chicago element. ‘T'he stocks which show-
ed tue greatest activity were the stocks
in whick this eiement is supposed to have
a large interest.

“Of the railroad stocks Loulsville and
Nashville was the  leader, advancing
sharply on report that Messrs. J. P. Mor-
gan Co. would egxercise their option,
which expires October loth, to take over
the control of the road at 150. Southern
Rallway was dealt In to a considerable
extent, the movement being sustained by
London houses, These houses also took
considerable blocks of Atchison during
the flrst hour, but when their buying
ceased the stock became rather heavy,
owing te local liguidatlon.

“The most sensational movement of the
day was In Hocking Valley, and was not
aceompanied by any speclfic explanation.
The news agenclds Indicate that a pian
is under consideration to reduce the pre-
ferred stock mnd otfer certain rights to
the common stockholders.

He is to Name Committes to Look Into
Manua! Training in Public Schools.
Five members of the Special Joint

Committee from the Common Council
and the Board of Aldermen met Iin Room
11, City Hall, yesterday afternoon at 6
o'clock for the purpose of considering
a resolution recently offered In the Coun-
cil to put a department of manual train-
ing and kindergarten work in the pubic
schools of the city. No action of im-
portance was faken, the committes not
remaining In session over ten minutes,
during wilch time Sol L. Bloomberg, the
chalrman, under the rules, resigned in
favor of Mr. W. A. Crenshaw, the patron
of the movement to establish manual
training and kindergarten work In the
publie schools.

After tha formal election of Mr. Cren-
shaw as chairman, Mr. Minor moved that
a sub-committee be appointed to inves-
tigats the practicabllity of adding tha two
above named branches to the curriculum
of the publlz schools of the city, and re-
porting a plan of procedure at the next
meeting of the committea. The motion
prevailad, and Chairman Crenshaw an-
nounced he would appoint the sub-com-
mittes within a day or two.

The resolutlon providing for the special
joint committes’on manual training and
kindgarten work In the schools follows:

“Be |t resolved by the Common Coun-
cil of the City of Rlchmond, the Board
nf Aldermen concurring, That a commit-
tee of nine, composed of the President
and four members of the Common Coun-
~il, to be named by the President of that
body, and the President of that Board,
bhe and the same is hereby created, whose
duty it shall be to thorotchly investigate
rhe feaslbility, eduecaror ' necessity and
rost of maintaining manual training and
kindergarten teaching In tha publlc
schools of the city.

Said committee shall report back to
aither branch. of the Council the results
nf its labors and make such recommenda-
tlon as it may see fit and proper.

The members who were present at the
meeting yesterday afternoon swere Alder-
nen Turpln and Minor and Councilmen
Russall, Bloomberg and Crenshaw.
