Richmond, the officers set about raiding
tho place; When they demanded that the
doors be opened there was a general
scramble on the inside, and within a pair
of seconds policemen and negroes were
having a lively time of it on the street.
During the mix-up Sergeant Jeter

knocked one of the negroes down, and
turning to grab him arrested a tree,
thinking it was the negro whom he had
just struck. The tight was fast and furi¬
ous for a short time, and created much
excitement in the- neighborhood.

Three Men in Jail Suspected of
Murder of John Stokes.

ALL THREE TELL STORIES

Two of Them Say Davis Killed the Ne¬

gro, W'hiie He Says They are Tellsng
Lies On Him.Coroner's Jury

will Meet Again Monday.

Developments in the killing of John
Stokes, coiored employe of the Virginia
Passenger and Power Company, were

brought out thick and fast yesterday,
both before the coroners jury and by the
confession of three negro men.M.
Hatcher, W. Calláis and Ernest Davis-
ail now connned in the city jail, and the
concensus of opinion seems to be that
Manchester wili in this case have the
iiist banging ol us history.
By coniess.on of the three men in jail,

cnaigeu wan oe.ng imi,in_aieu with inc.
crime, Ernest Davis appears to be the
guilty party. He comesses that ho
sruck Siokl's with his left haiid while
in his right he carried a iong knife, but
denies that he struck a blow with this.
Tho other two say that Davis not only
ed tho row, but killed the man. Their
started the row, but killed the man. They
a war 01 words the men came to blows,
and Davis drew a long knife in his right
hand. Ho then struck Stokes In the lace
with his left and when he (Stokes) turn¬
ed partly around, that Davis stabbed him
m tne hack with tne ktilte. Stokes then
as is shown by facts afterwards brought
out, ran down Twentieth Street until
he camo to an alley and dashing upjhis
a short way, fell dead with Ins life biood
slowly oozing from the wound in his
back which hau penetrated his heart.
Davis in his confession apparently tries

to' shift the blame of the killing upon
one of tho others by saying that they are

telling lies on him to clear themselves.
That all three were near the scene of
the killing no one denies. That cither
of the tnrec could easily tell who is the
guilty party of the Wilful murder is also
positive, yrt to prove the guilt upon
either may be a hard matter. Anyway,
the coroner and the jury summoned will

have to hear the evidence of these men

Monday evening at seven o'clock. After

being in sessi/.n nearly all of yesterday
the jury at.journed until this hour, when

they will continue the case. The Com¬
monwealth's Attorney. Mr. C. L. Page,
will be present and the confessions of

the three men will prove of interest in
the case.
In the event that either of the three

negroes are convicted of the murder and

a hanging occurs it will be the first MaJi-
hester ever witnessed.

MARSHAL BENOIT
FLOURISHES Eu

With Pistol in Hand They Threat¬
en to Clear Custom-House.

HE HAD BLGGD IN HIS EYE

Trouble Grew Out of a D.sputed Bet
With Deputy Collector Smith on a

Horse; Race .Disarmed, the
Deputy Was Himself A^ain

Deputy United States Marshal Samuel
Bendit, who, when not hot upon the trail
of a mountain moonshiner, or touched a*
to his purse, is a fat. slick-headed man.
who sleeps much upon the comfortable
leather couch in his commodious office,
spread terror through the proverbiaby
quiet halls of the historic old custom¬
house on yesterday by nourishing a 44-
calibre revolver and defying the inva¬
sion of his office by his friends, whc had
suddenly become his pursuers.«. That wild
spirit of the Deputy Marshal, wild stories
of which have from time to time been
brought back from the moori3hining dis¬
trict of old Virginia on the lips of his
captives to fall upon incredulous ears,
was aroused, and the tlame of his pas¬
sion shone from his flashing eyes. As
thero was no tree, Bendit stood forth in

j his wrath, and as the invasion of his
quarters, which he invited with threats,
was not dared, he sallied forth to clean
out the old building.
He was aroused this time not by the

track of an illicit distiller, but by a. touch
that was about to be made on hi3 purse.
The scene of Bendit's arousal was the
olhce of the collector of customs, and the
causo was a disputed bet. The trouble
began to blow some months ago, when
the Deputy Marshal and his life-long
friend, Deputy Collector and Post Ap¬
praiser Smith, first got hold of the New
York Daily Telegram and found its sport¬
ing page.
Each day they watched with peculiar

interest the news of the turf, and grew
wise as to horse racing. Their judgment
varied, but as they grew wiser, their self-
confidence grew stronger, until they were

willing to back their opinions with their
"tin."
On Friday they disagreed as to a certain

horse. A bet was duly made, Mr. Smith
being confident that the understanding
was clear that the bet was on.

