THE LONG-TAILED
JAPAÑFSE FOWLS

Japan, which is the source of all
scrts of "freaks" in the animal and
vegetable worlds, ha::« produced nothing
stranger than her breed of long-tailed
fowls, the first specimen of which ever
seen in the United States has Juet ar¬

rived at the Museum of Natural His¬
tory in New York. The tail feathers of
this bird measure no ices than twelve
feet. We quote the following para¬
graphs about this curious breed of
fcwls from an article contributed to
The Scientific American by Walter L.
Beasley. Says Mr. Beacley:
"The introduction of the breed is said

to have been brought about by a prince
of Japan, whose imperial crest was a
feather. Yearly he offered a prize to
the subject who would bring to him the
longuet feather. The greatest effort an j
skill were therefore employed by the
breeders to produce the greatest length
of tail feathers 'possible. At present-
only a few old fanciers know the secret
process of successfully breeding these
fowls. A few authentic detallo have.

however, been obtained in regard to the
method of their breeding. Tho parti¬
cular breed i;.- conoñnod to the region in
and around Kochi. the capital of a pro¬
vince of Tasro. Tlie breed in about a
hundred years old and is fast dying
out. There i;v said to be no artificial
method of making the feathers grow.
All is done by selection. Moreover, one
must know how to treat the birds dur¬
ing the various stages of tail growth.The bedy feather:? springing from the
shoulders attain a length o2 four feet"
Two years is the time n6.ca.--sn.ry to
produce a full growth of tail. The tail
feathers grow from four to seven inches»
a month, and continue to increase as
long as the bird lives, which is usuallyfrom eight to. ten year;-. The hens layabout thirty eggs in tue rpring and au¬
tumn, which are hatched by other fowl.
The hens are kept housed up and sit all
day on a flat perch and are taken out
only once In two days and allowed to
walk half an hour or s=o, a. man holding
up the tils to pnrvent them from beim*;
tosn or soiled. The birds are fsd on un¬
boiled rice and greens, and secret food,
known and prepared by the old fanciers
themselves. They demand plenty« of
water and are wonderfully tame. The
ordinary number of long tail feathers
posset-sod by each bird is fifteen or six¬
teen. About twice a month they are
carefully washed in warm water, and
afterward dried on some high place,
usually a roof. The present price is Ï60
for a bid having a tail over ten feet
long. There are four varieties of the
breed: White head -and body feathers
and tail black; second, white all over
with yellow legs: third, red neck and
body feathers:" fourth, reddish color
mixed with white on body. All'these,
with the exception of the second va¬
riety, have black tail feathers." ¿^_

He would net commit himself as to
ever, having seen any gambling devices
or actual gambling in the houses to which
the department was called.
Asked concerning the report that three

police of the Second District had been
seen in an alleged gambling hou¿e when
the department was called upon to ex¬
tinguish a small blaze. Chief Puller re¬
fused to answer one way or the other.
It is believed, however, that Patrolman

Wyatt will in the next few days issue
a summons to Chief Puller, as he doubt¬
less regards) his testimony as of the best.
and thinks ho will probably prove one
of the star witnesses for the prosecution.
From a reliable source it was learned

yesterday that Patrolman Wyatt is de¬
pending largely upon one or two former
employes of the alleged gambling houses
to secure a conviction, it having been
stated that he-has located a witness or
two who claim to have at one time
worked in the establishments referred to.
The subcommittee of the Police Com¬

mittee, which was recently appointed to
investigate reports that had reached tho
caie of certain eommitteomen tu the effect
that Officer Wyatt was compelled to con¬
duct the cases against the. gambling
houses without assistance from the Po¬
lice Department, although he had made
efforts to get assistance, met yesterday
afternoon and formulated a report, in
which they deny the rumors as false.
They state that the police commissioners
and the Chief of Police have offered Pa¬
trolman Wyatt all of the assistance he
v. ants in working up the cases.

THE REPORT.
The report follows:
Gentlemen: Your subcommittee of three,

appointed to investigate the rumors and
published statements in our daily papers
to the effect that the police commissioners
and Chief of Police had refused assist¬
ance to Policeman Wyatt in his investi¬
gation, beg to submit the following re¬
port: First.
Your committee called on the mavor

and upon investigation found that everyassistance had been tendered Mr. Wyattand that as many of the force as he
wanted was at his command; that the
mayor as well as the Police Commission¬
ers were anxious to bring the guiltv
parties to justice and to that end the
entire force was working.
Second. Your committee appeared before

the Police Commissioners last evening
at 5 o'clock and upon investigation and
cross examination of the Chief of Police
we find that Major Howard has not onlv
detailed Policeman Wyatt for four or
five days and nights for this special
work, but that he offered Mr. Wyatt any
number of meTi he wanted to assist him
in securing ail the evidence possible,
which) Mr. Wyatt did not want, as he
felt confident the evidence he had was
sufficient to convict.
We further find that Mr. Wyatt has

never asked for help, except when the
warrants were issued for the arrest of
the parties charged in the warrant for
running gambling houses, when he asked
for a man to assist him in making these
arrests. The chief told him it was not
necessary, as none of the parties named
.In the warrant would resist arrest, there¬
fore he. would not need an extra man.
Since then Mr. Wyatt has asked for no
assistance, nor has the department of¬
fered any because they wanted Mr. Wyatt
to have all the honor for the work ho is
doing.
Your committee is satisfied Major How¬

ard has done his duty to the fullest ex¬

tent and stands ready and willing to
render any assistance possible in this
investigation. In evidence of which he
gave Mr. Wyatt the names of two parties
which he. Wyatt. did not have on his
list, and instructed him to try and make
a case against these parties.
At the last meeting of the Police Com¬

missioners we find that instructions
were, given -the chief to push the Inves¬
tigation to the fullest extent and to ren¬
der all assistance to Mr. Wyatt desired.
Your committee is fully convinced that

the public has been misled as to the
position of the Police Commissioners,
chief of police and police force, and we
are satisfied everything Is being done by
the department to bring the guilty
parties to justice.
