Phillips came to Petersburg not many

months ago, and has been hoarding at
the home of Mrs. Pearl Akers, in that
city. a sister of Mrs. Lambert, at whose
home Mrs. Lambert was llvlng.

FERTILIZER BULLETIN
No. 10 Issued and EageHy Sought After

by Farmers.
Commissioner Kolner has isseud fer-

tllizer bulletin No. 10, which is the third
publlcation of this kind that has been
sent out by the department this j'ear.
These bulletins contain the guaranteed
analyses of the brands of fertillzer of¬
fered for sale ln this State, and the
analyses as found by the chemlsts ln
the laboratory from samples sent in by
the inspectors. The farmers, therefore,
by reference to the bulletin can learn
whether the goods bought by them went
above the guarantee or below it.
A case recently came up in Tappahan-

nock, in which a Maryland firm sued
several farmers because the latter re-
fused to pay for goods which had fallen
twenty-two per cent. below the guar-
anteed analysis, as shown ln the ferti-
lizer bulletin. The law provides that
the purchaser shall not be compelled
to pay for goods which fall ten per
cent. below the guarantee. The Mary¬
land firm tested the law in this case,
and the court rendered a decislon in
favor or the farmers, holdlng that. the
manufacturers could not demand pay-
ment for goods which had fallen below
tne standard prescribed in the fertilizer
law.
The farmers of Sussex will hold a

meetlng at "Waverly on Saturday for
the purpose of organizing a club, such
as exists ln many of the counties in
the State. Upon this occasion Commls¬
sloner Kolner and Professor Helges will
deltver lectures simllar to those which
are given at. the farmers' institutes held
under the auspices of the department

SAVETHE BIRDS

Mr. Stonebraker Writes of Their Value
and Mission in the World.

Wrlting to the Christian Advocate, of
this city, regarding the valuable mis¬
sion of birds and their destruction by
thoughtless people, Mr. T. F. Stone¬
braker says:
"If we would look at birds as we

shouid. ought not we to love them and
protect them? I have exnmined the
craws and gizzards of birds with magni-
fying glasses. and I find them full of
heads, legs and shell of different kinds
of Insects T saw in the New York Jour-
nal recently that in the last fifteen years
it estimated that more than half of tho
birds have been destroyed. I am satis-
fied that there are not one-twentieth as

many birds now as there were forty
years ago. Many families of them are

nearly extinct.
"I do not wish to be looked upon as

an alarmist, but I will say that I can

welgh and measure numbers almost with
any man. It has not been a billion of
minutes since Christ was on earth and
the wealth of the United States is esti¬
mated at eight billlons. It am satisffed
that the destruction of the birds has and
will, before tweny years more, cost the
people of the Union more than half of
the present wealth of this country, and
in less than twenty years a great many
more people will find that 1 am right,
unless our Natlonal. States and munici-
pal Governments will pass and strenu-
ously execute laws to protect the birds,
such as live on insects. I would suggest
that laws ought to be enacted in every
State to compel the teaching in our pub¬
lic schools and all other schools of the
mission of birds here, that people may
know what they are doing when they
are killing birds.
"In closing I would say that I believe

every person ls here to be of benefit
to his fellowmen; ho may fill his mis¬
sion or he may not. I write this to try
to do what I can, hoping this will be pf
value to the public."
