Dear Sir:—I appreciate the renewed in-
vitation contalned in your letter to make
an address of welcome to the delegales
in attendance upon the third annual ses-
sion of the National Negro Business Lea-
gue, but as 1 sald to you some days since
my presence in Richmond to-day would
practically undo the wvery short vacation
heretofore arranged for my family and
self.

1 am gratified to hear that so large a
number of your people will devote this
occasion to a consfderation of industrial
questions. What the negro race  will

achieve in the industrial pursuits of life |

must for a long time to come determine
hig progress, The cheerful, faithful and
efficient discharge of the duties of Indus-
trial callings will not only advance your
race but will promote the best ideals.
Perhaps, after all, the supreme question
with & people is nat so much what
others owe to them as what they them-
selves ‘owe to others; and, therefore, it 15
the performance of dutles rather than the
clalm of rights which most largely ad-
vances all clvilization.

Let us first do our full and complete
duty, and we then need not concern our-
selves about rights, for they will come
1o those who deserve them. Therefore, 1
most cordially welcome the delegates of
wour National League to deliberations so
practical and uplifting. under the guid-
ance of g leader so wise in thought and
speech as your honored president, Profes-
sor Washington.

Trom talk that is héard among promi-
nent Demoerats, the three men of all
others who are thought to stand the best
chance for appointment on the new
Corporation Commission, are ex-
Supreme Court Judge A. A Phle-
gar, of Christianshurg; ex-Senator
Henry Fairfax, of Leudoun, and Mr. John
1 wdmunds, of Halifax. These are con-
sidered ideal men for «the commissien, and
PCSSESE, secording to those who are well-
posted, all the qualifications necessary to
make a successful administration of the
new department of government. It is
said that Judge Phlegar will probably
avcept the place if 1t Is offered him, the
affairs of the Virginia Coal and Coke
Company, of which he Is receiver, being
now practically wound up. Judge Phlegar
is regarded as one of the most powerful
tawvers in Virginia and measures fully
up to the requiremenis laid down by the
Conestitution.

Senafor Falrfax possesces the technical
knowledge as to raflroads, whila Mr.
Ldmunds 1s a2 man of well-rounded busi-
n:ss experience. Of course, no one knows
what Governor Montague will do, but
tkere are many who beliave that the com-
mission will be composed of the gentle-
reen whose names are mentioned above,
znd that they will make a great success
of the commission should they be named.

Tt iz the wonder of Democraiic politi-
cians that the Republicans should have
determined to assail the new Constitu-
tion on the question of its proclamation.
when this is regarded as one of its strong
features. The former say if they were
going to attack an organle law of a
great State they would go about it in
a different way, and would assail it sec-
tion by section. Coples of the bill which
called the Conventlon into being are in
great demand, and It is being con-
tended by those who seek io upset the
work of the bedy that the Legislature
is the supreme power, and that when
the act called for submission that was
law. This view, however, is strongly
combatted, if not broken down and de-
etroved by prominent text writers, and it
is the better opinion that the Conven-
tlon +was itself supreme, and could
properiy and legally do anything It saw
fit to do. It is the general belief that if
any fight is made on the new Constitu-
tion it will be s vain one, and that Vir-
ginla’s new organic law, which rests like
a divine benedletion wupon her people,
will weather the storms of any and all
court where it may %Ye taken for ad-
judication.

There seems to he an impression abroad
that a new registration is necessary in
order that the coming congressional pri-
mary in this district may be properly
held. The idea is entlrely erroneous and
for the henefit of all, it is stated, that
no new registration is necessary, and
that all persons entitled to particirate
in party matters, may vote without any
regard whatever to the coming registra-
tion.

The registration wil! bs held to qualify
vaters for the general electlon and not
for the primary, and it Is well for all
voters to understand that they may cast
thelr ballots as in the past, without any
resirictions whatever, in view of ths new
registration.

The primary will take place on Septem-
ber 11th, and the registration wlll not
begin until September 15th.

JOHN LOMAX ATLAST
COMFESSES HSGULT

Appea's Already Made to the
Governor Will- Now Go
Unheeded.

(Special Dispateh to The Times.}

ALEXANDRIA, VA, August 26.—John
Lomax, alias Homer, the sixtecn-year-old
negro, who is now confined in the city
jait under sentence of death on Septem-
ber 9R, at Aontrosd, Westmoreland
county, on the charge of criminally as-
saulting the late Miss Sissie Costenbader,
the fourieen-yvear-oll daughter of M.
Tichert Costenbader, of FPotomac DMilis,
IWestmoreland county, has at last con-
feseed his guilt, -

The confession was made last Sunday
murning to Warden Candler and another
citizen, and without any hesitancy the
brute repeated his story to-night while
crouched on his cot in the cell. He was
entirely indifferent te what is before him,
and in fact is so stupid that he does not
realize it. He s=aid that on the morning
of July 2Sth last he was at work in a saw
mili near by, and at 1:30 o'clock in the
afternoon he met Miss Costenbader on
the road and grabbed her by the throat
and threw her down. He, however, let
her go when she requested him to do so,
which was at once. He stated that he
had made up his mind to accomplish his
purpose, if possible,

Since his arrest Homer has remained in
a very sullen mood, and all along main-
tained his Innocence. In fact, he so
strongly stuck to his stery that many
lending cltizens were of the oplnion that
there was doubt about his guilt.

