NEW YORK. Aug 26 --Tho volume of

oeahngs in stocks rose well o.er a millionsh.ircs to-day. The market showed gxeatanimation at different times during tne
aay and gave ,n Impression of strength.owing to the enormous buving of an up-ward range of a few stocks But the
snecuiative profit-taking under cover of
this strength was pcrsistent and wide-
f-pread. The. market became so honev-combed by the closing cut of holdings byprofesslonal speculatlve Interests that
it showed a decidedly crumbling tendencyin tne closing hour. Prices fell back
rather violentJy to below last nlt-ht. and
ln only one or iwo InFtan'-es was anv
nppreelable net gain left. There was no
reason to accompany th** relapse any
more than there v.-8s to account for the
previous notable advances.
There was no more sollcitnde over thc

money market to-day t.'ian has been ex¬
pressed by warning" cautlons for some
time. and espeeiaily since the market
took on the present proportlons of the
Bpoculatlon. lt is highly probable. ncver-
theless. that tho large operators In stocks
fire alive to the possibll'ties of money dir-
ticultics. and are deslroua of malclng their
successful turn before actual striagepcy
Fets ln. As a inatter of fact, there were
no further transfers of currency to-day
to the interior through the sub-Treasury, ]
nnd loan bills were ouite freely negotlatcd
In the foreign excba_ige market. There
was nothing ln the ruiing rate of money
to-day. which fell to 3% per cent., to in-
dieate sollcitude on the part of tho spec-
n Int ors.
The ieadership of the market in point

of Btrengtb w.i_- nssumed by Atcblson.
ihe argument being that tbe higher price
recently achieved by other stocks war,
i anted an advance in that stock. Mean-
time the higher prices for other stocks
were inviting the enormous speculative
liquidatlon whlch finally broke the mar¬
ket. Dea.lings continued very large «*n
Union Pacific, Baltimore and Ohio. Soutu-
ern Pacific, but they all yielded sharply
to the prevalent pront-taklng. Tl.ere was
rather more doing in other parts of the
market than yesterday. but the eonges-
tion in the leaders was still acute. and
there were larrc portions of thp list in
which the deaflngs were o.uite lnslgnifl-
rant, especlally the InCustrlals, whlch
vere effected pessibly by the forcible
s*>ntlment for their regulation expressea
by the President. The market closea
heavy. although at some recovery from
the lowest.

The cause for this further
sharp rise was a bullish construction or
private and pubiic Liverpool cables anu
of the "night message" crop reports from
the belt as a whole.
While there was a snght reaction after

the call, the general ruiing of the market
was very firm. Promptly at noon the
weekly Government report began to come
over the wires, and Indicated one of the
most unfavorable crop conditions of re¬
cent years. The report gave scarcely a
state free from pronounced deterioration,
while as for Texas. it was stated even
wltb favorable climatic conditions during
the balance of the season the yield could
only be an average one. Rust. shedding.
lack of moisture. excessive heat lnsect
ravages and lack of fruit was eomplained
of in many important districts On the
whole the report struck the room as being
raidicallv bullish and prices advanced
with a bound. Foi the balance of the
day the market was strong and very ac-
tice. with prices hovering around a level
of 8.27 for January At tne top notca
Wall Street interests appeared to be sell-
in March as lf to hedge themselves
against their enormous holdings of Jan
uary. The market closed lirm and net
