Chipley w.thout taking iinal action oh

the particular matter in which he was

interested. They will uieet again this
afternoon at 5 o'clock.

MB. CHIFLKY'S COMPLAINT.
The remarks of Mr. Chipley were made

in his characteristic- manner, and ware

quite pointed. Although he did not as¬

sert directly that Colonel Cutshaw and
his corps of assistants had caused the
Southern Bell Company unnecessary de¬
lay without grounds for action of this
kind, it was an easy matter to judge
from the tenor of his remarks that he
does not regard the City Engineer as a

friend to the corporation with which he
is connected.
During the coatse of his remarks Mr.

Chipley said that since "a certain in¬
stance, which the cvi members of this
committee remember," applications of his
company to place poles and string lines
had been delayed time after timo by the
¦City Engineer's department.

NORFOLK, VA., October 15..The plum¬

bers strike u3 ended in a compromise. Tne
un.on men wil go to work to-morrow,
while the journeymen are to get 25 cents
a day more pay, they wili work one hour
longer, which it at the rato of 12 1-2 cents
per day, less than they were getting
when the strike began. Their previous
pay was $3 and $2.75 per day.
The sewerage systems of the Seventh

Ward, are no longer free. They have been
bought by a private company for $25,0Cr0.
The sewers were put down by the
land companies before the Seventh Ward
becamo a part of the city and
when the streets, in which the sewers

are laid, were the property of the ^and
companies, and not pubic thorouehfares.

SEWERS PRIVATE PROPERTY.
The land company claimed that the

sewers were their property, and that they
would dispose of them as they pV-ased.
They sold out, and the sewers are now
thn property of one private corporation.

Passenger Train in Collision at Full

Speed in Indiana.

INDIANA} OL-S. IND.. Oct. 15..A fast
.west-bound passenger trata on the Van¬
dalia Railway and ch^ Terre Haute and
Indianapolis accommodation train col¬
lided at Reelsville, eight miles west of
here, this evening, killing one man and
seriously, if not fatally, injuring three
others.

THE MINOR SCHEME

Thought There May Be Opposi¬
tion, but the Concurrence of

Lov/er Branch Expected.
Despite the fact that the Board of Al¬

It is probable tnat several Councilmen
will wait upon President Bloomberg to¬
day or to-morrow for the purpose of re¬
questing him to cali the special session
of the body over which he presides to
act upon the resolution.
It is the desire, of those who are strong¬

ly in favor of the appointment of the
committee and a thorough investigation,
that the very strongest members of the
Council shall be placed on this committee,
and with an idea in view -to satisfying this
desire it is probable that the heads of
both branches Of Cotifceil' will.' name as
oommitteeme-i: rnembers of the highest
standing, whose Undings will be accepted
in full confidence by the community.

and appropriates« "S.&CJ with whicia to pur¬
chase fuel ior and pay the employes of
the gas works, that institution will hxve
to be closed down within the next month.

priation. It appears that the coal strike
is entirely responsible for the shortness
in the Light Department funds.

ate the necessary money, $2.500 oí which
will be use»! for pay rolls and $3,000 for
the purchase of fuel with which to make
the gas.
Despite the trouble which manutaotu-

In get¬
ting coal. Superintendent Knowtos has
been fortunate in this respect sinc»î the
situation assumed its grave aspect. Hs
ha* alwayri had a Wriy large -moply of
sttam and anthracite coal or. hi.-.-.«! ?t i'te
gas works, but he hf»s been compelled to
pay extortionate priesa for it. as a result
of which the funds of his department
hive nearly all been used tip in »dila¬
tion, the fuel has not b«en of the best
quality, necessitating that a numbor of
additional benches ba lighted up ;r. order
to make gas enough to supply the ever

incrrasing demand This. In tarn, has
required that more labor be employed,
the natural result being a strong pu'.l
on the money appropriated for pay roll
purposes*.
Mr. Knowles added that recently the

rcople from whrwn he has been purchas¬
ing coal took it upon themselves to re^
fuse paying freight, fearing connsc-ation
by the railroads. This has mad« it nec-
eseary that the fright charges be paid
at this end of the Itno. compelling Mm to
go down in his pocket for the mon«--.
