Portsmouth and Newport News Com¬
pany, which controls all of the street
nnd suburban railways and ferry lines
about here, and the Portsmouth Elec¬
tric and Gas Company, would not be in
opération now if jt were not for this saw¬
dust mine. It. keeps all of the plants run¬
ning and has been doing the work of
coal for a week. There is a large force
of miners engaged In digging this senii-
blturolnous and smoky fuel.

iarefUl burning, but It answers the pur¬
pose.
