THE MITCHELL-LEE TRAGED.
Some Misstatements Corrected and at

Analysis of Certain Facts.
Editor of The Times:
Sir..In the published accounts of the de

plorable Mitchell-Leo tragedy there hav
been so many inaccurate statements tha
I ask you to permlt me, as a matter o

justice, both to the llving and the dead
to correct some of these mls-statement
bo that the mind of the public may b
disabused so far as le pos6ible, of an;
erroneous Ideas, which have resulted li
unkindly and unwarrantable crltlclsm.

(1) In the first instance. I wish to sa;
that the circumstances under which AUia
Lee and Mr. R. B. Mitchell left Ston:
Creek on that fateful Tuesday mornln.
were such as to preclude the Idea tha
Miss Lee had any thought of elopln,*
with Mitchell at that partlcular time, 1
at all. The engagement which had ex
isted between the two, as her letters tc
Mitchell plainly show, had been broken
and some of Mitchell's letters, which hav(
been brought to light, give evidence tha
he had about abandoned all hope of per
suading her to renew the engagement
Under date of August 29th, 1.9 wrote hei
that he had determined to leave Stonj
Creek. "I am going," he says, '"to leavi
home, friends, property.my all.every
thing and everybody. Those who knov
me now will see me no more. I can*'
walt later than September 22d."
Letters whieh passed between then

show also that he had been urglng Mls:
Lee to grant him a final Intervlew st
that he might unfold to her his plan;
concerning his future life. She agree.
to do so, and tt is clearly apparent t<
my mind that the drivo she consented tt
take with him on the day they were las'
seen alive was so far as she at least was
concerned Intended to furnlsh that op-
portunlty.
In support of tho statement that sh.

had no thought of elopement ln her mlnc
I addnce the following facts: On Sep¬
tember 22d and 23d Mitchell had a fast
horse hitched up and kept during th.
morning ln readiness near his store. Or
the latter date meeting Mlss Lee on th.
village street. after some conversatlon,
he handed her in the buggy, got ln him¬
self, and then drove off. But, an eye
witness declares thaa before getting Intc
the buggy Miss Lee remained ln what
seemed to be a state of indeclsion for
fifteen or twenty min-ites, several times
even turning away from the buggy and
starting off as though to return home.
Again. the dress Mlss Lee wore at the
time was an old one which she was in
the habit of wearing only at home. She
could. have attired herself in better
clothes without excitlng comment or cu-

rlosity uad she wished to do so. as ln a
few hours time after meeting Mitchell
she was expected to be ready to start
to the Gwathney-Peters wedding at Co-
man's Well. Finally, had she wished to
elope with Mitchell there was no obsta-
cle in the way of her doing so.
No one started In pursult when it be¬

came known that they had left Stony
Creek together and no difflculty so far
as known interposed Itself after their
departure. So then we have these facts
established:

(1). That Misa Lee had discarded
Mitchell; 2d, that Mitchell sought what
ho termed a final Intervlew with her;
3rd, that when she started drlvlng wltb
him on the momlng of the _Sd of Sep¬
tember, lt was with some degree of reluo-
tance; 4th, that she waa not dressed
sultably for any kind of trip among
strangers; Sth, that had both had the de¬
sire to go awaw to get married. they
could have done so; 6th. that Mitchell
certainly did expect to leave home for
some kind of trip, as he was carefully
dressed and had upon hia person a larg.
sum of money which had been made up
by taking all his avallable cash from
the store and some from the bank.

(2).. Mr. E. L. Lee's objectlons to hia
daughter's marriage with Mitchell were

not due to the causes which tha papers
have stated, nor were th_y urged ln the
manner in which the papers have been
ir.dicated. They had abscdutely nothing
to do with either Mitchell's social or

business standing. and the statement
that ho refused to regard Mitchell as an

eligible suitor for his daughter's hand
because he had once been his clerk, is
rnanifostly absurd.
Miss Mabel Lee, after she had learned

what her father's objections to her mar¬

riage with Mitchell were, regarded them
as valid and suffiein t. In a letter from
her whieh was found in Mitchell's pock-
et she says: "His reasons (for opposing
the marriage) are fair true and un-

changcable. There is no use mj-writing
any more. It must all end now. He (her
father) didn't say anything harsh or

unkind but in a loving way he stated
the facts to me. He had reasons for my
not marrylng you of which I was en¬

tirely ignorant."
In opposing his daughters marriage to

M'tchell Mr. Lee but sought to guard her

hanniness. It was not with him a matter
Df A-iere personal dislike or prejudice or

i _-.de. He had informed his daughter and

klitf-iell of his objection to the marriage.
out" told them thnt lf they Intend. d to

narrv anvhow he desired that they should
_e ih_-rr!«-_ at hi. house. On the Tues-
3av morr"-g when they drove away to-
'ether ou_ of Stony Creek. although he
'-..nrd mt long after they left that they
.ad elope_, notwlthstandliig the fact that
.e was greatly dlsturbed by tha news.
.,_ made n oeffort to follow and oveit&kc
hem.
(3) I wish In conclusion to bear em-

ihatic testimony that there has been ab-
lolutely nothing to develop in all that
.elates to this most awful affair which
Ti.irs in anv way the lovely Christian
.hsracter and touching filia.1 devotion of
Vlahel Lee. In her letters found upon
.litchell's perpons. as well as in her en-

ire conduct from the moment when she
iiscarded Mitchell _mtll that wretched
norning w-hen they drove together out of
"tony Creek.never to return.she gave
.lear evidence that no matter at what
;nst to herself in the way of suffering,
ihe was determined to be governed by the
.oice of duty rather than by the prompt-
ngs of what at the la?t she believed to
>e misd.rected affection. Probably no

oung lady in this section of Virginia was,
nore univer_ally respected and loved than
vas she. Her. was? a character and dls-
.osition that compelled both admiration
md esteem. From every side there
omes testimony fiom those who know
ler as to her amiabis temper, unselfish
lisposition. and the rare consistsney of
er Christian life.

The President is Walking.

WASHINGTON. Oct. 18 .While Presi¬
dent Roosevelt was unable to go to Oys¬
ter Bay to register his vote for the Nd-
veinber election. ha will go to vote. The
President Is progressing finely toward
complete recovery and is now able to
move about without crutches or even a
cane. but his physicians have advised him
not to travel any distance for at least
two weeks. For this reason he will be
unable to attend the lnauguratlon of
President Woodrow Wilson, of Princeton
University, although he had expres^d
his particular desire to be present when
President Wilson is lnstalled.

Baron Castletown. and others. to canvass
the opinlons. county by county, of the
landlords on this subject. The minority
is convinced that a large number of
Landlords will be found In favor of such
a conference.
