TRAIN UNDER SNOW AND
PASSENGERS FACED DEATH

stuck In a snowdrift fifteen miles south
of Sidney, Neb,

The heroic efforts of the brakeman,
who managed to break through the snow
and walked to the nearest telegraph sta-
tion for aid, saved the entlre train, as
the last piece of coal had been placed
in ths stove when help arrived.

The train met a raging snowsiorrm neat
Sterling, Col., and near Sidney s'uck in
a huge drift and was unable to proceed
or bhaek out of it. The teiritic gale
which was blowing socon ecovered and
buried the entire train.

The erew abandoned the locomotive and
erawled Lack to the coaches. There was
little coal and no food. All passelgers
were Lrought into one car In order that
as little coal as possible should be used.

After =everal hours the passengers be-
cam& panic stricken. Women wepl hys-
terieally. A sturdy brakeman volunteered
to try and reach assistance. With a
shovel from the locomotive he dug his
way out of the drift and then for elgh-
teen hours the passengers waited, alter-
nately hoving and despairing.

The brakeman managed top reach Sid-
ney and a rellef train with fifty shovel-
lers started far the snowbound traln.
After the sgpot was reached it required
ten hours of hard work to release the

train.
