they were—Captain Baker and his men-
helpless as babies, and sobbing like ba-
bies, too, with the sailers freezing to
death in the rigging before their eyes.

"There was nothing to do escept to
wait for the wind to die down. They
waited two days and nights, beside the ;
beach fires, which lit up the faces of the
freezing sailors, and as they waited and
watched this man and that trozen beyond
m.ther endurance." let go his hold and
fell into the Sea. On the second night
they saw one man armed with a rope's
end. beat two of the mean nc-ar him to
kt*ep them awake and from freezing,. The
next day the sea died down, the ice broke
and the surf boat was finally worked to
the side of the schooner, but not before
the man who had whipped the other to
keep them alive had fallen into te sea.
Te two survivors were brought ashore,
and one died shortly after. The other,
I'm told, lived, but ho was amputated
all to pieces, nearly.

"When it was all over Captain Baker, t
nhn was haf cra-cy all the time he was
pov.erlesa to rescue tne sa lors, went to
piccts and died a few weeks later. He
died of a broken heart

LEESBURG, VA.. January S-—Lou-

doun county, was formed from Fair-
fax county In 1757, -and named from the

Eirl of Loudoun. Commissioner of Indian
Affairs in America, during the French !
ar.d Indian war. Traces of that early
contest are discernible to this day. and a
road, cut a mile south of Leesburg. by |
command of General Eraddock, is point- .;
ea. out as a matter of local pride.

Braddock and Colonel Washington both j
remained in this town several days dur- j
ing that contest. Leesburg, the county
seat, was founded by Mr. Nicholas Minor 1
September. 1753. in the thirty-two years of i
reign of George 11. Mr. Minor laid out j
building lots, being the owner of about i
sii.ty acres around the courthouse, and
further donated the lots on which the
courthouse and clerk's office now stand to
Loudoun county. See Henings Statutes at
Large, Vol. 7. pps. 235-2SS. This act con-
stituted Honorable Philip Loudoun Lee. i
Thomas Mason. Francis Llghtfoot Lee, |
James Hamilton. Nicholas Minor. Josiaa
Clapham, Aenus Campbell. John Hugn.
Francis Hague and William West, trus-
tees for the town, first called Georgetown \u25a0

end afterwards Leesburg, in honor or the I
J.ee. family, who were among the early
settlers of the county.

Until 1769. Loudoun county-was in Came-
ron Parish. In 1763 Shelburne Parish was
made, by dividing Cameron Parish.

Shelburne Parish was named from Lord
Shelburne, Prime Minister of England, at
that time.

At this 'period there was no Episcopal
Church building in "Leesburg, but one
near by at Gum Spring.

OLD VESTRY RECORD.
The following is taken from an old

vestry book dated 1771-ISCt":
"On April10. 1771. John Lewis and Thom-

as Shore are directed to employ a minis-*
ter to perform divine service: every three
months, but that preference be given Rev.
Mr Scott, and that the minister so em-
ployad preach at Leesburg and the other
chapel called the Mountain Chapel, in the

Parish and also nsar the gap of the Short
Hill Mountain."

*
A minister was advertised for in the Vir-

ginia. Gazette. In November of tha same
.ye-ar. 5.312 -pounds 'of tobacco were levied
for- Rev.*'James :Scott, -who -had been .of-1tlciating for:them.

In 1763 he entered tho ministry. lie
wa3 ordained in London by Bishop Fer-
rick August, in 1770, and It was at the i

close of 1771 that Dr. Griffith accepted i

the call to Shelburne Parish. Loudoun j
county. He continued pastor here until
1776, when he entered the American ar-
my as chaplain of the Third Virginia
Regiment. He continued chap'aln until i

17S0. ar.d then became the rector of i
Christ Church, Alexandria. In VTSO, at

the Second Virginia Convention in Rich-
mond he was chosen Bishop. In 1750 ;

Dr. Griffith died at the residence of Bish- ;

op White. .Rev. James Madison suc-
ceeded Dr. Griffith.

There is no record of a vestry meeting
from 1770 to 1770. In 1794 the vestry

elected Rev. Alexander Jones. In 170(5

Rev. Alexander McFarlan became rec-
tor but he in turn resigned and Rev. Jno.
Dunn became his successor In ISOI and
served until 15-7. Rev. Dunn, while
preaching at Modelburg, was paralyzeo
and died, at Lessburg.

Bishop Meade in preaching his funeral
selected the test. "Behold an Israelite,

in whom there is no guile! Dr. .Dunn
was buried under the v floor of the old
St. James Chancal. Leesbur?.

SALE OF PEWS..
The. Rev. George Adie became rector in

1532. Prior to this time efforts were
made to erect a new church, and after
Its completion the vestry, ir. September.
1837. appointed a committee of three— Dr.
Henry Clagett. William T. T. Mason and
Benjamin Mausby— to dispose of the pews
in the new church. The report concern
ing the sale Is interesting. The sale was
made November 4. IS-TT.

George Carter, of OaUands. paid $2^o:

Dr. Henry Clngettpa'd S'-MO-.-RicharJ H.
Henderson pnitl $2ro. Others paid for
pews sums ranging frGm 520 to $200. ac-
cording to location. There was dissatis-
faction as to the manner of disposing of
these pews, and it is said several mem-
bers announced their -intention never to
enter the church. An eye witness re-
latss that one of thesa. on one occasion
fing a pall bearer refused- to enter the
door with the bi«r. but loosened his ho!d
and remained outside awaiting the return

of the procession.
The new edifice wa3 consecrated In'July. IS3S by B:shop Meade. Dr. Pack-

ard, of the Theological Seminary, relates
an amusing incident of this event, that.
returning1 from Leesburg on this occasion

• Bishop Meade. stopping at a way-side
inn near. Leesburg deliberately drew a
chair to the corner of the room ar.d'be-
gan to shave himself without a glas3. a.
thing never, 'witnessed by him before or
since.
