SPEED ON SPEEDWAY

City Sergeant Smith Says Ha Will Not
Occupy the New Prison Before

First of Next
f

Month—Extras
to Be Considered Later.

After .inspecting: the :new city.Jail, and
having the many modern improvements
and conveniencea explained by .Mr. W.
N.'\u25a0 Bowman, superintendent for tha jcon-
tractors, the Btewart Iron Works, of Cin-
cinnati, theCounbil Committee on Grounds
and Bniidings, under whose supervision
the, prison has been' erected, upon tho
advico of the Ctty Attorney, yesterday
afternoon accepted the building, Jbo^truct-
taS the clerk to notify Judge Witt, of
the ;Hustings Court, that the etruoture
is now ready "for occupancy.
.; Shortly, after this action City Ser-
jeant. Smith Informed a reporter for
The -.Times that 'it would probably be
February Ist before.he would occupy tho
Jail with the Hi prisoners, who are "now
under his caro. He intends to.furnish
the prison complete with new beds, and
tha prisoners with clothing before solzig
into the salL

Gathered at the new Jail yesterday
wero' .Messrs. Pollock, Grimes, BUett,
Burton, Whittet,1 Bottom and Hicks,
members of' the committee; Common-
wealth's Attorney David C. Richardson,
City Sergeant J. C. Smith, Assistant City
Engineer Wilson",-. City Attorney H. R.
Pollard, Dr.;W. -S, Gordon, city physi-
cian; Superintendent. Bowman and many
others. • •

OOaEFORTABriT HEATED.
Tho building had been previously heat-

ed, and in some portions the thermom-
eter registered aa high as 95 degrees,
while in others it was somewhat colder.
Inview of 'the extreme cold outsldo, how-
ever, the building waa quite comfortable,
and many, favorable comments ! were
passed upon this feature. The cooking
wvens, tha boilers and the hugo kettles.
In -the basement of tho Jail were heated,
and each in turn was visited and in-
spected by the committee.

The hospital ward, and the room tor
contagiou3 diseases were viewed In their
turn, -but probably more attention was
given to the cells proper, and tho^ Intri-
cate looking device, than any one other
feature of the prison. As has been be-
fore stated, thla davica ia co arranges
that any one of the cells may be opened
from outside of tho corridor by means
of a lever. All may. be opened by a
single movement. Several members of
the committee tested the security of the
cells, going in and being locked there by
a man who was fullytwenty yards away
from them.
After they Inspection, the committee

strolled to the City Hall, where Super-
intendent Bowman was -

heard \u25a0 from. He
eald 'that tho building was practically
complete, although it would bo necessary
to keep a steam fitter and plumber at
work for a few days longer tightening
some of the pipes and connections.

FOUR PADDED CEULS.
Assistant City. Engineer Wilson agreed

with Six. Bowman almost entirely, al-
though he stated that the four padded
cells called for In'the contract had not
been placed -In the prison.' These, Mr.
Bowman said would be put In or a fair
deduction made for them by the Stewart
Iron Work3. Jlr. Wilson referred to the
finger marks on the walls, and the,faot
that no prevision had been made for re-
moving the ashes from the boiler room.

The question of extras was taken up,
but the committee thought it .best that
a subcommittee, together with tho City
Engineer an dthe City Attorney, should
settle this matter with the contractors.
Thtji:Mr. Pollock moved that the Jail

be "accepted, pending a settlement f6t
extras, without the acceptance prejudicing
the claims of either the city or the Stew-
art Iron Works. This was agreed to;-and
the clerk was notified to . oommunlcate
to Judge Witt that the prison Is now
ready for occupancy.

FORT WORTH, TEXAS, January 19.—
A family of three persons were poisoned,

by Robert Ray on a ranch fifty miles
south of 3?ecos on Friday afternoon and
when arrested tho man killed himself
with poison.

T. J. Ray and his two sisters, Louise
and Amy, the latter seventy years of
age, were his victims. The poisoner was
a nephew' of T. J. Ray and was heir
\u2666o tho ranch property, which fact is
thought to have prompted the deed.

Young Ray put his wife and child Into
a wagon and drove to Pecos, where they
boardod a train for Colorado City. He
was arrested by the Sheriff on his ar-
rival there.

When Ray caught sight of the officer
he swallowed a dose of poison and died
in tho presence of .his 'wife.-

Tho poison was administered to the
three old people in their food and all
three died inagony.

Settled a Quarrel in the Police
. Court— Tom Johnson

Got a Year.
Justice Crutchfield was a successful

peacemaker in tho Police Court yesterday
morning, and he sent a young husband
and wife homo together, who had entered
the court room by different ways, and
one as defendant, the other as prosecutor
in an assault case.

On Sunday evening L.L. Marshall, a
res-pectablo young painter, had, in a fit
of jealousy, and white in a state of semi-
intoxicatlon, struck his wife on tho head
with a glass pitcher. He had come from
Williamsburg, where he had been engaged
Inpainting the new section of the asylum,
the previous day, and had made an effort
to persuade here to return withhim. Sho
had refused. .Ha thought she cared more
for some one else than himself, and it
was this jealous thought that Impelled
him to strike her. He was sorry for it
a moment afterwards. She swore out a
warrant for his arrest, and ha waa de-
tained at the First Station.

When the case was called in the Police
Court Justice Crutchfield did everything
in his power to patch up the differences
between the young people, and after some
conversation' between tho couple, aided
and abetted by the Justice, they agreed
that it would be best for them to try it
over again, and they wont out together to
start life anev.-.

It
turned out that the negro was drunk, and
that he had no evil Intentions.

The rise in sterling at Parle «erv«d to
neutralize the advance hero, but the con-
viction is general that an outward move-
ment of gold this winter is probable.
