Chesapeake Bay Boats Mary-
land and Tivoli Crash To-

gether
—

No Lives Lost.
(Special Dispatch to The Times.)

ONANCOCK, VA., VA., January 21.—
The steamers Maryland and Tivoliof tho
B, C. and A. Railway Company fleet,

collided last night about 8 o'clock when
aoout forty miles,out of Baltimore. The
ice was very thick and- the Tivoll.was
going down'tiie track broken by tho ice
boat, but suddenly stopped. The chief
mate, Mr. Tilgesman, was in charge of
tho Maryland, the captain being at sup-
per. He thought the Tivoli was moving,

and in the dark, .it was snowing at the
time, saw tho steamer too late. He
rang for a.ll steam backward, but could
not prevent the collision.

The vessels crashed together. A pas-
senger stated' that it 'sounded like thun-
der. A space sixty feet long was torn
out the port side of the Maryland, and
it was possible to ace even in the saloon
of the Tivoli. There were passengers on
both boats, and all were at supper.
This was very fortunate, as some state-
rooms were torn out.

Aa the passengers rushed down on
the lower deck and were quieted by find-
ing no damaged had been done below the
water line. The entire damage is esti-
mated at $20,000.

A serious calamity was narrowly avert-
ed. Tho two steamers were stove to-
gether. Freight .had to be transferred
to the opposite side and all steam got-
ten on before tho two boats could be
gotten apart. Tho Alabama and Georgia
lay along side.; the steamers for. nearly
two hours to render any assistance need-
ed. But finally the upper decks were
propped up and the boats went on down
the bay. When the Maryland reached
Onancock. it was decided not advisable,

to go up Pocomoke River, but to re-
turn immediately to Baltimore. .The
steamer Maryland is one of the finest
on the bay and was built at Wilmington,
Del., last year.NOT DUE TO CLIMATE'

Sales Brisk but Profits not so Large as
was Expected.

3RVINGTON.. VA., January 21.—The
pyster business along the Itappahannock

JUd'er has been brisker this season than

ever before, yet tho buyers and shuckers
have not made the money expected.
Some, howcrer. who have been in the
(business a number -of years and had
»yaters already seeded, have done fairly
nvelL The scarcity of oysters raised the
price, and while the sales price also ad-
tvanced, it was riot in proportion :o the
IDost of shell oysters.

:In Carter's Creek there have been at
pne time as many as twenty large <res-
fc-«ls, besides the smaller boats and oyster
bouses, buying oysters. It is estimated
(that over 100,000 bushels have been sold-
ffrom this creek so far this season.

Between 500.<KK) and GOO.ftOO bushels of
feholls were /pla.ntv\i the past sea.son in
the Raijvpaliannock and its tributaries,
jtrhich is possibly the. largest quantity
fever' put down in th<\se waters in one
fc'xsar. Many of these are lost. There was
Scarcely any catch this high up tho bay.
pome of 4hc shells may catch spawn next
peason. but a failure to catch tho year
l>f planting leaives but Jittle hope for the
pcxt.

FATALLY INJURED FROM CHARLES CITY.

(Special Dispatch to THb Times.)

NORFOLK, VA., January 21.— The plan

of the new shipyard is nearly complote.

Fred. Haenselman has finished the out-

line drawing and Is now coloring the plan

in"order to make a picture of It. The
plan is a large map drawn on the scale
of one hundred feet, to the inch, and It

embraces a square mile of territory. This
territory is .bounded by the Elizabeth
River and Boush ..Creek and by the Coun-
try Club and the Exposition Grounds, re-
spectively,' on Its 'four sides. The ship-

yard plant occupies sixty acres of this

mile square plot, and is located In about
the middle of. the 5,000' feet of water

;front /That leaves a large amount of

water-front on either side to be occupied
by industries «pf .various kinds which may
need the deep water of Elizabeth River
for their purposes." Back. of the shipyard
plant the plan lays off the whole plot
into blocks and streets for buihiingilots.
Itis the intention of the company to ad-
vertise for the bids and to begin the work
of establishing the plant as soon as the
plans and specifications are ready.for the
Inspection of the contractors."

He says it can
be accomplished in another way; that is,
the City Councils can make the appropri-
ation deemed necessary for the almshouse.

The Mayor says: "The power is granted
to the. Legislature to permit counties,

cities and towns to make such appropria-
tions to any charitable- institution or as-
sociation, but the Legislature as yet has
not enacted such a measure.
"Iwould suggest that cases of desti-

tution can be met through the regular
channel, the Almshouse Committee, ar.d
;t have no doubt but that this committee
willbe glad, so far as it can, to work in
harmony with the United Charities, the
power being in the Councils to grant any
needful appropriation to the Almshouse
Department."

JUDGE WADDILLS DOCKET. .
Judge Waddill opened the Federal Court

this morning and arranged to hear the
civil cases which are ready for trial. He
stated that' the cases on the criminal
docket would be heard on and after Feb-
ruary 16th. Among the more important
of these are the cases of the beef con-
tractors, charged with conspiracy against
the govenrment in fixing the price at
which they were ;to bid for- furnishing
meat and vegetables to the government.
These contractors are John A. Codd, of
Portsmouth; Aaron Marx, Louis Wasser-
man and Robert Ea-stmen. of Norfolk.
Tho cases attract a:great deal of_ atten-
tion here, because of the prominence of
the persons involved and the novelty of
the charge, which was brought by Hugh
G. Miller in the absence of District At-
torney Allan, whose. assistant Miller was.
It was that act that exposed the break
between the principal and the assistant,
and showed. that General Allan was to bo
dropped out of the office which Judge L.
L.Lewis now occupies.

AGAINST THE PILOTS.
Tho suit against the Virginia Pilots'

Association was heard by Judge Waddill
In the United States Circuit Court this
morning and opinion reserved.' It is the-
caso of the ateamer Donald, which sues
to recover damages paid to the schooner
George Churchman for a collision, in
