price for the fruit at the opening of
the market, based upon the privei-
pl: of supply and demand, A it is
now, the only principle thut governs
the price of the fruit is the umonunt
on hand in New Orleaps at any one
time. If a few hundred barrels hap
pen to coma in at a time. the market
falls because the loeal market i= said
to be glutted. 1f arrangements wern
made with (ke Northern and West-
ern markets, as above suggesied,
there wouold be no soeh thing as glut-
ting the market with the compara-
tiwely few thousand barrels of oranges
now grown in Lowisiana. Ten times the
namber could be thrown spon the mur-
ket and yet it be poorly supplicd, if the
fruit growers would see to it thai
their oranges got to the markets
where they are wanted, when they

are wanted, and in the condition they
are watted.”

These sugzgestions are equaily ap-
plicalie to the growers of the Coast,
Although the production of the
orange pays well now, with an assoel |
ation of the kind, it would pay sfill
botter. Let our - people refléot over
this matier and inaugurate & systom
ol this kind &t once, this season.
