Of Auto Tires Don’'t Seem to Bother
Theodore Who Pays $2,000 a Year
For Tire Upkeep.

T. H. Kirk, the Cincinnati tobaceo
man, as is his custom attended the to
bacco sales here last Thursday, coming
up from his home in an automoblle, in
which he does most of his traveling.
Bome time ago an sutomobile salesman,
after considerable persuasion, induced
Mr, Kirk to buy a new machine from
him for $2200. After the purchase had
been made, Mr, Kirk asked the sales
man what he would contract to Keep
him in tires for oue year; the snles
man made him a price of $500, but was
compelled to withdraw this proposition
after consultifig with his firm, The
tobaceo man then asked the salesman to
get his employer to make him an offer;
the salesman vame back, stating that
for the sum of $1,000 the tires would
be furnished by the firm for one year,
Mr. Kirk quickly snapped up this of
fer, but after a little figuring the firm
decided that they would not take any
risk on furnishing him with tires, and
they evidently came to a wise conclu-
sion, us it cost Mr, Kirk #2500 for tires

TOBACCO SITUATION

E. T. Robards Declares 1913 Buarley
Crop Was Bmallest Ralsed Bince
the 1008 Cut-Out Season.

(By E. T. Robards, Lexington.)
Those who expressed
that the 1913 erop of Burley would bo
the smallest crop raised since 1908,
““gut-out’’ year, and the fact that this
view is borng out by the official re
ports of the State and United States,
are beginning to realize the troth of
their convictions,

As usual, the buyers and
views are at variaunce, ench discounting
opinions at variance with their own in
terests, it is human nature fir all to
center their thoughts and look for facts
that lean to their own side; bhenes the
divergence of lines of views and s con
sequent division of opinion,

The buying intorest antivipated
heavy deliveries during Christmas
week based on former years® experi-
ence, and the fact that fully three-
fourths or more of the 1913 grop is
stripped ready for delivery,

The fact is scarcely one-third the full
eapacity of the warehouse floors were
filled, nlthough tobuceo is in good euse.

There is bevond doubt some reaxon
for this. The buyers conclude the
sliek roads and danger of sliding off
the pikes the cause. This may in a
senne be some cause, but not the main
cause.

The farmers wore expecting a highor
average priceg than has been paid so
far, and they also expected o sharp ad-
vance after Christmas, as last year, and
coneluded to walt and let the market
open with the small receipts before de
livering, henes they ure Lolding back.

While Lexington sold last season 42,
000,000 pounds of Burley, the shoriness
of this erop, the added near markets
necossarily will lessen materially the
sules thix season. There ure those who
held to the idea that the market would
sell 85,000,000 pounds this season, but
they are few who so believed avd they
are now modifying their views
Alr¢ady wellinformed men in the trade
are wagering that Lexington will not
sell 30,000,000 pounds this season, Bome
of the most ultrn conservative men of
many years' experience in the trade,
who held to the opinion this erop would
yield 85 per cent, of the 1012 erop,
bhave lowered their views to 70 per cent,

1 think an uwmpiro should be
concilintory but firm, positive, but uo
lite, quick but undemonstrative, strict
but reasonable,’’

If n player is
guilty of the charges submittod by the
umpire, aud has no ¢quitable or reason-
uble defense, the ends of justice and
morals of discipling cun be sorved just
as well by suspending the player three
or four (days after the violation hus o
curred and wll the evidence receivel
aond investigated as by an immediate
suspension following the report of the
arbitrator.
