HOW THE TARIFF IS WORKING.

Joseph II. Grundy, the president of a company at
Bristol, Pa., employing a thousand persons spin-

ning yarns, predicted in an interview in the Phila-

delphia Press the other day that the country is on

the verge of a period of depression much more se-

vere and of much longer duration than was the
case in 1907. He' laid the fault at the tariff.

The iron and steel industry is generally accepted
as the best business barometer. The trade journals
report the mills and furnaces to be operating at
only about half their capacity and quote the iron-

masters are complaining that reduced prices fail
to attract orders. All this is not to be wondered
at. The "business world is simply marking time
until it sees what Congress is going to do. But it
hurts.

Indiana grain men in a position to speak advised-

ly believe that the price of Indiana corn is five

cents lower at the elevators' than it would be ex-

cept for the reduction of duty on agricultural im-

ports in the new tariff bill, and the consequent
invasion of the American market by Argentine
corn. They also believe that the reduction of fifty
per cent, in the duty on hay has closed the eastern
markets to the middle west farmer through the in-

troduction of the Canadian product. They do not
venture an estimate on the effect had on the price
of wheat "and oats by the tariff reductions, but say
that Canadian oats are being shipped as far south
as Texas in active competition with the American
product.
