"THE SOUL'S HABITATION":

Last Night's Eloquent Sermon By Rev.

O. W. Bunton M. E. Church Bo.

viva Grows In Interest

Rev. 0. W. Buuton, D. D., preached
Thursday night to a largo audience
upon the theme, "The Soul's Habita-
tion," from the text, Psalm 71:3. In
part tho preacher said, "There aro
some unanswerable questions that are
ever' rising about the soul of man and
the great facts of God. We aro ever
embnrrassed nt our inability to meet
these groat question. Tho powers of
tho soul, the abilities of human naturo,
also the limits of human genius give
work for the psychologist. Tho who,

tho why, tho where, and tho when, ot

God furnish unending tasks for the
moral scientists nnd theologian. Hut

all men are not philosophers, psychol-

ogists and theologians; most of us aro
,iust common men and women, but with
that e "are just a little lower thnn
angel." But an indolent mind and n

lozy heart can never know much of the
great discoverable facts of naturo and
rovolatiou. Whilo we may never be

able to learn the ditierences and modi
fications of the human soul, nnd tho
mysteries of God; and may never with
accuracy toll the contents of the soul
and will never "by searching tlml out

God," yet every conscious mind is

awaro that the soul of man is constant-
ly feeling after God. So that David
prayed a brief prayer, "0, Lord bo thou
my strong habitation to which I may
continually resort." In that prayer
brief, oxtonsive, personal, intense, two

facts are implied First, tho sense of
the soul's need; second, God's ability
to supply that need.

Next to the term "mother" nnd ap-

pellations of tho Diety is one other
word persuasive and musical, that term
is "Home," How essential the home
is to society, civilization, religion, per
sonal good and safety. Every man is

emperor in the empire of his own home;
in that he holds the power of life and
death. If a man's body needs hous-

ing ,how much more does his soul neo'l
safeguarding.

Tho soul must have a habitation. TUt

soul may be a homeless wanderer. Wit
a spiritual hiding place the soul .

as a waif upon the trackless bosom of
tho abyss, lonesome, tired and ho.'e
sick. Bo vast is tho realm over whu'h
the mind nnd spirit of man are com-

pelled to stroll that they cannot ki'tp
true to their compass-point- s unless the
have a habitation, a home, to which it
may constantly look and turn

Tho soul needs protection. It inii't
have a protector against tho sco-'- li

ing sins that ruin. Home is tho rett
for tho body; David's habitation is 'o
hiding placo tor the pursued soul '
man. The son I can find a refug r
God; mod came out from God, cannot

"There's no place Hko home." Think
of tho homeless! No flroi, no shclt",
night coming on and no bed for the
head; men, women and children woi'J
ing wearily they know not whlteher.
'Friendless, homeless. What a friji '
world Is this if no fireside of comfort.
But soul of mino, how sad thy plight
of a wanderer upon tho deep of lif,
beating thy woary pinions on tho track-

less waste of tho sea of life, comfortho,
weary, tired and dyingl

What a chanco this text offers to 1

man tired of sin. Shot through wit-th- o

arrows drawn from tho quivers of
woo nnd sorrow nnd shame. It was tho
song of tho tempest-tossed- :

"0, comp angol baud;
Come, and around mo stand;
0 bear mo away on youi snowy wings
To my immortal home!"

But is there any hope commensurate
with tho soul's need? Yes, tho second
implication, God's ability. Ho can o

tho soul; he can satisfy the deep-

est longing for present help and joy
nnd a guarantee of futuro blbis. He
can imptirt to the soul of man a spirit-

ual gift that is profltablo for tho life
which now is and for that which is to
come. God Is accessible to all who
will seok Him; "If ye seek me with tho
wholo heart, I will bo found of Him."
Come for all things aro ready. Are
you weary Seek and yo shall find

rest. Aro you hesitant? Ask and ye
shall receive. Aro you tired without
tho door? Knock and it shall bo open-

ed unto you; and behind tho door of
graco stands Him who it able to do

abot all that wo ask or think. For
tho soul, God is nn accessible habita-

tion, a secure habitation, a blessed hab-

itation, an enduring habitation. Such
inflnitcness is nt your disposal. Will
you enter into its benefits? O man, 0
woman, give your soul a chanco tonight!
Return, O prodigal heart to your God I "
