HARD HIT BY TARIFF

Claflln Company Lost $1,000,000

Through New Law.

Now York. Changes in the tariff hit
tho II. B. Olafliu company hard, its loss

in values on the goods on its shores
tlie day the tariff became effective be

nig estimated in tcxtilo circles as in ex
cess of $1,000,000. Intrinsically, the
goods were as valuable as ever, commer-

cially, they woro worth only what it

would cost to replaeo them. Tho tarlfl
also hit the house through a felling on

the part of tho consumMg public that,
becauso of tho tariff, tho retail prices
of drygoods would be radically cut.
This resulted in a reduction of sales,
the public holding off for the big cuts
they imagined would come, but which
have not materialized. The retail stores
controlled by th Clnflin company felt
this immediately, as did the parent
house, through tho inability of these
concerns to meet their obligations. The
house also had thousands of accounts
of independent merchants, who were
likewise affected, collections becoming
somewhat diflicult and reorders not so

plentiful as would naturally bo ex

pected.

CONTROL LEAF HOPPER

By Tobacco Spray Sticky Shields Can

Bo Used To Capture Winged In- -

sects and Vineyard Quickly

Relieved of Menace.

Washington, I). 0. Tlie insect Known

as tho leaf hopper that has seriously
inuuneod tho vinojnrd of Ohio and
Michigan may bo controlled by the use
of n. tobacco spray, according to tho
sciontists of tho Department of Agri
culture. Tho timo for the application
of this spray is during tho last few ilayi
in Juno or very early fa July.

Successful control of tho insect de-

pends on thoroughly wcttiug all parts
of tho under sido of tho infested leaves?

with tho spray liquid. Tho following
two formulas havo been used with ex-

cellent results:
1. Tobacco extract containing 2.70

per cent, nicothie sulphate, diluted at
tho ratio of 1 part to ISO parts of
w ator.

2. "Tobacco extract containing 40 por
cent, nicotino sulphato, diluted at the
ratio of 1 part to 1,500 parts of water.

Tho killing quality of tho tobacco
oxtract is apparently just as effective
whon ndded at tho same dilution to
tho Bordeaux mixture and arsenate of

lend spray liquids, which aro used to

control fungus diseases and chowiMg

cnomios of tho grapovino, as when used

with clear water. No injury results
from combining theso spray mixtures,
namely, tobacco extract, Bordeaux mix-

ture, and arsenato of lead. However,
tho tobacco extract should not bo mixed
with spray mixtures containing nrson
icals i'a tho form of Paris groon .or
arsenate of lime, for serious Injury to
tho folingo is likely to occur as a re-

sult of the combination,
Wliou it is deemed expedient to use

sticky shields to capturo tho winged
adults, tho best sticky substanco for
this purpose is this mixture.:

Molted resin, 1 quart; castor oil, 1

pint.
Smoar liberally- - over tho faco of the

shield.
