From tho Kitchen Garden,
In almost every kitchen garden

parsley grows, and at every well
arranged dinner one, or many
times one, dish is garnished with
the dainty, curling leaves. From
this one might think that wc are
inordinately fond oi' the plant,
and so we are. but not so much
for its food value as its appear
initio.

There is hardly another plant
that will retain its fresh, green
color and crispness when placed
against hot foods, or laid on heat
ed platters ,as parsley does.

Kven wlien heated it does not
lose its eharaeter witness fried
narslev after it is washed and
picked over it is dried In a towel,
cut small, and dropped in a little
Mot nutter, tosseci lor a mumem,
and it comes irom the neat as
green looking as ever.

Thisj fried parsley is" used on
foods that must remain covered
some time before they are served.
For ordinary garnishing the plant
is washed, the long stems clipped
away, anil the leaves kept rolled
in a'eool, wet cloth or paper until
used.

Shallots have a mild anil pleas-

ant flavor and are used in place of
onions and garlic by those who
are acquainted with their super-
iority. They grow in any gar-

den soil and may be kept in a dry,
lijrhf place until needed.

Iforseiadish comes up in the
garden j ear after ycur, and until
it spreads beyond its bounds, lit-

tle attention is given it. llow-ever.tr- y

to get it started in an un-

congenial spot or from too old a
root and you will think it the
most contrary plant in the world.

When fresh it is a great addi-

tion to all meats, and is even liked
in salads, so it is worth growing.
If you plant little roots about live
inches long they will start quick-
ly and soon develop a burning,
spicy taste that marks them ready
t' urate and use.

The French make a horseradish
butter by grating the root and
mixing it with fresh butter and
keeping it in a cool place. This
is excellent on fresh bread with
cold meat.

A reiish that Germans love is

i mixture of grated horseradish
and arple sauce pressed through
a hue seive. The juice of 'an orange
or of a lemon may be added to it.

"'KARLERUHE."

Washington, D. C Karlsruhe,
the south German city successfully
attacked recently by a squadron
of French aeroplanes, is described
in today's war primer of the Na-

tional Geographic Society as fol-

lows:
"Karlsruhe, which might be an-

glicised as 'Charles' peace of
mind,' was founded by Karl Wil-heln- i,

margrave of Baden, who
built himself a hunting lodge here
m 1715, where he might escape
the grumblings and disputes of
the people of his residence at Dur
Inch. Consist cut with the ideals
of its foundation, tho calm peace
of Karlsruhe has never been brok-en- .

It is the most uuruHled, tem-

perate anil composed of all Ger-

man cities, rush, alertness, ner-

vous ambition, business energy, all
these qualities that have come to
mark the life of the striving, rap-

idly progressing cities of the
Fatherland, are mellowed and
softened in the atmosphere of the
town oi" Karl's rest.'

"The ed city is the
capital of the Grand-Duch- y of
linden, commercially, education-
ally and socially of high rank
among the cities of the empire. H
is situated to the east of the Rhine,
on the Frankfort-on-thc-Main-Ba-s- el

railway, about thirty-nin- e

miles northwest of Stuttgart and
thirty-thre- e miles southwest of
Heidelberg. It is about seventy
miles from the French border, and
some forty-si-x miles northwest of
Strassburg. Karlsruhe contains
many fine buildings, private and
public, bordering tho broad ave-

nues, which radiate in the form of

an expanded fan from the Palace
place. The city is surrounded by
beautiful parks and gardens, un-

der whose tree-covere- d walks the
people enjoy the contented, mild
philosophy of their traditions.

"Since the establishment of the
empire in 1871, the commerce and
industries of Karlsruhe have gone
steadily ahead, and the city has
rapidly multiplied its wealth and
population. It numbers now about
115,000, not including a consider-
able peace times' military sta-

tioned there. It is the hcadquar-ter- s

of tho XIV German army
corps. Extensivo railway shops
and a large arms factory are two
of tho most important industrial
branches."

OILING THE STREETS.

How It Is Done In Other Oitics
and Countries.'

The following item was sent
The Ledger by one of its readers,
and is of a timely nature and in
terest to those who want the
streets oiled:

"The city administration has be
gun the work of oiling the streets
and is to be commended lor the
excellent beginning it has made.
The work is being done carefully,
intelligently and thoroughly
Tins gives assurance ol good re-

sults that should be eminently sat
isfactory to the citizens'ol Frank-
fort. The streets are being
swept thoroughly in advance of
the oiling itnd the oil is being ap
plied evenly with the proper mix
ture of sand to give durability of
effect and freedom from the exces.
sive stickiness which is to be noted
in some eases when oil is applied
to streets and highways. The
State .Journal.

"The State Journal eongrau
lutes the Mayor of Frankfort 'and
the oflicials and employees under
his direction upon the manner m
vt hich the oil js being applied.

"The people of Frankfort are to
be congratulated upon having a
government which wants to attend
to public business in a business-
like way, ami desires to give the
taxpayer a square deal.

"The best use has never been
made of oil in Jefferson county.
Traffic has been allowed upon
the county roads and also in the
parks to pass over the oil be-

fore it has soaked into the road
and the oiling is done without
sand. The county roads are oiled
with the dust upon them. Ve
hides passing over them pick up
larire hunks of oil, dust and
sereeniiurs. breaking the binder
and leaving the macadam in a con-

dition to water-ro- t and to wear
badly. The park roadways usu
ally are in better condition when
the oil is applied, but often are
opened when the oil is still a
stick, slippery surface, dangerous
k automobiles and injurious to an

chicles.
"Whenever a road slippery

with fresh oil is allowed to remain
oiien in violations of the specifi
cations which provide for half of
it to remain open while the other
half is being oiled someone
should be prosecuted. But no one
has been, and for that reason the
contractors who apply the oil do

as little work as may be done to
collect he money." Courier-Journa- l.
