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WJ'AIJLE HIKTIIDAYS TODAY.
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George II Mct'IuIIan, tonner Mayor
of New York, now a professor at
Princeton, who has been in the public
eye recently through his writings on
conditions in the Teutonic nations, is
50 years old today. He made a tour
through Germany and Belgium, and
described the conditions of the Bel-

gians as quite normal and satisfac-
tory.
