Washington, December 18. The
President's wedding day has arrived.
At 6 this evening he will take a new
bride for the White House. It will be
a simple event, with only members of
the two families present At the home
of Mrs. Edith Boiling Gait, the charm-in- g

widow who Is to become the lead-

ing lady of the land, the wedding
ceremony will take place. With the
characteristic quietness and refine-
ment of the President and of his new
bride, there will be outward display.
The marriage is hailed as a genuine
love mating, with the President as
happy as a bashful young person, and
his bride blushing with the modest
happiness of a girl in her 'teens.

The new White House bride Is beau-

tiful, graceful and a prime favorite.
Widowed soon after she came to
Washington a bride in the 'nineties,
she did not force her way Into the
more showy social set, but was content
with many friendship among the old
residential people of the capital. She
Is wealthy In her own right, and
was left a large fortune by her late
husband. With dignity she filled the
difficult role of a young, wealthy and
beautiful widow. She is today in the
prime of life, a picture of health, with
brown eyes and hair, a fine complex-
ion and a winning smile. Her figure
I? good and sho dresses with rare
taste.

The attachment between the Pres-
ident and his bride of today began
during the wooing of the President's
physician, Dr. Carey Grayson, whose
fiancee was Miss Gertrude Gordon, a
particular friend of Mrs. Gait. The
President looked with favor on the
match, as did Mrs. Gait, and the two
fellow conspirators with Cupid found
themselves enmeshed in love's toils.
The quiet ways of Mrs. Gait complete-
ly fascinated the members of his house
hold and she was a welcome visitor
at the White House and at the Wilson
summer home In New Hampshire last
summer. Her taste for iiteratur, mu-

sic and the things worth while ap-

pealed particularly to the President,
it is said. She had done much for
charity work in her quiet way, and it
known that this quality Is esp'ccially
appealing to the President

Today's marriage of President Wil-

son is the third marriage of a Presi-
dent of the United States while in of
fice. The first of these was the mar- -
itoge or rresidcnt Jonn ryier to Miss
Julhi A. Gardner, of New York. The
only ofcher. incident of the kind was the
marriagX of President Grover Cleve-

land to mItm Frances Folsom. Presi-
dent BenJHmin Harrison's wedding
took place after he had left the White
House. v

this afternoon and Rev. Herbert
Scott Smith, recor of St. Margaret's
Protestant Episcopal chnrclOill of-

ficiate. The President will be at-

tended by his brother, Joseph R. Wil-

son, of Baltimore. Mrs. Gait will be
attended by Miss Bertha Boiling, her
unmarried sister.

tend, and only members of the Wilson,
Gait and Boiling families will be pre-

sent.
