iNew Yorkers, may be brought ouf
from the dark closeis of many New
York familles today. For many months
past, wealthy men and women have
been blachkmalled unmercifully, ae-
cording to the federal officials, and the
government attorneys will try to pro-
duee these rioh New Yorkers in court
today to proseoute the alleged loader
of the “white slave blackmall” gang.

Don Colling, or Robert A, Tourbll-
lion as he prefers to be called, was re-
eently brought before U, 8, Commis-
sloner Houghton, and he is held under
$60,000 bafl to face the governmont's
accusation today of being the “hend
and shoulders of the worst gang of
blackmallers in the country.” The
formal charge is consplracy to obtaln
money by fraud and extortion, his ae-
complice being, according to the gov-
ernment officials, Willlam Butler, who
wig caught In the federal net in Phil-
adelphia n few weeks ago,

SBeveral wealthy New Yorkers gave
information to the Department of Jus-
tiee that they have paid thousands of
dollars in "hush money" under threats
of arrest under the Mann White Siave
act for traveling with woman across
state lines. Philadelphinns also fur-
nished gimilar information and Collins
was arrested,

The assurance of the government of-
ficials that the complalunnts are all
eminently respectable men has led to
speculation as to whether these weal-
thy New Yorkers and Philadelphlans
will appear today to identifly the lead-
er of the “gang” and tell the circum-
stances under which they were mulet-
ad. Some very interesting pestimony
I3 bound to come out, If the complain-
ants appear, It Is known that several
of those who furnished the original In-
formation are not willing to expose
their names to the unkind remarks
and etigma of a white slave case. As-
sistunt Distriet Attorney John . Knox
has threntenod to foree these vietims
to testifly by serving subpoenas upon
them.

The expose of the
blaokmall” was begun recently in
Philndelphin, whon Mre. Susan G
Winpenny, a highly respectable soci-
ety woman, identified Butler, the al-
leged accomplice of Colling, as one of
three men who called upon her last
year and demanded §8,000, under
threat of arresting her son on & charge
of white slavery. In the face of much
inevitable notoriety, Mrs. Winpenny
alded the government detectives and
told the full story of the attepnp to
blackmail her., It Is sald by the secret
service men that fully $200,000 has
been muleted from prominent people,
but none of them would go so far as
the Philadelphin woman.

Aceording to Mrs, Winpeuny, Butler
and two other men called at her sum-
mer bome last June. They said they
had followed her son, Marshall Win-
penny, and & young woman to Wild-
wood, N. J, and bhad records of the
times the young man and young wo-
man were there. They asked for §8-
000 to “fix the chief,” She pleaded she
did not have the money avallable, and
they agreed to accept $5,000, saying It
would be hurd to satlafy the “chlef”
with that small amount. They show-
od warrants and badges, which have
been proven to he imitations,

Mra. Winpenny testified she finally
put them men off, saying she wounld
consult her son and that, if be desired
her to puy the money to keep him out
of trouble ubhe would do so. Bhe re-
ported the case to the federnl author-
Ities, but the men learned of what was
koing on and failled to return for the
“bundle.”

According to the federal authoritics
three of four pretty young women are
sssochuted with the gang. They cre-
ated evidence agalust susceptible
wealthy men und also agalust physi-
clans who were blackmailed uier
threats of malpractice prosecutions,
