MRS. MARY m CALBWfLL

Mrs, Mnry Jnno Caldwell, nged 87

years, died Monday nt 10 ' p, m.,
after an Illness ot two weeks, of gen-

eral debility, nt her home In Mlllors- -

burg. Mrs. Caldwell had been in de
clining health for the past year, but
owing to her wonderful vigorous con-

stitution, she kept on her feet until
n fow days prior to her death.

Two weeks ago Monday ovenlng she
was Bczlcd with a nervous attack, nnd

i from that tlmo on it was apparent to
her family that tho end was near, al-

though she did not take her bed en-

tirely until InBt Thursday afternoon,
nt which tlmo she went into coma
toso state, from which sho never ral-

lied.
Sho was born on December 1C, 1828,

near Mnysllck, Mason county, and was
ono of two sets of children, a daugh-
ter of William and Jano Mitchell, her
father having been married twice.
Sho was ono of seven chllrren, three

s, two half-siste- rs and one
own brother, nil of whom havo pre-

ceded her to tho grave. Her father
died ot chclorn when sho was quite
a littlo girl, and her mothor when sho
was qulto young. After the death of
her mother her early llfo was spent
In Paris. At the ago of 20 sho waB
united in marriage to Mr. John Nel
son Jefferson, a prominent lawyer of
Maysville, and to this union two chll
dren wcro born, ono daughter, Miss
Laura C. Jefferson, who still survives,
and ono son, V. T. Jefferson, who died
when r. young man.

Her iiusbnnd represented Mason
county two terms In tho Kentucky
General Assembly in the early fifties,
dying when quite a young man, leav
ing her with two children. After
some years sho was united In mar
riage to Mr. David Calwcll, a promi
nent farmer of tho county, near Mays- -

lick, nnd to this union three children
were born, ono daughter. Irene Cald
well, two sons, H. M. and E. C. Cald- -

woll, she being survived by It. M., the
older son of tho second marriage.

After tho death of her husband in
18S0 she, with her children, moved to
Maysville, where thoy resided until
1889. She then went to Mlllersburg
with one son and daughter, purchased
tho farm of the heirs of tho late John
McCllntock, now owned by Mr. J. A.

Hutler, operating the farm fourteen
years. In 190G she built the home on
Trigg avenue, where she died.

She was n broad, liberal minded,
intellectual woman, thoroughly con-
versant with current events, and keep-
ing abreast of the times in all that
transpired.

Early in llfo she united with the
Presbyterian church, of which she
was a devout member until death.
She was strong in her convictions,
firm in every position assumed, ener
getic, and ofttimes was a leader in
many enterprises. All who knew her
loved her and her superior mnnners
and culture won her many friends.
Sho was gentle, but firm and true, to
evcrythng that she espoused. The
funeral took place Thursday at 10

a. ni., from her late residence, serv-
ices conducted by her partor. Uev. A
S. Vennble. assisted by Rev. J. D
Redd. Interment at family lot In the
Mnysllck cemetery.
