Chicago, Juno 5 Hughes sentiment
swept ovor the KcpuhllcnnB assembled
here for their national convention and
amazed tho leaders by Its apparent
strength and spontaneity,

Without any authorised headquar
ters or rccognlicd spokesmen dele

gated to spenk In behalf of tho Jus
tice, the Republicans considered tho
growth of the Hughes movement Into

a fullflcdgcd boom within the last
twenty-fou- r hours a forco to bo reck
oned with when tho convention assem
bles Wednesday.

A Hughes committee composed of
perhaps a hundred delegates from a
scoro of States, both Instructed and
unlnstructed, was created hero today,
marking tho first step toward a na-

tional organization of tho forces which
want to nomtnato tho Justice.

Tho purposo of the commltteo is to
plcdga every posslblo dolcgnto to Jus-tlc- o

Hughes beforo tho convention
meets and to stir enthusiasm for him
by tho uso of bands, banners, badgos,
and buttons. Expenses of tho commit
tee will bo met by popular subscrip-
tions and offers to contribute to the
fund came quickly today when the
plan was suggested. Meetings will be
held dally. Tho next one will bo to
morrow afternoon, when, It was pre-

dicted today, a score of additional
States will bo represented.

Applaud Hughes' Name

livery mention of the Justice's name
brought prolonged applauso at today's
meeting, and when Governor Whit
man, Frank H. Hitchcock and Colonel
William Hayward predicted that ho
not only would be nominated but
elected, tho delegates shouted ap
proval.

Several New England delegations
wcro said to be planning a conference
with Mr. Hitchcock with a view to
joining the Hughes boom.

Introducing Governor Whitman,
John A. Jantzko of Maryland, Chair
man of the meeting, said that tho Gov
ernor as a Hughes leader would tell
the delegates what to do.

"It Is not my purpose to tell you
what to do," the Governor said. "1
wish from my heart that all the States
represented In this convention had
done as Oregon in sending a full dele
gation here instructed for Justice
Hughes. You have shown the entire
country what should bo done.

"The Hughes sentiment Is hero to
day, but I feel that It only faintly rep
resents tho sentiment that exists
throughout the United States. I only
wish that tho New York delegation
was as united for Justlco Hughes as is
Oregon's.

'ew York For Hughes. --

"The sentiment In New York I

overwhelmingly for Justice Hughes.
Delegates aro not sent hero to

voice the sentiment of one man. They
are here to record tho sentiment of
tho people. Aud if tho sentiment of
tho people Is recorded, I have no doubt
that tho action of Oregon will be the
action of tho convention.

"As one who desires to see the party
unlto on tho best man, It is my opinion
that Charles E. Hughes not ouiy will
be nominated but also will be olectcd
the next president of tho United
States."

Mr. Hitchcock merely said that he
stood for Justlco Hughes because "ho
Is a winner and Is going to win."

"The convention will not go beyond
tho second ballot and possibly not the
first," Colonel Hayward declared. "Tho
nomination of Hughes Is Inevitable."

J. P. Hill of Maryland told of his
conversion to a Hughes supporter.

"Throughout my state," he said,
"there Is a feeling that the party must
unlto for protection. It stood for the
protection of the Union In 1861, it stood
for tho protection of industry In 1890

und todny we stand for tho protection
of tho country.

Peril ol n Split
"I came here thinking that there

were only two men In tho country on
whom wo could unite Itoosovclt and
Hughes. I have been hero a week and
everyone I meet think we can unite
on Hughes. If wo go into this conven-
tion with any other candidate we will
spilt wide open. I think wo can win
with Hughes."

Ono potent clement In tho Republic-
an nomination, toward which all the
leaders wcro looking with some appre-
hension, was settled by tho decision of
tho Progressive National Committee
not to nominate a Presidential candi-

date until Saturday and to appoint a
commltteo to confer with tho Repub-

licans. This action wus takon In

session and not announced or
otllcinlly admitted.

Thus was predicted a situation in
which tho Progressives might have
nominated Colonel Roosevelt at once,
as the nioro radicals of tho party
wanted to do, and confront the Re-

publican convention with accepting
tho Colonel or fuolug u third tlckot In

tho Held.

Tho apparent elimination of Colonel
Roosovelt as u possible uomluee, how-

ever, has encouragod boomers for

some of the other CMtAtes, Many o!
thorn profess toimm thoy will be

the beneficiaries of tho waning Roose-

velt strength, and that an effort now

will be mado to conccntrato on a plan
to eliminate Hughes.

Chief nmong these is tho candidacy
of Senator Weeks of Mnssachusotts.
He Is on tho ground, and as fast as
willing aro taken to tho WcokB head
quarters. During tho day tho WcokB

supportors Increased estimates from
tlmo to time of the probable first bal
lot strength of their candldato until
thoy wcro claiming moro than 300 on

tho first voto.
Although abandonment of any plan

to get a statement
from Justice Hughes has been an
nounced In nuthoratlvo quarters,
delegates nevertheless inqulro for
somo authoritative Btatomcnt of his
political clews and his stand In impor-

tant Issues.
Recognizing tho persistence of these

demands, leaders interested In pre-

senting Justlco Hughes' nnmo to tho

convention let It bo known todny that
Governor Whitman, in his nominating
speech, will make a statement outlin-
ing Justlco Hughes' political views

and his record on Important Issues.
TJologntes have been told that tho ou:- -

line to be given them of Justice
Hughes' position will bo based on a

careful study of his publlo career by

thoso who have been intimately asso
ciated with him and who know Juot
wliero ho stands.

Call for Roosevelt
Many of tho Roosovelt adherents be

lieved tho Colonel should come to Chi
cago. His presence, thoy thought.
would obvlato all danger of tho Pro-

FIRST THAN TOTAL OF 'SONS'

SAYS HITCHCOCK

Chicago, Juno 5 Tho direct claim
that Justice Hughes will have mor.
votes on tho first ballot than the com-

bined strength of tho "favorite son"
candidates and that his man Is "In
cvltablo" was made by Frank Hitch
cock, original Hughes man, hero to
day. Hitchcock declared tho favorite
sons combined hold only 345 votes,
while it will noecd 493 to nominate.

The Hitchcock statement said:

Nebraska, 26 for Cummlngs; North
Dakota, 10 for La Folletto; South Da

kota. 10 for Cummins; total 106. Scat
tcring. 12.

"This makes a totul of 345 instructed
for favorlta-so- n candidates. It will
require 493 to nominate.

early ballot Is Inevitable."

Coming from a conference with
Justice Hughes in Washington, Ran

WHY FOOT GOES TO SLEEP

(New York World)
The strange sensation of the foot

"going to sleep" is due tb a mechani
cal obstruction of tho great sciatic
ncrvo. When wo sit for a long time
with out legs crossed or with the back
of the thigh pressing upon tho edge
of a chair the sciatic ncrvo is squeezed

The sciatic ncrvo is tho biggest In
the body. It springs from tho sacral
plexus, that laybrlght In tho small ot
tho back formed by a branch of the
fourth lumbar nerve, tho fifth lumbar
nerve and the first, second and third
sacral nerves. It, In tho words ot
Gray's Anatomy, "supplies nearly the
wholo of tho integument of tho leg,
tho muscles of the back of the thigh
and thoso of the leg and foot." Some
whero about tho lower third of the
thigh it divides Into two, and these
again branch out all over tho lower leg
and foot. The sciatic, like other
nerves fibers, each of which has Its
own thin shcalth.
