President Wilson's course In Mexico,
enmo to Chicago with half a dozen
Icntntlvo drafts of a Moxlrnn plank
Conferences of prospective members
of tho Convention Resolutions Com

mittee with Senator Fall today re-

viewed tliesc declarations, and tho.
Senator Inter declared heo was confi

dent the Mexican declaration would

furnish the real Issue for the Full
campaign.

looting of their property."

HAMSTRINGING THE PAHCEL
POST

In Form and Flresldo Judson C.

Wolllvor says:
"Probably tho biggest thing the Na-

tional Governraont has done for the
farmer slnco tho establishment of the
final mall delivery was tho creation ot

the parcol post. It la quite unneces-

sary to toll peoplo how much the par-

cel post means to them, especially to
tho farmers.

"But a determined effort is nfoot to

strike down tho parcel post in its early
stages of growth, by hauniBtrlnglng it

with regulations and restrictions. The
wholo country, especially tho rural
community, needs to understand and
to take measures to savo this splendid
facility.

"Tho parcel-pos- t legislation pro-

vides that tho Interstate Commerce
Commission shall, on petition of the
Postmoster-Qenera- l, determine rates,
conditions, regulations, weights ot

parcels, etc., for tho parcel-po- st ser.
vice. That is. the interstate Commis
sion Is vested with authority to fix,

rates and conditions ot transportation
for tho railroads and oxpross compan-

ies, and in these cases anybody may

appeal to It to sxorclso Its authority.
The presont parcel pout rules limits
the weight ot a parcel handled by post
to 50 pounds. That Is tho maximum

that Undo Sam will handle--. However,
It tho Postmaster-Gener- al wanted to
Increase the maximum jo 100 pounds,
ho could, as the law now stands, ap-

ply to tho Intorstato Commission tor
authority; and, If1 It permitted, there
would be nothing In the law to pre-

vent.

PEACE IX FEW MONTHS IS GEIN
AMI'S OPIXIOX DECLARES

UERLIX PAPER

Berlin, Juno 6 The Evening Na-

tional Zeltuug prints an Interview
with James W Oerard, the American
Ambassador, which bears on its face
Indications of lack ot authenticity.
Speaking on the chances of peace, the
Ambassador Is quoted as saying:

"Now, as before, I consider those
favorable, and I am convinced that
ouly a few months soparnto us from
peace.

"President Wilson hus, abovo all, a

human interest in tho restoration of
peace. I know ho feels doep, personal
pain at tho misery which the war Is

bringing to millions ot men, and I as
sert that ho has proved that by words
and deeds."

Tho Interview proceeds with refer
enecs to Presldtn Wilson's peace ut
tcrances in connection with tho Presi-
dential campaign in the United States,
phrased in a way that the Ambassa
dor naturally would avoid. It quotes
him also as declaring hlmsolf con
vlnced few weeks would materially se

the Inclination for peace among
tho belligerents.

Ambassador Qerard today flatly de.
nlcd that Joseph C. Grew, Sccrotnry
ot tho Embassy, who now is in tho
United States, has any especial polltl
cal mission, as has been widely re
ported here.
