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WAR WITH MEXICO SEEMS CERTAIN

War with Mexico now seems certain.
Pressure from some of the European nations, and the influences

of temperate patriots in tho United States and Mexico, may prevent
organized and prolonged conlliet, but at this writing the danger of a

positive breach bet ween the two republics is very grave indeed.- -

Every mini who lias anything like a due appreciation of what this
means will view the situation with extreme regret. In a war between
the two countries the United States lias much to lose, little to gain.
Mexico has much to gain, little to lose.

For the United States it means a long and bloody conlliet. the
sacrifice of thousands of her young men to slaughter on the battle-

field and in guerilla warfare, in camp and hospital, millions of dollars
wasted, and armed occupation of Mexico for years how many no

man can now undertake to say.

Whatever mistakes may have been made in fhe'past. regardless
of the blunders which may have been committed by this government,

it is the duly of every American citizen to give his support to the
army, his encouragement to the individual soldier who is moved by

any motive or impulse to answer his country's call to arms. "Wight
or wrong, our country," must some lime be the motto of every man.

It is futile now to attempt to say what might have been done by

other statesmen or by other administrations. Under the lash of politi-

cal controversy and partisan debate during the Presidential campaign,
ivttcmpts will be made by both parties to make capital out of the Mexi-

can situation.
It will be alleged that President Wilson, when ho refused to

recognize Iluorta, started the train of disasters which has at last

plunged the United States into a bloody and expensive conflict; that
when he virtually tied the hands of Iluorta and permitted .shipments

of arms to be made to C'arrnnza and Villa, he actually intervened in

the affairs of the .Mexican republic and aroused widespread hatred
for the United States which was intensilied later by his dealings hack

and fourth with Villa ami Carranza. which hatred finally bony fruits,
wherever opportunity arose for d Mexicans to give evidence
of the contempt and resentment they entertained for the poeple of

the United Slates.
Iluorta was not a model. lie was doubtless as much of a mur

derer as Villa, but. there has been no tranquility in Mexico in a half
century except that which was preserved by tho iron heel of a despot,
and as between Iluorta on tho one hand and Villa and C'arranza on
the other, there was little choice. Morally they were all in the same
boat a motely collection of brigands, some in dress suits and some in
khaki, but all lime to send an army into Mexico and seat and support
pared at the time to send an arm yiiito Mexico and scat and support
one or the other of these men, Iluorta. as the generally recognized
head of the do facto government, should have boon permitted to work
out his scheme of control without interference. The responsibility for
what the United States actually did do must rest somewhere.

All this now is little bettor than "spilled milk." but as nation,
like individuals, profit most from remembrance of past mistakes, it is

not unwise for us to consider the course of events in our recent rein
tions with Mexico and endeavor to extract therefrom sane conclu
sions for our guidance in the future. Lexington Leader.

Tho other Instnnce In which the ad- -

Imlnlstratlon received a rebuke was In

connection with postal legislation. Tho

Scnnto Committee on Tost Offices and
Post Roads had agreed upon certain
recommendations regarding rural de
livery service and railway tnnll pay.

Members of Congress had been Hooded

with protests against the policies the
Department has been trying with pro-

tests against tho policies the Depart
ment has been trying to put In practice
'In tho rural service, and, In nn effort

to meet the demands of the patrons of

the rural delivery service, the Commit-

tee proposed certain restrictive regula
tions which would prevent the Depart
ment from further demoralizing the
Hcrvlre. Fourth Assistant Postmaster
General Illakesdale, who lias 'super-tlslo- ti

of the rural delivery service.
Immediately sent out a number of tele-

grams and letters to postmnsters di

recting them to stnrt a propaganda
ueainst the proposed legislation. The
language he suggested to them was not

at nil complimentary to tho members
of the Senate Committee. In fact, it
rollpc.tod upon their Illness for heals in

tho Senate. Postmaster General lUir-ileso- n

denied having anything to do

with the propaganda work, so tho

Committee called Wakesloe on the car-

pet and reprimanded him In no uncer-

tain terms. The most serious disclo-

sure of the whole affair is that the
telegrams sent by Illakesdale were paid

for by tho Government. While the cost

of the telegrams was probably not

great, the principle is tho same. If it

Is lawful for nn administrative omcer
to expend a hundred dollars directing
an administrative machine in a cam

palgn against legislation pending in

Congress, it is lawful for him to spend
a hundred thousand dollars. With

practice such as this once established,
bureaucracy would have no limits
'Recognition of this hnd mueli to do
with the determination of tho Senate
Committeo to rebuke the Department
In a most emphatic way.

President Wilson has taken tne one

step necessary to drlvo away from the
Democratic partn to the support of ev-

ery colored voter, lie has appointed
a white man to tho position of Record-

er of Deeds of the District of Colum-

bia. Cleveland established the custom
of placing a colored man in this posi-

tion Every President since has ob-

served this custom. During his till!
campaign Woodrow Wilson assured
representatives of tho colored race
that ho would not discriminate against
tho colored people In tho matter of ap-

pointments. After his election he
promised to appoint a colored man to

this particular office. His recent ap
pointment of John F. Costello, Demo-

cratic Committeeman from tho Dis-

trict of Columbia, Is not only a vio-

lation of his promise but a violation of

a custom so won csianusned uiai ins
net cannot bo construed otherwiso than
as a direct slap at the colored pcoplo.
One-thir- d of tho population of the Dis-

trict Is colored. There Is ono question
that plenty of qualified men could be

found among tho members of that race.
The position Is purely clerical und has
boon satisfactorily tilled by colored
men for many years.
