When this army of harvest laborers
s taken from the cities to the harvest

fields a large additional force will be

needed in the farm homes to prepare
meals for them, it is estimated that
In Kansas alone 80,000 men will be

taken to the harvest fields. With this
in mind it was recommended at the

Kansas City conference that a cam-

paign bo waged to enlist women of

the villages, towns and cities to go

to the country nnd assist the farm
women in their work as men are as-

sisting the farmers. It was felt by

ail that it would be possible to secure

the services of many thousands of wo-

men to nssist in this big work. In
many instances there are sehool boys

enable to pitch wheat, who could be

used to peel potatoes, carry water,

wash dishes and help In other ways,

and It was planned to enlist a large

number of such boys to assist in this

work.

ing millionaires out of Kentuckians in

the last few months." remarked Oscar
R. Amcrman, of nt. the
Washington. "In September distiller-

ies were gloomy at the prospect or

ruin because of the closing of their
business by presidential order. Now

because of the advance in whiskey
prices ninny of these men have be-

come rich. This advance has been
aboM $2. 50 a gallon, and in Louisville
alone 20 men nre rated millionaires
as a result. These men nre. making
money so fl they do not know' what
to do with it. I know of one man,
who eight months ago thought he
faced ruin, who recently sent a check
for a full year's salary to all of his
employees, who were thrown out of

work when the distilleries clrped.
"In one Louisville plant tlwve were

,10.000 barrels when prices started d.

If the owners have retained It

they will realize n profit of about
Another distiller is reported

to have HO.oiio barrels, which at the
present price would yield him $.V
87.r.000. Many others are similarly
situated, nnd one man is reported to
have already cleaned up $2,500,000.

Many small dealers have made from
$10,000 to $20,ono. The holdings of

whiskey in Louisville by these small
dealers aggregate 14.100,000 gallons,
on which it is reported they have real-

ized $35,2r.O.OO. Kentucky on July 1

of last year had 103,321.78.1 gallons of
whiskey In bond, and this wns consid-

erably increased before the President
ended ltsNmnnufacture. At this time
there Is still upward of 90,000,000 gal-

lons. The price on whiskey in bond a
year ago was R5 cents, nnd it is now

$3.05.
