EXHIBITIONS 0
BE HELD HERE

Farmers WIIl Be Taught To Select
. Loafer Hens From Thelr Flocks By
Experts at Demonsirations|

Culllng is the one sure means of
pleking out the loafer hen in spite of
the fagt that the owner sometimes
thinks the wrong blrth have been re-
moved, aecording of Couuty Agent Geo,
Kirk, who {8 planning to hold a num-
ber of demonstrations to show farm-
ers and thelr wives of this seotion how
to tell the non-laying hen. from the
heavy laylng one. This fact was dem-
onstrated in one of the culling demon-
strations held last year-on the flock of
Senator H. M. Froman, of Ghent,

A specallst from the poultry de-
partment of the Collége of Agriculture
culled 31 hens out of a flock of 0
Barred Plymouth Rooks owned by
Senator Froman and placed them in a
pen by themselves. When Senator
Froman returned home he questioned
the correctness 'of the selegtion which
had been m{de and declared that in his
estimation the wrong hens had been
placed In the pen for culls. He sold
the selected loafers one week Iater,

" howdver, upon discovering that during
the peven days the 29 hens had 1aid as
many eggs ha the 60 had laid the pre-
ceeding seven days while the 31 hens
had -lived up to their titles of loafers
and not lald an egs.

“These results are typical of those
which may be found on many Mason
county farms,” sald County Agent
Kirk. “The loafer {s not only a non-
producer of eggs but she Is also able
to fool the farmer Into thinking that
she {8 laying." It will be the object
of the demonstrations which will be
held to show the farmers how to plck
out these loafers. We Intend to show
the differences and then distribute 1it-
erature which will make it possible for
the farmers and thelr wives to go
home and plck out the hens which
have stopped laying to loaf until
spring. [

COLORED POPULATION OF
KENTUCKY IS DECREASED

Cenyus Report Bhows (onsldernble
Decrense In Colored Populaton of
Kentucky In Last Ten Years,

Whashington, Augukt 10, — The Ne-
gro population of Kentuoky decréased
from 261,656 In 1810 to 235,038 n 1020,
while the whites Increased from 2,027
961 to 2,180,560 in the same time, the
census buréau announced.

The total native white population
was 2,089,134 against 80,780 forefjm
born whites; 65,981 native whitea of
forelgn born parents and 44,716 who
had one parent of forelgn birth. The
State's population included fifty-sevon
Indians, aixty-two Chinese, nine Japa-
nese, two Koreans, one Filipino and
one Hindu. ;

Illiterates In Kentucky over ten
years of age numbered 8.4 per cent, of
the total population, seven per ceut. of
the native whites and twenty-one per
cent. of the Negroes.

CROPREPORT SHOWS
L0SS IN ALL THE BIG
CROPS IN AMERICA

Federal Estimate On All Important
Crops Is Reduced As a Result
01 July Drouth—Tohaeco
Condition 66.0,

Waahington, August 10, — Practical-
ly every important farm crop showed a
losa in prospective production as a re-
sult of adverse conditions during July.
The department of agricuture’s month-
ly report today forecast 52,000,000
bushels less wheat than estimated a
months ago, 91,000,000 bushels less of
corn, 192,000,000 bushels less oats and
61,000,000 bushels lers potatoes.

Winter Wheat; Preliminary estl-
mate, 44,000,000 bushels. Aproduc-
tion of 673,930,000 bushels was fore-
cast last month, while last year's crop
was 577,763,000 hushels and the aver-
age production of the five years, 1015-
19, was 572,401,000 bushels. This
yenr's acrenge is 98,721,000, or 25 per
cent, more than last year.

Spring Wheat: 213.000,000 bushels.
A production of 236,482,000 bushels
was forecast gast month, while last
year's ‘grop waa 200,365,000 bushels,
and the average production for the five
years, 1915-19, was 258.496,000 bush-
els. The condition of the crop on July
1 was 80,8 pei~eent of a normal, while
on August 1 last Year it was 73.4 and
tho ten-year August 1 averages la 73.2.

YOUTH CHARGED
WITH SLAYNG
S FATHER

Clark County Youth Kills Pather In
Argument Over Seftlement On
Crops, Say bis
Brothers,

Winehester, Ky, August 10, — John
Schumaker, 21, a farmer living near
Kidville, this county, was placed In the
Clark eounty fall hiere Tuesday night
charged with the murder of his father,
John Schumaker, Sr., whose hody was -
found at the Schumaker home Tues-
day,

Placing of n formnal charge of mur-
der against the younger Schumaker
followed a visit of county officials to
the seene of the tradey Tuesday, after
which John and his two 18-year-old
twin brothers, Herbert and Hobart,
were bronght to Wincheater for exam-
ination. Shortly after arrival of the
party at pollee headquarters the two
boys confessed that their elder brother
killed thelr father after o quarrsl over
erops.  Both admitted that they wit-
nessed the shooting,

Previous to about two weeks ago,
wecnrding to the told by the
vounger brothers at nolice headquar-
ters, John and his wife had lived with
thelr father. Trouble arose over gome
crops, of which John claimed an in-
tereat, following which the younger
John, with bis wife. moved to her
mother’s home in Estill county, leav-
ing the father by himself. The broth-
ors returned every day to look after
the chickens and crops, it was stated.

The final dispute arose between
Tohn and his father when the father,
who owed moner to a nelghboring
farmer, made arrongements for the
neighbor to fake the crop of corn in
nart payment of the debt.

On Monday moralng the three boys
rame over ns usual and mef ‘holp
futher In the watermelon patch, Noth-
Ing was snid about the crop until they
approached the houge, The father went
into his room and John, Jr., secured
a shotgun from another part of the
house and went into the father's room
from the front entrance, followed by
i the gyounger brothers. The father re-

[ fused to zive his son anything for the

crop, saying that they had no agree-
ment to that offect. John, Jr., then
fired twice at his father killlug him
ingtantly.
