Processing.

Let the politicians say what they
please about it, the farmers' movement
is going ahead like a prairie on fire out
West, whether the organizations in the
East are shams or not. Several repre-
sentative Missouri papers at hand speak
of the sentiment in that region. One
says: "The necessity for that reform in
political administration which the united
effort of the farmers of the country, es-

pecially of the West, can alone obtain

of the Patrons of Husbandry, express
themselves warmly in favor of ita princi-
ples, excepting its secrecy. In short
there seems to be a general stampede out
West in favor of the movement, regard-
less of religious predilections to previ-
ous political affiliations.

But there is

a strong probability that Allen ia elect-

ed, as the Republican Tote has gcgatly

fallen off in nearly all the counties

'nothing left but politics the last and
lowest resort of.all who could do nothing
else and he became a politician. As
such he had flattered himself that he had
been a success, but the vote last Fall set
him to questioning ifafter all he was not
a failure in this too.

Afflictions of Memphis. The list
of the sufferings of Memphisdnring the
current year is very extraordinary and
saddening. First, comemrce by river
was impossible on account of ice for two
months. Next, as soon as the river was
navigable the epizootic prevailed to

; such an extent that there were no horses
to haul freight to the steamers a fact
which absolutely paralyzed trade and
industry. The third calamity was the
small-po- which so frightened people
in other cities that Memphis was left in
want not only of necessary aid and at-

tention, but of food. Fourth came the
"indigenous" cholera, whose ravages

. among an already disheartened popul-
ation were as severe as those of the
small-po- x. The cholera had not fairly
run ita course when the yellow fever
made its appearance as the fifth, and by
far the moot terrible scourge, within ten
months. Yesterday, the telegraph tells
us, the streets of the city were almost en-

tirely deserted, bo crowds of citizens go-

ring to and from church, no pleasure
vehicles, nothi.ig but hearses and atten
dants flying to the cemetery and as quick-
ly returning to receive another victim of
the terrible scourge. , The ceremony
of burial has been shorn of its solemn
formality, and to meet the demands for
the removal of the dead undertakers are
required to move with celerity more be
coming merchandise transports ia the
midst of tit busiest season. Occasion- -

-- illyinreliicle containing the visiting com

mittees of the day of soni relief associa
tinn wnuld man at a ran id pace, but
aside from these ihe city presented
gloomy appearance. Last night the
weather grew cool, and there was pros

pect of a frost.

' The wheat raised in such abundance
in Northern Texas this season, is said
to rival the far-fam- Genesee wheat in

interesting incident:
The strength which these creatures

When drag
ged on to the raft From which he had
descended, and finally released, he had
fainted. The men on the raft seized the
fish by one of its wriggling arms and
tried to pull it off, but could not break
the power of a single one of the suckers.
The fish was only removed by being dealt
a he"vy blow across the sack containing
the stomach. This sack stood stiffly up
above the eyes, while the eyes stood out
like lobsters' eyes, and gleamed like fire.
The monster is, all in all, one of the
most frightful apparitions it could be
the fate of man to meet. It fulfills in
every particular the horribie features
attributed to, it in Victor Hugo's "Toil
ers of the Sea." Noth withstanding the
severitv with which the able Frenchman
has been criticised for "creating a non
descript with his Jweird imagination,
the truth must be granted that hrs "non
descript" has an actual existence, as is
evidenced by the specimens in Brighton
and Hamburg, as well as my own.

The cathedral erected ia the twelfth
century is the only interestingchurch of
which Bremen can boast. It is now a
protestant church, and contains the
finest organ in Germany. Its greatest
attraction to strangers is the exbition of
several mummies, the oldest having been
four hundred years, and the most recent
sixty years, in an undecaying condition.
The vault in which they repose posses
ses the property of preventing decom
position, in proof of which poultry is
frequently suspended in it, and a vener
able turkey one hundred years old, be
ing at the present time hanging on
the walls.

The corpses bear no evidences ef do
cay, as in the case of Egyptian mum
mies, but carry on their countenances
the appearance of recent death, except
the dust of ages Las somewhat colored
them. There are about a dozen bodies
laid out in coffins. The flesh feels like
archment, and the cheeks of an old

countess, who has laid here four hun
dred years, looks quite plump. One is
the remains of an English officer, shot
in a duel ninety years ago, with a bullet--

bole in bis breast and a shatter-
ed shoulder. A corpulent old general
is still corpulent, and a dozen chickens
hung up ninety years ago, have their
feathers all intact.

