To learn and to teach are the specific
Iabors ¢f the schools. Perhaps we had
better say to recite and to hear recita-
tions constitute the work of teachersand
prpils when in the school-room. This
aegertion may be more adapted to the
present age—may hetter accord with the
erude views of the mnsa of our school-
patroms who never wvisit the sehools—
and with the many teachers who regnrd
ability to teach to be no more than n mere
knowledge of reiteration of the book-
theories, and a sinted number of recita-
tion trips through arithmetic ard the
other specified text-books.

process, and sometimes Error with the
correct. Thus the teacher will at once
know the nature of his pupil’s knowl-
edge—whether it be elementary or mere-
ly recitative. Evidently, of the two
parties under ref e, the her is the
first and imporiant learner. Not only in
the task with his more advanced classes,
but more especially with the little ones
in the alphabet, It does not matter
whiTher he be a graduate of one or two,
or more Diplomas, each of which being
Latinized sheep-skins, it ever remains,
and ever will remauin, true that he is the
Mirst and the last learner orpupil. Edu-
cation is principle and fact theorized.—
Its more important features of the firat
rank, are not those which would refer to
its amount or quantity in store—bnt em-
inently those which aim at the method |
of its acquirement and impartation. Its
kind is always snggested by its peculiar
pruvince, System of school, basis or!
urgnnianlir.m. has been, and ever will be,
an earnest and arduous work of our gov-
ernment.
