Be. that as it
may, my friend informs me of its being

the English navy) informs me, also, of
his having seen, many years since, in
one of the subjrbs of London, "Mother
Shipton's Tavern," which was indicated
by the ign of the good old dame, in a
red cloak, astride of a broomstick, and at
this time, one of the London omnibuses
has "Mother Shipton" upon it, indica-
ting its route or termination of it.

As the paper from my friend states, it
was first published or known in 1448,
republished 1641, and again in a Belfast
newspaper of January 28th, 1872.

It has attracted much attention since
being in my posession, and many friends
of England, Scotland, and Ireland, are
kindly endeavoring to procure for me a
further account of the "prophecy,"
with a memoir of its author. I have
personally written to the Northern

The Rush for Silver Coin.

Washington, October 27. - The
Treasury, up to this afternoon, had not
paid out any silver currency and no order
had been received by the cashier to pay
ilver over the counter of the cash-roo- m

The tellers were besieged during the day
for silver coin in exchange for green- -

backs.
nt Johnson had a consults-

tion with the Comptroller of the Cur- -

rency y, with reference to the affairs
of the First National Bank, and ex
Secretary McCulloch had a long con
ference on the bank of Europe, as
compared with the system in this coun
try.

The Secretary of the Treasury will is--

sue an order to commence payments of
silver at New York, Boston, Philadel
phia, Baltimore, and other leading cities,
where there are Assistant Treasurers or
designated depositaries, In
no case will more than five dollars in
silver be paid to any one person, the bal
ance of the check being payable in green
backs.

Secretary Richardson hopes to keep
up the payment of silver, which will be
commenced expressing the
opinion that he will be able to do so un
less a run upon the Treasury be made
and silver taken out for the purpose of
being hoarded. There is at present
about half a million dollars in silver
coin in possession of the Government,
which it is thought will last some weeks,
but the work of coining will still be
continued, though not more rapidly than
heretofore. There is an abundance of
silver bars in the country, and the ca
pacity of the mints is sufficient for the
coinage of about fifteen millions of dol
lars per annum in silver without inter
fering with other coinage. With the
exception of that in California, there is
but little coin in the country now not
owned by the Government. In order to
"pre vent " any rush for silver coin, the
Secretary will in his order directing pay
ment of that oin positively forbid that
uore than five dollars be paid to one per

son, no matter what amount may be call-

ed for in check.

Secretary Richardson's Views on Coin
daymen's.

Washington, October 27. Secretary
Richardson stated to your correspondent
this evening that he would begin at
once to pay out silver in sums not ex-

ceeding five dollars, where requisitions
upon the Treasury call for fractions of
five dollars. Under no circumstance is sil-

ver to be exchanged for greenbacks or
fractional currency, as is supposed by
many. No such purpose has been at
any time entertained by the Secretary,
it would, he says, be absurd to even
think seriously of such a thing, in view
of the fact that, in the first place, there
are only from two hundred and fifty to
three hundred thousand dollars' worth
of silver coin now available, and, in the
second place, it would be impossible to
coin enough silver in less than five years
to meet the demand for silver coin if
general full payment and exchange for
greenbacks and fractional currency were
attempted. Therefora it will be seen
that the much talked of "resumption,'
is to amount to very little.

Judge Richardson says, however, that
if the people will be reasonable and not
make a rush for the little silver that the
Treasury may have to pay out, the ac
tion of the Government will prove of ul-

timate assistance and value to the coun
