abetter from Lebanon, Ohio.

Lebanon, O., Nov. 17, 1873.

Editor of The Press: Lebanon is
avery neat, quit, and pleas ant town,
of about thirty five hundred inhabit-
ants; and is situated in a fine farming
country, which is acknowledged to be
one of the beat Geological fields in the
world.

The buildings of the town are gener
ally good, but Borne are sadly in need of
paint and repair; still they are so as to
remind one of a wealthy and intelligent
population.

The churches, thirteen in number, and
all of different denominations, are very
good buildings, prepossessing and invi
ting in appearance; and all have very
good attendence, worthy pastors, and
good choirs.

The Court house is a comfortable and
neat building of good size and conveni
ence. 1 he court ot this county had at
one time one of the best bars in the
State, one of whose members was the
late Thomas Corwin.

The streets are wide, nicely shaded,
and paved with lime-ston-e, with cross-

ings at every corner, but I must say as
regards most of the business houses, they
are rather inferior, being small, narrow,
and not at all showy. The town has one
good feature, and that is that it has not
as many rum shops as most places of
its size it has only three. As I have
never tasted their liquor, you will have
to judge for yourself if ever you visit
Lebanon; if not you will be in ignorance
as to the quality.

The hotels are two in number of
which the Lebancn House is the best,
and is kept by Mr. Smith, in neat and
good order, as well as style. It was at
this house that C. L. Vallandigham

shot himself.
I will here say a few words as regards

the National Normal School; not as an
advertisement, for it advestises itself,
the country.over. The principal build-
ings of the school, are the Lyceum,
Academy, Chapel and others, too many
to enumerate here. This school which
was started, "and is still managed by
Prof. Holbrook, was founded sixteen or
seventeen years ago, with but fifteen or
sixteen students, has been steadily in
creasing ever since; o that it now has
from four to seven hundred students at
different sessions of the vear.

I shall now take you to the cemetery.
From the way that it is kept in neat or
der, the beauty and arrangement of the
trees, the way that the grounds are laid
off, and the fine large tombstones, give
it a neat appearance. There is" also an
other Cemetery, is termed the old one;

ing through here from their home in
Lexington, Kentucky, to Washington,
she was taken sick, died, and was interred
in this cemetery on the 11th of August,
1825.

Something of a Clinker. James
Matthewi, of Rochester, has been pre-
sented with a clinker produced by the
burning of about $4,000,000 worth of
cancelled legal tenders, national bank
notes, fractional currency and internal
revenue stamps. The lump is significant
of the utter worthlessness of paper
"promises to pay," weighing about five
pounds, some fifteen inches in length by
six wide and one thick; it is composed
of ashes, iron and other components of
the paper and ink, and is of course
valueless except as a curiosity. Such
specimens are very rare, as the means of
destruction are so complete that a clink-
er seldom remains.

Boston Wool Market.
There has been more activity in the

Wool market during the past week than
for any similar period for several weeks,
and the sales are beyond the expecta- -
lions ot dealers. I he activity is, how-
ever, largely the result of a decline in
prices, inducing manufacturers to pur-
chase quite freely. The largest propor-
tion of "the sales of Fleece Wool since
our last have been at very low figures,
say about 47c for extia and double extra
Ohio and Pennsylvania, with occasion-
ally a little lower price for prompt cash.
The present range of prices is not ac-
cepted by all the dealers, and many lots
are held out of the market in anticipa-
tion of better figures in the future.

A considerable proportion of the mills
have stopped or shortened their produc-
tion, and the legitimate demand for
Wool is likely to be somewhat irregular
for the present. There have been offers
within the past week, on large amounts
of Wool, at about 45c for extra and
double extra Fleeces, and though a few
have been accepted most have been de-

clined. There appears to be a better
feeling within the last few days, and the
market is firmer. The present range of
quotations is from 40c to 50c for extra
and double extra Ohio and Pennsylvan
ia, and 41c to 43c for Michigan and Wis-
consin.

Receipts for the week have been 2,456
bales domestic, and 773 bales foreign.

bales fo the week foot up 80,000 lbs
domestic and 200,000 lbs foreign. Includ-
ed in the former are the following sales
of Fleece; 200,000 lbs on private terms;
3,000 lbs Ohio extra at 46c; 2,000 lbs do
do at 51c; 33,000 lbs do double extra on
private terms; 25,000 lbs do and Penn-
sylvania double extra at 55c; 3,000 lbs
Pennsylvania double extra and above at
47c; 5,000 lbs Michigan at 45c; 5,000 lbs
Wisconsin at 44c; 40,000 lbs Ohio and
Michigan on private terms; 10,000 lbs
Michigan at 43e; 13,000 lbs JSew lork
State at 44c; 3,000 lbs Black at 30c; 5,- -
000 do at 42c.

New York Wool Market.
There has been a moderate inquiry

from manufacturers, mainly those who
were in a position to offer some induce-
ments to sellers to make concessions in
prices, but the transactions do not foot
up a very heavy amount, as buyers, for
the most pirt, are not yet disposed to
yield much, and full or nearly full
prices are asked. Extreme quotations
are only named on the choicest Wools,
and a large portion of the Domestic
Wools can be picked up at about inside
figures, which represent their full value.
Manufacturers are not running on any-
thing like full time and their wants are
easily supplied, so that there is no dispo
sition to stock up heavily except at low-
er prices. Foreign Wools are quiet,
without essential change, but are gener-
ally firmly held. The sales include 25
bales Cape at 32c; about 45,000 lbs.
Ohio and juichigan at 4o(.4ec, a por
tion of the Ohio selhug for cash: 10,-0-

lbs Oregon at 40e; 8,000 lbs Georgia
including hurry, at 25c, and slightly hur
ry at 30()32c; o bales Ualitornia za(a;33c
and 400 bales Abudia on private terms.
