It is indeed wonderfnMiw easily the I

root of plants and frees bore, thrpugh 1

hard, impacted soils in search
ishment. They nse for this purpose

sort of awl, of immense power, situa
ted at the end of the roots, and capable
with the aid of the other root machinery
of thrusting a side heavy weights and
getting through with almost any ob-

struction. Yet the awl consist only of
microscopical absorbent cell formed

by vegetable mucus the fluid in which
the vital action il firut up. The roots of
the elm and the maple will bore through
the hardest anil of walls or streets, un
der drains, twine about water pipes and
penetrate through the seama of atone
and brick structures. The root for
some plant have been known to pass
through eighteen inches of solid brick
work and make their appearance in a
wine cellar below. Plants have a vast
power in overcoming oosMCier, wnen
foraging for food. They are like hun
gry animals which no fences can re-

strain when there is food beyond. The
movement of roots in soils proceed on
certain principles of utility in Conner
tion, with tho welfare of tplant. Somee.h
