A Bbhocking Tragedy.

A most shocking tragedy ocenrred at Plain
City, Ohio, on the night of the 17th inst.
A colored lady, Mre, Matilda Secott by name,
her dnughter, Maris Scott, and a boy named
Charles Good, were all found murdered nt their
home between 7 and 8 o'clock in the evening,
The Iady was & widow, her hosband lhaving
been dead nearly ten years, Bhe was oconsid-
ered quite well to do, asshe owns a fine farm,
The family bas always borne a high reputation,
and great excitement prevails over tho dreadful
affuir. The following are all the partionlurs
that could now be gathered: A girl stopping
with the family had beon away to spend the
day at Mr, Debbs'. When she drew near the
house on her return she saw some one open the
door, look out, then draw back, and harriedly
slam the door; entering, she found no living
pervon in the house, but saw only the dead and
bruised bodies on the floor. There were many
marks of violenes, and indieations of & strug-
gle. Ttis thought that the murderer or mur-
derers used a stout hickory club, which was
found near by, covered with blood. The bload
and braing of the dead were fonud bespatiered
about the room. The girl started out to call
help, and met a Robert Garner, to whom she
told the nows. He excused himself from help-
ing her, and made off. Buspicion has attached
to Garner, on secount of his excitod manner
and the strange snd eonflicting stories ho tolls,
A suit of bloody clothes was found in his pos-
sesnion. Mo has beenarrested.  There in mneh
fear that he will be lynched. It is said (hat
Garner was angry with Mre. Scott, because sho
had refused to rent him the farm for another
year, Ho has been living on the place and
working it for & number of years. Tho Indy
was pearly fifty yeara old, and her danghter
sbont twenty. Hhe has another danghter vie-
iting near Cincinnati among woealthy reltives,
and sho was st once telegraphed for, The boy,
Charles Good, had been taken by Mrs, Boolt to
raise, and had Hved with the family for several

1‘ THE CHINESE TREATIES,

! The following is the full text of the letter of
| Becretary Evarts transmitting the Chinese
treaties to the President:
| Tothe President:—Lherewith submit for trans-
mission to the Senate the treaty signed at
I'eking on the 17th of November, 1880, ."Li the
Commissioners Plenipotentiary of the United
| States and the Commissioners Plenipotentiary
| of the Emperor of China, together with the
carrespondence, giving the conrse of
| tioue, The first treaty is confined in its pro-
i visions to the future regulation of Chinese im-
! migration into the United States, The treaty
| enbmitted the questions raised between the two
| countries in & manner alike honorabie and sat-
i to both. While . to the
l subjects of China engaged in mercan pur-
guits, in study, in teaching or travel for
curiosity, the right of free intercourse with
this country, the Chinese Government has
recognized in the Government of the United
States the right to regulate, limit and
the introduction into its territory of Chinese
Iabor whenever in its discretion it shall threaten
the good order of anj locality or endanger the
interests of society. The second treaty isin-
tended to supply the incompleteness of some

of the prov of former treaties. The
first clause, withoul aseuming or imposing
any  special the

obligation, recognizes
advantage of an enlarged commercial inter-
conrse between the citizens and subjects of the
two conutries, and expresses on the part of the
Chinese Government itsa readiness to give
favoruble considerstion to any pro for the
extension of those relations which this Gov-
ernment may deem it wise and nseful to ask.
The second cﬂmm prohilita the icipation of
our citizens o: our vessels in the opinm trade in
China. The anxiety of the Chinese Government
to suppress this iniquitons traffic i bon-
orable in itself, and was expressed with earnest-
ness to the Commissioners of the United States.
The well-known sentiments of this Government
in regard to this trade invited the confident ap-
peal to it on the part of the Chinese Govern-
ment to take the lead among foreign nations in
the iption of this icious commerce,
The fourth snd last clause secures by treaty
stipulation the trial of all actions, whether of
cost or contract, arising between our eitizens
and sulijects and China, in the Courtof the
judicial anthorities of the defandanm the
application of the lnws of the def {'s na-
t.i{?mlit_\' to all such litigation. In all cases the
plaintifl’s are secured the oficial at
the trinl of their National officers, the right to
present, examine, and cross-examine witnesses,
snd otherwise to maintain a watehfuyl observance
of the trinl. Wat, M. Evarts.

The preamble of the treaty recites the ap-
pointment of the Commissioners Plenipoten-
tinry and the desire and necessity for some
modification of existing treaties, especially re-
specting the immigration of Chi labor, and
states that after consideration, examination,
and discussion, the following article in modifi-
eation has been agreed upon:

Article L—Whenever, in the opinion of the
Government of the United Btates, the coming
of Chinese laborers to the United States, or
their residence therein, affects or threatens to
affect the interests of that eountry, or of amy
locality within the terri thereof, the Gov-
ernment of China agrees t the Government
of the United States may rag'uhl.ahhml OF #ls-
pend such coming or residence, but may not
absolutel Emhihm it. The limitation or snspen-
sion shall be reasonable, and shall apply only
to the Chinese who may go to the United States
a6 Inborers, other classes not being inclnded in
the limitation. Legislation taken in regard to
Chinese laborers will be of snch a charncter s
is omly necessary to enforee the r ation, lim-
itation or sus sion of immigration; no mmi-
grants shali subject to personal maltrest-
ment or abuse,

CENSUS BUREAU REPORT.

The Census Bureau has st last received the
official footing of the population of the several
States, as developed by the recent census; and
on the 17th inst. Genernl Walker, of the Cen-
snn Bareau, officially transmitted it to Con-
gress,  This shows the aggregate of population
in the several States to be 49,369,5%5. To this
aggresate is to be added the population  of the
District of Columbia, which is 177,638, and the
population of the several Territories, which ag-
gregates 605,633, making a tota' popilation of
the States, Territories and the Distriet of Col-
umbia and of the Umted States, 50,152,566,
The State totals are as follows:

1In spite of & heroic
def by the troops, the Turcomans earried
be Russian outworks and part of the sec-
ond parallel, capturing four mountain guns
and three siege guns. The Russians then
opened an artillery fire, and the reserve simnl-
taneonaly attacked the enemy, who were dia-
Jodged from all the points they had captured.
All the artillery was retaken, with the exceplion
of one mountain gun, which had been carried
off doring the eariy part of the engagfment.
The Russian loss was heavy; one company of
the Aunsheron regiment alone had thirty-two
men killed, including a major and a eaptain,
and ten wonnded, and one officer taken pris-
oner. The Turcoman losses are much greater;
their dead filled the Russian trenches, Simul-
tanaously with this attack a eonsiderable body
of Turcoman cavalry made a sortie on the Rus-
sian camp, which was successfully repulsed.
After the Turcomans had been repulsed orders
were given for laying a third parallel, Soon at
the Turcomans saw the works commenced they
renewed the atlack with their entire strength
upon the whole Russian front, but were com-
pelled to return into the fortress by artillery
fire, st close range, from the Russian second
parallel.”