The Deputy Marshal did not understand
tho condition so. On yesterday, when the

report of the race was read, it was found
that Bendit's favorite had been scratched.
Smith claimed the money. Bcndft said

money was won by jSmith. When the
Marshal saw the case go against him. he
made a grab for the roll, which was lying
on tho desk, and fled.
Holding the bunch of money tightly

gripped. the marshal made for his office

on the second tloor. closely followed by
Mr. Smith, who stayed in reach, and at

every step landed a blow upon tho de¬

puty's back.
Tho unusual commotion emptied the

Offices along the. hall, and as the deputy
marshal made his way up the stairs a

cheer went from the company below.
Bendit made his way to the marshal's

oflice, and there depositing the money in

the basement of.his pocket, seized the 44
gun and started back down stairs.
When the wild-eyed Bendit appeared,

gun in hand, there was a popular move¬

ment towards outdoor places. Hi-wever.

I/fore he could reach the lower hall, Mr.

Apbert EL Talley. referee in bankruptcy,
had met Bendit. on the steps, and taken
the pistol from his hand. Unarmed Ben¬

dit was himself again, and no one was

afraid.
Mr. Tallesy still lias the weapon in his

possession.

KILLED HIS MOTHER
FDR HER PROPERTY

Missing Man Suspected of Two
Brutal Murders Within a Week.

BODY FOUND BY REPORTERS

There Was Physical Evidence That She
Had Been Strangled or Smothered

to Death.Body Buried Be¬
neath Cellar Floor.

(By Associated Press.)
. CHICAGO, ILL, August 9..With a

jagged wound in the left temple, and
physical evidence that she had been
strangled or smothered, the almost nude
body of Mrs. Annie Bartholln was found
this evening buried beneath the cellar
tloor of the house m which she had lived,
at 4310 Calumet Avenue.
Coincident with the finding of the body,

the police redoubled their efforts to find
the mising son, William Bartholln, who
is also suspected of the murder of Miss
Minni'e Mitchell, whose body was found
in a vacant lot at 74th and State Streets
last Thursday evening.
The police have evidence that Bar-

tholin slept in the house on Calumet
Avenue last Tuesday night, three weeks
after his mother had been murdered and
after he is supposed to have killed Min¬
nie Mitchell. He is believed to bo still in
the vicinity.
The body of Mrs. Bartholln was^ietmd

by a party of newspaper men after the
police had searched the house and had
concluded that if the woman had been
murdered, her body was concealed some¬
where away from the residence.

SKILLFULLY CONCEALED.
A crowbar, apparently covered with

blood, and a hatchet which bore dark
marks were found in the basement. To¬
night some one found a small crevice
in the cement floor Indicating that the
cornent had been disturbed and then
skillfully patched.
The cement was broken away and un¬

der a bed of white sand was found a
skirt and other articles of woman's ap¬
parel. When these had been removed
the body of thei woman was found. It
was wrapped in a blanket and practi¬
cally was without clothing, there being
only a stocking on the left foot and a

corset cover around the chest. From
the appearance of the body It was be¬
lieved that Mrs. Bartholln was struck
down either while disrobing tor the night
or when dressing in the morning.
The body was removed to an under¬

taking establishment, where the coroner's
inquest will be held on Monday.
There is no apparent motive for tha

killing of Mrs. Bartholln or of Minnie
Mitchell. The theory that finds most
favor at presenl is that the ¡voung man,
being in debt, killed his mother in order
that her equity in the mortgaged prop¬
erty might revert to him.

Knox was assaulted was caused by the
fact that C. T. Schoen was forced out
of the Pressed Steel Car Company last
¿ear, and that Knox and Reed, attorneys
for the company, drew up the papers and
gave legal advice on the subject.

J. II. Reed, Knox's law partner, was
also elected a director to fVl the vacancy
caused by Schoen's retirement. At the
meeting held in New York early m 1901
F. N. Hoffstadt, chairman of the execu¬
tive committee, showed that the concern
was insolvent.
President Schoen had taken contracts

for millions of dollars of work on which
there could be no profit. The corporation
needed $5.000.f£0 to file the contracts. HofC-
stadt resigned, saying he would have
nothing to do with tho concern unless the
Schoens, father and son. retired from the
management.
The Schoens failed to raise the neces¬

sary money. John B. Larkin. now Con¬
troller, of Pittsburg, then a director in
the company, called on Hoffstadt at the
Waldorf-Astoria and Invited him to re¬

turn to the meeting. Hoffstadt demanded
that the Schoens give »' directors an

option on their stock, and that neither
of them could hold any executive post.
This was done, and Knox and Reed

changed the by-laws of tho corporation
and made out the necessary papers.
iVe'-ident Scoen started tor Eun.pe, so

that the action would not become public
and show the shaky position of the com¬

pany. When ho returned in October the
option on his stock had been taken tip,
and he and his son were out. They im¬
mediately set abo-t organizing another

.ompany, the standard Ste"! Car Com¬
pany, of which John M. Hansen is tho
president.
Schoen always blamed Knox with hav¬

ing much to do with his forced retire¬

ment, and at Atlantic City he saw Knox
for the first time since leaving the corpo¬
ration he created.