F.fforts had already been made to get
Governor ‘Montague to commute his sen-
tenice to imprisonment. This was being
done by 2 cclored lawyer, -who was se-
cuted by the colored people in behall of
the prisoner. It is hardly thought that
any actlon will now be taken by the Gov-
ernor.

Lomax was tried at Montross, West-
moreland county, before Judge Beale, and
found guilty of the offense and sentenced
to be hanged at noon on September Sth,
He will be kept here until the day before
ihea hanging. Mi-p Costenbader, his vic-
tirn, several wesks ago recelved burns
while lighting a stove with kerosene, and
shortly afterwards died from the effects
of her burns.

Loemax's confession came as a surprise.

SENT TO GRAND JURY

Emma Jane Edwards Used Vinegar
Cruet on Her Rival,

Emma Jane Edwards, on the charge
of assaunlting Barbara Dickinson, was by
‘Squire Graves vesterday sent on to the
grand jury. Both are colored and both
good scrappers.

The two women met In the house of a
mutual friend, and when Emma Jane got
into action she used a long and heavy
glass vinegar cruet. Barbara's head was
split open and an artery severed. Had it
not heen for the prompt response of the
ambulance she would never have lived

to appear in bandages bafore the grand
jury or any other mundane body.

WERE DISMISSED

Failed to Establish Charge
‘Against Nunnally and Cole.

MANY WITNESSES EXAMINED

It is Stated There Are a Dozen or More
Companigs Doing Business Here
Without License and Grand Jury
May Be Asked to Investigate

Aessrs. Cole and Nunnally, two Insur-
ance agents, who were alleged to be do-
ing business In Richmond without a
license, and without complying with the
law requiring annual reports to the State
Auditor and the paying of one per cent.
of receipts to the State, were in the Po-
lice Court yesterday morning. The cage
agninst these gentlemen had been con-
tinued from last week in order to allow
the prosecution to summon Wwitnesses. At
the last hearing the court had rwed that
officers of the company could not be
made to testify. The hearing was long,
but both of the gentlemen wer dismissed,
'Squire Graves holding that a case had
not been made against them.

There were some Iinteresting develop-
ments, however, yesterday, and Mr. H.
W. Goodwyn, representative in this city
of the Industrial Aid Association of At-
lanta and the Southern Mutual Benefi-

cial Assoclation of Birmingham, stated
that there were from twelve to fifteen
insurance companies. doing an Illegal

business in Richmond, and that proceed-
ings would be begun against each of
‘them. He stated that the names of the
companies would be furnished to the
grand jury in September, and that pross-
cutions would llkely result.

AMONG THE NEGROES.

These insurance companles, it seems,
cover all sorts of features, and get in
most of tneir work among negroes. A
general seramble for licenses is expected
to follow the beginning of prozecutions,
but Mr. Goodwyn seys it will be easy to
show that they did business some tima
before they made any attempt to secure
a license.

At the hearing vesterday morning there
were many witnesses. Nearly all of these
were called to testify that they had paid
money to Cole and Nunnally as agents
for the Home Beneficial. This method of
Lrirging out the facts was resorted to,
owing to the ruling that the olficers of
the company could not be mada to testify.

Qfficers of the Home Beneficlal wha
wera called to Court at the other hear-
ing, and nearly all of whom were In
court to-day were: R. D. Watkins, Presi-
dent; M. D. Nunnally, Vice-President;
W.. J. Minor, Secretary; W. 5. Morton,
Aesistant Secretarsy; J. B. Mlnor, Treas-
urer, and Dr. W. L. Peple, Medical Ex-
aminer,

The Home Beneficial now has a llcense
with the State and City Auditor, but Mr.
Goodwyn, in his prosecution, was acting

on chargea which are alleged to have
aniedated this license..
After .a very long hearing the case

agalnst Mr. Cole was dismissed. and the
same action was taken later on in that
of Mr. Nunnally. A unique feature of
the proceedings was that Messrs. Cole
and Nunnally were put on the stand to
testify agninst each other.

The officers of their company ware
also called, but declined to testify, stat-
ing that to do so wouald, in their opinecin,
be detrimental to them.

'‘Squire Graves dismissed the cases,
holding that the prosecution had failed
to prove its charges.
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Congressman Hal D. Flood, of Appo-
mattox, was In the city for a while yes-
terday looking after Some Dusiness mat-
ters and shaking hands with his friends.
Mr. Flood was in good spirits and did not
seem to be losing any sleep over the prob-
able nomination of a Republican against
him in the Tenth District. *“While, of
course, I would naturanly prefer -not to
have opposition,” said Mr. Flood, “still, L
am ready for the fray and expect to win
by a good majority, whatever the other
party may do.”’