The vault in which they lay is about
thirty feet long and fifteen wide, and
above the ground, in one of the crypts
of the church. There is nothing pecu-
liar about it and there seems no reason
why it should preserve bodies from de
cay more than any other room in Bre
men.

The exhibition of these curiosities
gives an income to the church of about
twenty dollars per day, and is quite a
valuable source of revenue. It is not
everybody who can t to be so re-

munerative after they have given up the
ghost.

A widow in Shelby County, Illnois,

Pardon for all Deserters.

Washington, Oct. 10, 1873.
Genereal Orders No. 101.

The Precedent of the United States
commands it to be made known that all
soldiers who have deserted their colors,
and who shall, on or before the first day of
January, 1874, surrender themselves at
any military station, shall receive a full
pardon, only forfeiting the pay and al-

lowance due them at the time of deser-

tion; and shall be restored to duty with-
out trial or punishment on condition that
they faithfully serve through the term
of their enlistment.

Important Decision in an Insurance
Case.

Richmond, Va., October 14. In the
Circuit Court of the United States, to-

day, the case of Hancock vs. The New
York Insurance Company was decieded
against the company, and a verdict ren-

dered for $1,371. This is a case of gen-

eral interest in the South, and also to
insurance men, as it settles the question
of the libility of Northern insurance
companies for the amount of premiums
paid before the war on policies which
lapsed during the war, if the companies
refused the application for a renewal af-

ter the war had closed. The verdict was
for premiums paid and interest thereon.
The company's agent here declined to
receive the premiums from the plaintiff,
because he was unable to communicate
with the home office.

Pennsylvania Barns.

Mr. W. C. Croffut, editor of the Min-

neapolis Tribune, one of the spiciest,
wittiest, and most practical writers in the
West, has been taking a stroll East, and
thus discourses of the barns he saw there:

"May I jump from the footlights to
the farm? from Chicago to Pennsylva-
nia? In Chester and Lancaster countieB
is, I think the most finished farming in
the Union. The farms, composed of a
brick-du- st Bort of soil, are cultivated
from fence to fence, every rood, as the
farms of Flemings and of Brittany are
cultivated from hedge to hedge. Cattle
stand with their four feet in two feet
of clover. Every field is a park.
Every barn is a cow-palac- e. Every pig-

pen is a porcine paradise. Pennsylvania
is the State of barns,
Think of a three-stor- y stone barn, with
a swell front and dormer windows in the
roof, and a luxuriant portico where the
Sybaritic calves chew the cud of sweet
contentment on summer evenings! And
then behold the little cabin in the rear
where the Agricultural Dutchman lives
with his "frow," and where the children
lie on the floor and envy the happy
calves in the lattice portico. Every
barn is three times as large as the house,
which serves as a sort of appendage, and,
as it were, plays second fiddle to it. The
barn is headquarters, and the house a
sort of sentry-bo- x where the man resides
who takes care of it. The burn is sla-

ted, painted, corniced, cisterned, d,

and the pig-st- y is glazed, the
chicken coops are painted, and the worm-fenc-

are whitewashed as far as you can
see. I have no doubt the original
dwellers here whitewashed the ground
for acres around the domicile twice or
thrice a year, till they learned its fatali-
ty.

One H. Clay Harper, of St. Louis,
has been writing through the country
trying to obtain the publication of a let-

ter pretending to offer to make a bet that
President Grant will be "assassinated be-

fore the 10th day of April, 1874." The
editor of the Lexington (Missouri) Cau-

casian publishes the letter; urges that the
assassination be committed, and says it
will "afford .the Caucasian profound
pleasure to announce, on the morning of
April 11, that Mr. Harper has won his
bet!" There should be some swift and
certain method of placing this pair of
fools in the lunatic asylum or the peni-

tentiary. The grand juries of their re-

spective counties should take them in
hand without delay. Cincinnati Commer-
cial.

Missouri now claims to rank second
in the farmers' movement, as regards
the number of Granges and their influ-

ence. Fiftya gents of the State Grange are
busy organizing new Granges at the rate
of fifty a week, and it is believed that
when the movement is two years old it
will number no less than 2000 Granges.
Meetings are held almost daily in the
State, with an average attendance rang-
ing from 5000 to 10,000.

General Cass, of the Northern Pacific
Road is now in the city. There is noth-

ing new in regard to the line beyond the
fact that building operations west ot the
Missouri are suspended, but the work
will be commenced as soon as possible
next spring. General Cass hi been
over the lino to see what ii necessary for
putting tle road in the best possible con-

dition for its winter business. St Paul

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We were apprised, the other day, of
the completion of the great East Indina
Railroad between Bomby and Madras,
connecting the Arabian Sea with the
Bay of Bengal. The event is of great
importance to Hindostan. The line is
over a thousand miles in length. It
runs through one of the most densely
populated regions of the globe. It
must be a prominent feature of the im-

mense network of railways with which
British capitalists are covering the
British dominions in the East Indies,
and which are working out such pro
found results, bearing upon the politics,
social and religious condition, trade,
commerce and intercourse of the hun-

dreds of millions of people who have
been planted there from time immemor
ial. These railroads have givep the
British Government a new hold upon
India, far firmer than it ever had be-

fore. They are carrying European civi-

lization and manners into regions not
heretofore liable to change. They are
breaking up the ancient system of
castes, liberalizing the minds of the
Hindoos, undermining their ancient
heathenism, and offering them all the
advantages of extended travel. They
are giving an immense impetus to com-

merce, opening new markets to British
manufactures of every kind, and furn-

ishing new means of outlet for native
productions Railroads, telegraphs, news-

papers, and the British system of polit-

ical administration are thus bringing
about marvelous changes in the popula-
tion of the East Indies, and are prepar-
ing the way for results which time alone
can reveal. The new ar

railroad line, just completed, is in
many respects the most important line
yet built in British India. Railroad
travel and transportation are very cheap
in that country, but nearly all the roads
have proved profiitable to the capitalists
who invested in them. The Bombay
and Madras line is sure of pecuniary
success.

k Scheme for the Conquest of North-
ern Mexico.

St. IiOuis, October 13. A gentleman
who has lived in Chihuahua, one of the
Northern States of Mexico, many years,
recently arrived here on business, and
has communicated to the Times repor-
ter a good scheme for 'the conquest of
Northern Mexico, embracing Chihua-
hua, Coahuila, New Leon and Sonora,
and thei subsequent annexation to the
United State?.. A number of capitalists
of this country and many prominent and
wealthy citizens of Mexico are said to
be connected with the scheme.

A brief outline of the project is as fol-

lows: The Texas Pacific Railroad is be-

ing constructed from both termini and
the work will be finished about the mid-

dle of the route, some where near El
Paso. Some fifteen thousand laborers
will be engaged on the road, and when
the work is completed they will be dis-

charged in a country where it will be
impossible for them 'to obtain employ-
ment, and as such n.en are generally im-

provident and without money they will
be glad to accept anything that may of-

fer. How these men are to be utilized
is thus stated: A society has .been , or-

ganized, with headquarters at New Or-

leans, composed exclusively of officers
of the Union and Confederate armies,
no one being eligible who has not attain-
ed the rank of Captain. Some weeks be-

fore the completion of the railroad,
these gentlemen will be sent forward in
detachments, make themselves personally
acquainted with the laborers, and on' the
discharge of the latter they will attempt
to organize them into an army, the com-

missariat and camp equipage to be fur-

nished by capitalists who back them,
and they will then march over the
Northern States of Mexico and raise the
Sag of independence iu each of them.
The people of these Slates are expected
to look favorably on the enterprise and
offer no molestation or interference, and
the Government of Mexico will be pow-

erless to prevent it. The next step will
be annexation to the United States by a
vote of the people. Tom Scott and Gen-

eral Grant are mentioned as connected
with or favorable to the scheme. -

Although Italians are not generally
regarded as very industrious, the con-

tractors on the Berks county railroad,
Pennsylvania, say they are the model
workmen of the entire line. They are
more economical than the Chineses of
San Francisco, live principally upon
bread and pork, and their expenses do
not exceed $4 24 per month each. They
are paid $1 75 per day, and each man
receives a trifling amount of his wages
for his own use, while the remainder is
thrown into a general fund, which is
dispatched to New York and from
thence to their wives in Italy. Those
on the Berks railroad send $6,000 a
month out of the country.

In Baltimore there are about fifty firms
engaged in oyster and fruit packing, of
which twenty confine themselves exclu-
sively to the packing of raw oysters.
The fruit and vegetable packing season
is now nearly over; the thirty houses
engaged in this branch of the business
have been busy up to the present time,
and nearly all still have orders ahead for
all kinds of canned goods. It is esti
mated that about twenty million cans of
fruit and vegetables have been put up
this season, of which about one-twir- d

are peaches, and the balance of other
varieties of fruit, berries and vegetables.
